_ pERVERTED sUSTICE.

We believe in the sacredness of the
law. It is, we thank God, more sacred
to British-governed men than to any
other nation. We are sorry to say that
muny people in the United States think
the law there has lost its sacred charac-
ter. Justice is there at times peryerted,

Oanada, Ontario, ''oronto has every-
thing to lose by ithe perversion of
justice, by the people or a portion of
the people coming to think that justice
is not always biind, that persons in
danger of the law can by the use of one
influence or another escape its punish-
ment, that corporations can hush up
things that ought to be exposed, or that
political parties in office can keep them-
selves in power by either forestalling
the verdict of the courts, or by retro-
active legislation, or by other improper
legislation.

It this feeling grows then we have
indeed failed in our &xperiment of govern-
ment. 3

Well, what has happened? We are
pained to say that within the past week
the officers of the law in 'Loronto have
allowed a man charged with a wretched
crime to escape, because he was able
to call up improper influence dn nis
favor, This man, notorious for his
record, under (the guise of a false name,
was allowed to swear away the evidence
of a trustworthy park official. ~ That
park official’s usefulness is thereby for-
ever gone, and the zealousness of other
officers has been given @& decided set-
back. What has the County Attorney got
to say to this case?

Not long ago a. great scandal to in-
vestors was caused by two doan com-
panies in this city ~ going to pieces in
a most disgraceful way, and' ruining in
their wake many honest people. But
there was not that investigation whizh
there onght to have been, and there was,
we are not afraid to say it, ‘the most
extensively organized courthouse lobby,
and the nfost powerful ever known to
tLis country. The result was that a
settlement was iobbied and nearly every
law firm in the city was a silent or
active member of the lobby.

The public interest demanded an in-
vestigation in both these cases. The
Crown officers and the Government

The public, rightly. or
wrongly, labors under the impression
that ¢he influential individuals involved
in ‘these cases were shielded from the
consequences of their acts by the exer-
cise of undue influence and by the con-
nivance of the Ontario Government.
What has the Attorney-General done
to allay these suspicions? .

And now we come to another glaring
instance of perverted justice, There
are no suspicions in this case. We are
here dealing with . the - absolute truth.
‘The. Premier of Ontario has scanda-
lized justice by sllowing a partisan
Government  to usurp the functions
the courts. An institution that is en-
irusted by the people with the duty of
seeing that the daw ds respected and ob-
served is itself guilty of a flagrant viola-
tion of its trust. When the men who
are appointed by the people to make
their laws openly defy these laws, what
can we expect of the public who are
supposed to obey them? We cannot
afford to trifle any longer with this
great question. Justice must not only
be fairly administered, but the people
must have confidence in its administra-
tion. We say without hesitation that
no such confidence exists in the public
mind to-day. On the contrary ithere
is & strong feeling of suspicion and of
apprehension for the future. If Ontario
desires to maintain the reputation it has
heretofore enjoyed for judicial rectitude,
it will have to make a quick move angd
bring to time those who are prostituzing
its good name. '"The Government isg the
fountain head of justice and is réspon-
sible for the due wdministration of the
law. If the GoVYernment itself is Totten,
can we expect that its officials through-
out the country will be paragons of
virtue? If the Attorney-General refuses
to investigate public scandals, need we
be surprised if the County Attorneys
take the ‘cue and lend their influence
to the shielding of prisoners and in the
perversion of justice? A clean and honest
Government would soon remove the dis-
trust that fills the public mind} . Hardy's
tenure in office is, no doubt, an infpor-
tant matter to himself and his colleagues,
but it is surely a trivial affair when con-
trasted with an honest and effective
administration of the law.
