The meeting closed with hearty cheers for
the candidate and a lot of men stayed be-
hind to proffer their sarvices for work on
Macdenald's beXalf next Monday.

There was no great enthusiasm at Candl-
date Clarke's mieeting In uUccident nall
last night.
