Neo Reason to Disbelieve Bertha
Searles Story That $1S00 Was
Stolen From Him.

. Detectlve Cuddy, who went to Pittsburg
and New York last week after two of the
$100 bills reported to have been stolen by
Cheque-Raiser Winton, turned wp at the
first-named place, returned to the city yes-
terday morning. Altho he did not bring
either man or money with him, it Is stated
ihat he has secured plenty of Information
concerning the case. The officer went to
pittsburg, and there had a long interview
with Bertha Searles, the colored woman
to whom one of the bills was traced. To
the Pittsburg authorities the woman told

a story of having got the note from a New
York gambler named Chappell, but when
Detective Cuddy reached that city she de:
pied this, and related what she says is the
truth comcerning her connection with the
case.

Colored Woman’s Story.

Mrs. Searles Illved with friends in Indl
anapolis until three years ago, when she
removed to New York and secured a posi-
tion there as a domestic. After working
steadily for about two years, it is assert-
ed, she stole from her employer, and was
given 11 months in the States Prison. Her
time expired about two wecks ago, and
for several days .subsequently she fre-
quented disreputable resorts in New York.
One afternoon, according to her story, she
was walking down Broadway, when a man
supposed te be the cheque-raiser spoke to
her and accompanied her to a building on
that street, kept by a negro nicknamed
the “Black Prince.” The keeper of the
resort was not at home at the time, and
Bertha Searles and her newly-made ac-
quaintance were received by a woman who
passed as his wife. Winton, it is claimed,
hung his coat near a curtuin which con-
cealed a sliding panel, and when his back
was turned the panel was opened, and his
pockets, where the $5000 from the Toronto
banks was lying, were rifled.

Says $1800 Was Stolen.

Bertha Searles says the amount stolen
was $1800. Subsequently Winton left the
place, and, after finding that he had been
robbed, returned and threatened the in-
mates of the place with arrest. He, how-
ever, was not in a position to execute the

theft, and so did not cause them any amp- |

Next day the woman gave the
other bill to her companion, Miss Willlams,
and told her to change it at a broker's of-
fice. It was here that the note was de-
tected, and the woman who presented it
was placed under arrest. Miss Williams
tola that she got the bill from Miss Searles,
and the latter was also taken into cus-
tody. Believing that the Williams woman
knew nothing about the case, the Pltts-
burg police Tet her geo.
Believes the Woman’s Story.

Bertha Searles was held untll the arrival
of Detective Cuddy, who took her to New
York to investigate her story. The officer
now says that after conducting the Inves-
tigation in New York, he has no reason to
disbelieve the woman's story, despite the
fact that the man who goes by the name
of the ‘Black Prince” says it is absolutely
untrue.

The case has been left in the hands of
the Metropolitan police, and the authoritles
here are econfident that something of im-
portanée will develop within the next few
days.

The clerks in the local detective depars-
ment have completed their work of send-
Ing out the circulars offering the rewurd
of $1500 for the capture of the cheque-
raiser, but so far no replies have been re-
ceived. The police believe the cireulars
will at least put a stop to the clrculation
of the stolen notes.

| leg was almost severed above the knee, and
;hls body was badly bruised. Despite all
;attentlon, he gradually sank until his death,
| which -occurred at 2.30 o’clock.

There was nothing found on the clothing
worn by the deceased by which he might
be identified. In his pockets were found
ia faded red handkerchiet and a small
quantity of thread wound around a piece
of wood, In which was .a needle. This
constituted the entire contents of his
pockets.

The dead man is 5 feet 7 inches In height,
weighs between 135 and 140 ibs., is about
19 years of age, has brown hair and brown
eyes. He was dressed in a dark grey
coat, black trousers, blue sweater, dark
grey underclothing, leather suspenders,

black stockings and tan shoes, badly torn.
He wore a peak cap of dark material,
which, when found, was almost in threads.

There is one mark on his body by which
he might be identified. It Is a peculiar
mark on his right ear. Part of the ear is
missing, as is seen by the accompanying
picture. :

It is belleved that deceased was run
down by a train and thrown over to the
side. Several trains had passed the spot
where the accident occurred, prior to the
finding of the man, and it is generally sup-
posed that one of these struck him.

Coroner Powell, who was notified, has is-
sued a warrant for an inquest, to be held
at the Emergency Hospital to-night at ¥

Bannerman, moved as an amendment that,
while desirous of improving the efficlency
of thearmy, the proposals largely increased
th&existing burdens without adding sub-
stantially to the military strength of Great
Britain. m

Sir Henry complained that the proposals
of the Government were ‘‘showy preten-
sions, extensive and ineffective,” and he
asked for figures and definite statements.

Mr. Wyndham, the Irish Secretary, in de-
fending the general economy of the mili-
tary establishment, saild that while ;the
British . soldier cost in all £111 annually
the American soldier, not taking into ac
count the pensions, cost £287 annually be-
fore the war with Spain, and prior tu
the date when the United States had for-
eign stations,

The civil list resolution was adopted by
248 to 49 votes, and the Civil List bill
passed its first reading.

The only really interesting speech was
made by Mr. Winston Churchill, who, foi-
lowing in his father's footsteps, entered-a
strong protest in behalf of economy and
against “every growing military extrava-
gance.”

ARCHBISHOP LEWIS DIES AT SEA
" WHILE ON WAY TO SEEK HEALTH

Never Recovered From An At.
tack of Pneumonia and
Passed Away May 4.

London, May 13.—Archbishop Lewis of
Ontario died May 4 on board the At-
lantic Transport Line steamer Menom!-
nee. He had embarked seriously 1l
as the result of pneumonia, and had in-
tended to stay in London a short time
and proceed to Egypt. He was accom-
panied by his wife and a trained nurse.
During the night of May 3 he sank
rapidly. . He died at 4 o'clock the next
morning. The body was embalmed and
taken to his residence here.

The Most Rev. John Travers Lewis, Hon-
orary Metropolitan of Canada, was born
in Shandon, near Cork, Ireland, in 1825.
He finished his education at Trinity Col-
lege, Dublin. In 1848 he was ordained
deacon at Christ Church College Chapel,
Cambridge. A year later he became curate
of Newtonbutler, in the north of Ireland.
A year later he visited Canada and was ap- |
pointed a missionary at West Hawkesbury,
on the Ottawa, In 1834 he became rector
of St. Peter's, Brockville, and in 1861, at
the age of 36, the first Bishop of Ontario.
He was made Metropolitan in 1803 and
Archbishop in 1804.

The late Metropolitan was the originator
and promoter of the Lambeth conferences,
now so important in the Church’'s work.
He attended all the conferences. He was
an author of some distinction, and contri-
buted many articles to The Journal of
Sacred Literature. Archbishop Lewis mar-

ED WITH MURDER

BEING TRIED BEFORE MAGISTRATE

Doctor’s Testimony.

He
had seen him some six weeks vetore. when
he had been called to the house. M.
White “was apparently suffering from Ila
grippe. On the Sunday morning of fhe
death, when the witness arrived at ibe
house, the deceased was lying ou the bed
upstairs. He was lying very quietly. *1
spoke to him,” said the witness, “‘and told
him that he was not lying very comfort-
ably. He replied that he was very sick
snd"was going to die. Then he¢ went into a
convulsion. Afterwards 1 lifted nim on
his back, and he went into another econ-
vulsion. His heart had almost stopped
beating and I sent out for whiskey. 1
took a glass of water and triel to see if
he could drink anything, but tpc contaet
of the glass with his lips caused a spasm.
As soon as I saw the first couvulsicn 1
made up my mind that he had strychaine

poisoning.”

Druggist Testifies That He Sold Arsenic to Her on Several Occa-
sions—Former Boarder Swears She Talked to Him of
Getting a Divorce—Doctoi’s Damaging Evidence.

| the body remained warm. This strange
‘cundmnn kept up until last midnight,when
the body became cold and decomposition
iset in. Then, only, was the undertaker
permitted to do his work, and prepare
the body for burial.

Two years ago Miss McDonald fell into a
similar trancelike condition. The body re-
mained warm for several days, and burial
was deferred, and the girl suddenly re-
covered and regained her health., A dread
of being buried alive had always possessed
Miss McDonald, and it was decided to keep
tL> body until every possible sign’ of life
had vanished. The remains were taken

to Wallaceburg this evening for inter-
ment.

4 What Doector Says.

Miss Dora McDonald apparently died from
peritonitis at 8 o'clock Friday afternoon,
yet she was not pronounced dead by her
physician, Dr. George S. Field, who said -
it might have been a case of suspended
animation. Dr. Field said that,aside from
the condition of the body, which became
warm in the region of the heart at irre-
gular periods, the former history of the
young woman tended to make him scepti-
cal.

‘““Pwo years ago,” sald Dr. Fleld, ‘“the
young' woman remained in a state of un-
consciousness for four days and then re-
gained her senses. I felit that I must
not be hasty in concluding that she was
dead. Apparently she was dead. Her
eyes were set and her hody was cold, yet
late yesterday afternoon, hours after
pulsation disappeared, 1 found that her
body was warm near the heart.”
