Joint Action by the Western 
Ontario M. P.’s Necesssary, 

Says Frank Glass.

S. Frank Glass, writing to the Lon­
don Chamber of Commerce, urges joint 
action on the part of Wtestern Ontario 
members of parliament to force the 
Dominion Government to make the 
much needed improvements to Port 
Stanley harbor. For twenty years,

Public School Inspector V. K. Greer 
of London was a member of the depu­
tation of Inspectors which presented 
the minister of education, Hon. R. H. 
Grant, and Premier Drury with recom­
mendations regarding rural school ad­
ministration last week.

Mr. Greer eaid today that the depu­
tation was assured that Its recommen­
dations would receive careful attention 
from the department. The chief reform 
urged was a larger unit for r ural 
schools, a township school board In­
stead of a section board, and perhaps 
ultimately a county board. This board 
would have control of elementary and 
secondary education for all parts of the 
township or county, with the excep­
tion, of course, of the cities and 
towns.

The deputation also urged that the 
tax rate for school purposes be equal­
ized. At present rural education Is 
under the direction of a large number 
■bf small boards, each administering a 
section. These levy their own tax rates. 
In counties such as Middlesex, where 
there is a high assessment, the rate is 
very low, while In other counties where 
the asesement is low the rate Is very 
high. Often thêre is a wide divergence 
In rates between sections In the sair.u 
county.

It is expected that If county boards 
ate established that consolidated 
schools will be the next step. It will 
then be possible lo obtain more ex­
perienced teachers, because they can 
be offered better terms.

Seven resolutions in all were pre­
sented to the premier and the minis­
ter of education, as follows:

"1. That the greatest needs of 
our rural schools are more mature 
teachers, a greater continuity of ser­
vice. and a larger proportion of male 
teachers.

“2. That the .present small schools, 
kvith an average for the prov­
ince of less than twenty members.
