Not very long ago, says a Neéw York
writer, somebpdy compiled an unoffi-
cial set of attendance figures result-
ing from the champlonship games
played by the teams of the American
and the Natiopal Leagues. It was
shown. that the American League as &
whole had drawn_ a ‘total of 3,398,764,
while the National League had at-
tracted a total of 2,787,793, ‘indicating

an increase in the ‘patronage of. the
former and a falling off in the latter.

In the American League Chicago was
posted at the top with 666,307, or an
average attendance of 8963 per game,
while in the National League New
York carried off the honors with 538,-
350, an average.of 7887. !

These” attendance figures wera com-
plied from the estimated crowds and
alleged turnstile counts as handed out
by some of the baseball managers who
belleve in exaggerating everything if
there is a chance to secure S0me free
advertising. ' But as a matter of fact
not one of the big major league clubs
gave out the exact paid attendance at
any time, for the reason that some
years ago it was decided that such a
gourse was not good business policy.
It is but natural, therefore, that con-
servative baseball men have been
ridiculing the exaggerated attendance
figures in both of the major leagues.

More than $150,000 of New York's hoard-
ed money, much of it in gold coin, was
released on Thanksgiving Day. It went
into the city's great trust companies of
pleasure, It was spent to buy good cheer,
for the pendulum of uneasiness for a day
swung t other way and New York
abandoned itself to galety ds it has not
before in many a month. :

It is conservatively estimated that 196,-
000 persons attended the afternvon ani
evening entertainments of a dramatic and
musical nature at New York’s theatres,
concert hails and opera honses. More
than 30,000 men and women were refused
admission because the places of amusq-
nent were sold oat. etween 8000 and

stood up and half as r'ray more pald
a slight advance to sidewalk ticket spa-
culators.
Seats All Sold Week Before.

Theatrical managers expected a failing
off in patronage. That the day was as
profitable, if not more profitable than a
year ago, is considered remarkable. At
night there was not a seat to he had in a
theatre in the city. In most instances
the seats were all sold a week ago. Plays
which have failed to draw well cleared
their ticket racks when there wére no
more seats to be had at the popular en-
tertainments. Shortly after 7 o'clock
“gtanding room only” signs were to be
scen the entire leng:h of Broadway.

A little more than $12,000 was taken in
at the Hippodrome during thLe aftérnoon
and evening. At 4 o'clock in the after-
noon a line begdn to form in front' of
the Hippodrome windows where 25 and
57 cent seats were heing s>5ld for the night
show, and it kept growing and growing
until long after the performance began.
Scme men stood in the line for more
than two hours. When the doors were
onened the c¢crowd was so great that ex-
tra rolice were called.

*“The Merry Widow,” at the New Am-
sterdam Theatre, was unable to accom-
modate close to 815,000 worth of patron-
age. The two performances played to
$5600, with more than a hundred persons
standing. Malcolm Doug’as, manager of
the theatre, said that the ling of would-
be patrons extended from the box office
to the street during the entire day, not
a seat was left. Not in years has such a
condition prevailel at Tharksgiving.

The receipts at the Stuyvesant Theatre,
where David Warficld is presenting A
Grand Army Man,” were $37 “The
Morals of Marcus’ at the Criteifon d ew
32800, and ““Tom Jones” at the Astor $3605,
Al the Broadway, ratrons of ‘““The
Round-Up’’ left about 3400 at the hox
office.
