The speedy construction of this
road 18 secured, and Montreal now naturslly turns
her attention to the construction of a hine of Rail-
road westward, which, for the reasons we have
stated, is imperatively demanded to carry out the
idea which gave birth to the St. Lawrence and At-
lantic Railway.

‘I's this road running west, the Toronto and Lake
Huron Ratlroad will prove 2n important auxiliary.
T'his line will connect Lakes Ontario and Huron,
by a route not exceeding 75 miles, thus cutting off
the long circuit now made through Lake Ene.—
The Toronto and Lake Huron Railroad Company
have at length procured sufficient means to place
their road iinmediately under contract, which, we
understand, is to be done very shortly. The other
zreat line in the upper part of Canada West, from
Hamilton to Detroit, is already under contract, with
suflicient means for its completion.

‘I'ne canstruction of the various lines above de-
scribed, with the short line from the Ottawa to
Prescott, will secure to Canada about all she will
weed as far as Railroads are concerned. The great
lines in these Provinces, with the exception of the
St. Lawrence and Atlanuc, the Toronto and Huron,
and the road from the Ottawa to Prescott, wiil run
parailel with the river; the limited width of the
good lands in this valley precluding the necessity
of many hines running at right'angles to tke nver.

Whea the above projected roads are secured,
Montreal will be then able 1o test her capacity for
maintaining herself as the commercial emporium of
the valley of the St Lawrence. [If she cannot
