Corp.. Ambrose S. Cosgrove Writes
His Brother at Gardiner of Life

" in Trenches -

William T. Cosgrove, of Gardiner,
Maine, has received a letter from . his
brother, Corp. Ambrose S. Cosgrove,
written from theé.trenches in France.
Corp. Cosgrove joined the first Cana-
dian expedition.

“There has been heavy cannonading
all day,” writes Corp. Cosgrove. “The
house in which ‘I am writing this letter
trembles at times like a leaf and we are
almost within the line of fire We don’t

mind being in the trenches very much,
although at times it has been most un-
¢omfortable on account of mud and
water. The word to ‘advance’ is a most
welcome sound in the trench; it gives
us something to do.

Dangerous Business,

“It was my-turn to ~o for rations last
night. The man who went the night
before was shot.” As " soon as it was
dark enough. I crawled out the back of
the trench and, crouching low, I crossed
the stream onto the road, passed the
two barricades and arrived at what I
thought , was Supply Farm.

“I asked some fellows in the.dugout
where it was, but they didn’t know,
so I wandered through the trenches and
followed up a telephone wire that I trip-
ped over and eventually arrived at the
telephone hut. Here I met some of our
boys, who were off duty, and together
we went and drew our rations.

“] returned safely to the trench with
a good load of bread, jam, steak, bacon,
sugar and tea, together with a gunny
sack full of coke and wood, which we
] e for cooking in our tin bucket braz-

“We slept last night, I and two of the
boys, 4n «an_automobile. bedy that had
been blown off its frame. We dug a
hole for it, a safe depth in the ground
and passed altogether a very comfort-
able might, although our slumbers were
disturbed at times by bullets passing
through the top, which was put up to
keep out a drizzling rain.

Awakened by Shells.

“The day before yesterday the vil-
lage was bombarded three times. They
started at 7.80 and threw explosive
shells, at noon shrapnel, and-in the eve-
{ ning high explosives. When the shell-
| ing began the captain came and told us
| to get up, that they were shelling up. He
had no sooner spoken than sip, bang!
shrapnel, tiles, brick, etc., came show-
ering through the roof.

“You never saw a bunch of boys get
up quicker. The enemy had evidently
i located brigade headquarters, for about
forty shells had landed within seventy-
five yards of it. New headquarters were
necessary, and that’s no small job.

“An assault was made all along the
line today, with about fifty guns firing.
Our artillery did terrible execution, and
we captured, I think, about a mile and a
half of trenches. We are still by far the
most advanced position on the line. Our
losses in that brush were two officers

Death of Miles Hoar Recalls Days
Before Railway Service

Of the late Miles Hoar, the Sackville
Post says:—

‘The .deeecaged was born in Albert
County in 1888, dnd was therefore about
eighty-two years of age. At the age of
nineteen he went on the survey of what
was then known as the European-North-
American railway. He began work at
Shediac, and later worked up north.

He was here only a few months when
he was called back and started in at
Moncton and worked through to St.
John. In' February of the following
year Mr. Hoar began his stage driving
career, which he followed uninterrupt-
edly for seventeen years. For nearly
seven years he drove between St. John
and Moncton; then he spent three years
driving between Harvey, Albert County,
and St. John. He was transferred to
the Moncton-Amherst route and here
he held the ribbons behind four horses
for nearly seven years. By that time the
railroad had been constructed and was
being operated between these points,
and the old stage coach was laid away
for ever. After a few months spent in
Moncton looking after the transfer of
the mails, Mr. Hoar was appointed to a
position on the section at Sackville. Af-
ter working here for six months he was
made foreman, a position he filled for
more than thirty-five years.

Mr. Hoar had a good memory ~and
could talk -most entertainingly of the
old stage coach days. The
themselves would excite considerable
interest now-a-days. The body of the

springs. The passengers generally stow-
ed themselves away inside, but not un-
frequently three or four rode upon the
roof. There were also seats beside the
driver, and when the weather was fine
and warm traveling here was not un-
pleasant. The coaches were nearly al-
ways drawn by four horses and-of ne-
®ssity they had to be both ready and
willing. . However, according to
Hoar, the roads in those days were very
much “better than they are now. The
holes were promptly filled up and the
bridges kept in good condition,

The first Stop made by the coaches
{out of St. John was at the hotel owned

| wauk. The next stop was at Norton,
!then Sussex, Portage, Salisbury, Monc-
| tom, Dorchester and Sackville, Stage
icoaches are often associated now-a-days
