] SAW IH THE far reaching change it has made in 
methods of taxation.

Retd estate in Pittsburgh is assessed 
for taxation purposes only once in three 
years. The new law provides that at 
the next assessment, buildings and other 
improvements on land shall be taxed at 
a rate only nine-tenths as high as the 
land itself; at each succeeding assess­
ment the tax on buildings shall be low­
ered one-tenth, until, in 1925, it amounts 
to only half that on land.

In other words, a man who has a lot 
assessed at $1,000, with a house on it 
assessed at the same amount, will only 
pay half as much taxes on the building 

the land. In the Ninth Ward, 
occupied exclusively by small cottages 
and flat buildings, out of a total of 8,500 
homes, the present tax paid on 2,200 of 
them would be reduced by an average 
of 20 per cent.; 124, being ramshackle 
tenements, would pay an incrase of 10 
per cent, while the tax on 500 vacant 
lots would be increased by 20 per cent. 
Altogether, it is estimated that 70,000 
homes owners in the city would have 
their taxes reduced.

In effect, of course, the new plan is 
an approach to the Henry George 
theory of a single tax on land. As a 
matter of fact, it was proposed and ad­
vocated by W. D. George, a prominent 
real estate dealer of the city, and a firm 
believer in the doctrines of his name­
sake. His argument is that the reduc­
tion of the tax on improvements will 
result in the building of many new 
houses and other structures; it will bring 
about lower rentals for working people 
by cutting down the taxes on improved 
property; it will stop speculation in 
vacant land and make it available for. 
improvement at fair prices, and it wiU

“The most recent Pittsburgh sensa-
Henry M. Hyde, special writer for the 

Chicago Tribune on topics relating to 
social welfare, tells ip the issue of Aug­
ust 26 of the Godsend in store for the 
workers of Pittsburgh in the prospect­
ive partial application of single tax in 
that city. Mr. Hyde’s articles are all 
put under prominent headlines in the 
first column of the Tribune’s first page, 
which is a pretty good indication of the 
value that paper puts upon them. Says 
Mr. Hyde;

“The most recent Pittsburg sensa­
tion is, on its face, a mere sordid mat­
ter of dirt and dollars. It is siihply a as on 
matter of lowering the rents paid by 
the well known Pittsburgh working 
man, and at the same time, mak­
ing trouble for a lot of people who hold 
Pittsburgh real estate for speculative 
purposes. It means that within a few 
years the taxes on buildings and im­
provements in Pittsburgh will be only 
half of that of land. , '

It has come to pass that the value of 
land within the city limits of Pittsburgh 
is higher than in any other city in 
the United States, with the single ex­
ception of New York, and there the ex­
cess is only fractional. In Pittsburgh 
the average value per acre is $19,090, 
while in New York it rises to $19,887.

At the last session of the state legis­
lature a bill was introduced under the 
harmless title of “amending article six 
of a act entitled'an act for the govern-- 
ment of cities of the second class. ”*

~s Ottawa, Sept. 26—As a preliminary to 
the enlargement of the Canadian canal 
at Sault Ste. Marie to a depth ot 81 feet, 
the government is arranging for the ex­
propriation of Whitefish Island and an 
additional strip of land along the south 
side of the present canal. Most of the 
property is owned by the Algoma Cent­
ral railway, and the justice departmént 
is now instituting expropriation proceed­
ings.

The actual work of enlarging the canal 
must, of course, wait until sanctioned 
by parliament, but it is understood that 
a vote will be asked at the next session 
of parliament for a preliminary survey 
and for the preparation of plans.

The enlargement of the Soo canal is 
the logical sequence to the enlargement 
of the Welland canal. The next step 
will be the enlargement of the whole St. 
Lawrence canal system so as to give a 
continuous thirty foot channel right 
through from the head of the- lakes to 
the Atlantic.

The formal announcement of the whole 
scheme will probably not be made for 
some considerable time yet, but mean­
while the enlargement of the Welland 
and Soo canals will be proceeded with.
Playing Politics.

For political reasons the government 
does not wish to commit itself further at 
present. The Georgian Bay and Ottawa 
river canal scheme is to be kept in the 
political foreground until after the next 
general election. Any announcement 
now that the depening of the St. Law­
rence canals would be first proceeded 
with would for obvious reasons militate 
against the chances of Conservative can­
didates in the Ottawa valley. But it is 
known that a majority of the cabinet 
favor the St Lawrence route as being 
commercially more feasible apd no more 
expensive, if indeed as expensive, as the 
Ottawa river route. Meanwhile the en- 
laifement of the Soo canal to a depth of 
81 feet will not interfere with the dangl­
ing of both projects before the eyes of 
the electors at the next general election.

The cost of the whole project for a 
deepened St. Lawrence route to 80 or 81 
feet is roughly estimated at from $125,- 
000,000 to $175,000,000, but, of course, a 
reliable estimate of cost will not be 
available until a careful survey is made.

In the case of the Georgian Bay canal 
the survey completed some five years 
ago at a cost of about $500,000 indicated 
that the cost of a 22-foot waterway 
would be about $110,000,000. At pres­
ent day prices this cost would be con­
siderably increased and probably $150,- 
000,000 would be nearer the mark.

The enlargement of the Welland in the 
very near future is imperative. The 
traffic through the canal haa increased 
enormously of late years. Last year the 
toal freight passing through the canal 
amounted to 89,669,655 tons. In five 
years it has more than trebled. The 
deepening of the Welland, the increased 
size of the lake carriers, and the steady 
growth of traffic at the Soo are com- * 
pelting reasons for the action of the 
government in deciding to enlarge the 
first of the canals leading from the west 
to the sea. The cost of the present Soo 
canal was nearly $7,000,000. ' To enlarge 
the canal to 81 feet will cost probably 
as much more.

F. S. Spence, president of the Domin­

ion Temperance Alliance, delivered a 
brief address at the afternoon session in 
which he urged the church to enter poli­
tics as a body and not as a party in 
order to drive liquor out of Canada.

The Dead;

Washington, Sept. 26—The department 
of justice has on hand an active cam- 
pain to dissociate the so-called hard coal 
railroads, from their coal properties.

Suits already are pending against the 
Reading and the Lackawanna under the 
anti-trust law. The application of the 
commodities clause of the Inter-state 
commerce act to the Erie and the Le­
high Valley has been under considera­
tion.

Philadelphia, Sept. 26—The Pennsyl- 
vtuiia Railroad through the Susquehan­
na Coal Company and affiliated 
paies produced and shipped approxi­
mately ten per cent of the hard coal 
mined. The company owned or 
trolled about 17,000 acres of anthracite 
coal land.

After the announcemenL a report 
spread that the Pennsylvania Railroad 
was getting rid of its hard coal hold­
ings to order not to come in conflict 
with the commodities clause of the Hep- 
bum Railroad acL which prohibits a 
railroad from transporting in interstate 
commerce any article or commodity 
manufactured or mined by it or under 
its authority. No one at the company’s 
general offices would discuss the re­
port.

The Pennsylvania road also owns a 
controlling interest to the Cadi bris Steel 
Company amounting to about $22,000,- 
000. For several days there has been a 
report current that the company is will­
ing -or has Altered into negotiations 
for the sale of this stock, but like the 
proposed anthracite sale, the officers of 
the company are silent when approach­
ed on the subject.
