Xew York, Oct. 4—New York baseball
fans will monopolize practically all the
peats at the Polo Grounds during the
world series, applications from persons liv-
ing in other cities having been ignored.
The only way in which out of town fans
can secure seats is to be on hand for the
opening sale and take their places in the
line. No attention will be paid to any
mail or telegraph orders.

Theatre ticket men, who hoped to make
& big return by obtaining large blocke
of tickets for the big games, now admit
that the method of distribution is likely
to prove a hard blow to the speculators.
Bo far the comrmission has beaten them
nt every point. The fact that tickets for
reserved seats already sold will not be de-
livered until Monday 1s a big factor

pgainst the speculator, for the reason that
It gives them so little time to dispose of
any tickets they may obtain. When the
public sale of 4,000 reserved seats begins
bn Monday morning, the commiesion will
have a dozen private detectives on duty
to pick out supposed agents of speculat-
ors who may take places in the lines.

If a person who has purchased two
{‘ickets for the firet game gets into the
ine again. he will be nabbed.

When the sale of unreserved seats be-
gins on Tuesday morning, the police will
draw a dead line, which will make it im-

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BULGARIANS AND TURKS
IN'BATTLE; 400 KILLED

Roumania to Mobilize to Check Move
by Bulgaria—Reported Plan to An-
nihilate Greeks in Albania

(Canadian Press)

London, Oct. 4—~An engagement has oc-
curred, south of Harmanli, :a Bulgarian
town, 37 miles North of Adrianople, ac-
cording to a Constantinople despatch to
the Exchange Telegraph Company. The
casualty list is placed at 400 killed.

The Daily Telegraph’s Vienna corres-
pondent quotes a remark which the em-
peror made to a member of the court as

follows:—‘“We have as yet taken no mili-
tary measures and will preserve our sang-
froid. I'hope certainly that it will be pos-
sible to keep the peace. The diplomats
can accomplish wonders.”

War Spirit in Turkey
Constantinople, Oct. 4—The war minist-
er, Nazim Pasha, has been appointed in

e .on thedd

supreme command of the Turkish forces.
Reliable information reached here last eve-
ning that the Balkan ultimatum demand-
ing autonomy for Macedonia will be deliv-
ered on Monday. In view of the gravity
of the crisis the government contemplates
adding to the cabinet two or three mem-
bers without portfolio. Persistent rumors
afe current that hostilities have com-
menced on the Bulgarian frontier north
of Kirk Kilisseh, but the Porte declares
that it is without news on this subject.
Bulgarian excesses against the Turks are
reported ffrom  Verna, Atdos, Burghas
and other places. Thirty Turks have been
killed and many injured, according to this
report, and several villages looted, bombs
being employed in some cases.

The Austrian ambassador, Marquis de
Pallavicini had a conference yesterday
with the grand vizier and the foreign min-
isters. The Samian leader, Sofulis has
proclaimed a republic in the Island, of
Samos with himself as president.

Abdullah Pasha, commander in chief of
the Turkish forces in Albania, has been
appointed to command the northern army
to operate against Bulgaria and Servia.
Alirzer Pagha, ex-minister of war, will
command the southern army against the
Greeks. The war fever of the populace
is rising rapidly. Many thousands of stu-
dents and others formed processions and
marched through the streets.

Copenhagen, Oct. 4—Prince George of
Greece started today for Athens in order
to be ready to join the Greek army should
hostilities break out.

Athens, Greece, Oct. 4—Plans to anni-
hilate all the Greeks now in Albania have
been laid, according to reports received
this morning from the Greco-Turkish
frontier. The report says a Greek notsble
at. Pilthiade had been assassinated. The
Albanian governor of Janina has created
a force of armmed military police com-
posed of 100 outlaws. These men he has
sent out osteneibly to pursue Greek re-
béls, but it is alleged that the real ob-
ject of the expedition’' is to annihilate all
the Greeks in the vicinity.

CARNEGIE STILL HIGHEST .
TAXED MAN IN NEW YORK

Assessment on Personal Property Is
$10,000,000---Rocketeller Is Next

New York, Oct. 4—Andrew Carnegie is
still the payer of the biggest personal tax
in town. His assessment for 1913 is $10,-
000,000 on personal property, and on real
estate his assessment is $2,300,000 more.

John D. Rockefeller comes next with
$5,000,00 on personal property, and Murs.
Russel Sage is third with $2,500,000. Col.
Oliver H. Payne's personal property is as-
sessed at $600,000, and the personal assess-
ment of J. Pierpont Morgan is $550,000.
Mrs. Roxy M. Smith, widow of William
Van Rensselaer Smith, a partner of the
late John Arbuckle, has an assessment of
$1,000,000 and is the payer of the fourth
largest personal tax in New York. Mrs.
John Jacob Astor is assessed on $250,000,
the amount left to her in the will of her
husband.

None of the Vanderbilts is subject to
personal taxes here.

In the 1912 assessment Mrs. Sage's per-
sonal property was put down at $10,000,-
000 and J. Pierpont Morgan’s at $800,000.
Mr. Carnegie’s figures were not changed,
nor Mr. Rockefeller’s.

In the tentative record for 1913 assess-
ments in Manhattan have risen $117,761,-
109 to $4,875,409,922. In the Bronx the
advance was $27,463,700 to $620,679,638. In
Brooklyn where the gross assessments were
larger by many millions than in The
Bronx, the increase was relatively less,
$24243172 to a total of $1,604,369,592.
Queens’ assessments rose about the same
amount, $24,658,973, to $466,377,523. In
Richmond the increase was $3,594,700 to
$79,635,671.

The total assessments for all five bor-
oughs amounted to $7,646,471,746, as
againet $7,448,750,091 in the 1912 tax roll,
an increase of $197,721,655. The Manhat-
tan increase was about $35,000,000 more
than in the four other boroughs put to-
gether, and Manhattan has about 63.7 per
cent. of all the taxable property in the
city of New York.

MANUEL DOES NOT GIVE

Paris, Oct. 4—Former King Manuel, of
Portugal, has issued a manifesto for cir-
culation in Portugal. The statement is a
thousand words long, and is written
around the former king’s denial of the re-
port that he has abandoned the cause. The
statement also denies that Manuel has de-
serted those who have devotedly served
him in his fight for his lost throne, or his
political work.

He assures the Portuguese exiles and
those still in Portugal who arve faithful to
him that the flag of monarchy is still wav-
ing in his hands.

SUBMARINE SUNK
BY LINER AND 15
MEN ARE DROWNED

a Mile”

Amerika Cuts British Naval Vessel in
Two During Manoeuvres Off Coast of
Kent—One Man Saved—*“Went Down

(Canadian Press)

Dover, Eng., Oct. 4—The British sub-
marine B2 was run down by the Hamburg-
American liner Amerika here today. It
gank at once, drowning fourteen of the
crew. The officer in charge was rescued.

The disaster in which the B2 was sunk,
oceurred while the third patrol flotilla of
submarines, consisting of six vessels, was
manoeuvring off the South Foreland on
the coast of Kent. -

The liner Amerika appears to have cut
the shbmarine completely in halves. Lieut.
Richard I. Pulleney, who was second in
command, was the only man among.the
crew of fifteen who was saved. He was
found floating in the sea too much ex-
hausted to say more when he was rescued
‘than: “The submarine is cut in two, I
went down a mil&”

Nothing has been heard from the Am-
erika up to the present.

The B2 was one of the older and small-
er class of submarines having been built
with ten sister ships between the years
1903 and 1907. Her length was 100 feet
and her beam 12 feet 7 inches. Her dis-
placement on the surface was 180 tons
and submerged 210 tons. Her indicated
horsepower was 600 on the surface and 150
below. Her engines developed a speed of
11 1-2 knots on the surface and eight knots
submerged. She was fitted with two tor-
pedo tubes. Her complement was two of-
ficers and thirteen men.

The B2 had left Dover harbor at six
o’clock this morning to participate with
the other sub-marines in a series of manoe-
uvres. The accident occurred just an hour
later, although none of the sister sub-mar-
ines knew anything about it until Lieuten-
ant Pulleyene was picked up from the sea.
The young lieutenant collapsed after he
was taken from the water and conveye'd
te the parent ship.

The liner Amerika stood by after the col-
lision and threw life buoys overboard while
several torpedo boats, after being inform-
ed of the accident by wireless telegraphy,
searched the sea for hours.

None of the other members of the crew,
however, was found, and no sign of wreck-
age was discernable in the vicinity. The
Amerika then proceeded on her voyage to
Scuthampton, and Cherbourg, on her way
to New York.

This is the sixth disaster to British sub-
marines, each of them involving the loss
of from eleven to fifteen lives. Lieuten-
ant Percy B. O’Brien was the commander
of the B2.

Dover, Oct. 4—Fiftwen officers and men
of the British navy were drowned today
by the sinking of the submarine “B2” af-
ter she had been cut in two by the Am-
erika. The commander of the little ves-
sel, Lieut. Percy B. O'Brien, was among
the victims, but his second lieutenant,
Richard T. Pullenic was rescued after be-
ing a long time in the water. He was
the only survivor.

RALROAD PLACES

in Wireck of Spring-

Westport, Conn., Oct. 4—The death list
from the terrible wreck of the second sec-
tion of the Springfield express, westbound,
over the New York, New Haven & Hart-
ford railroad, for New York late yester-
day numbers seven. -Of the several score
of passengers who were more or less in-
jured, only ten remain in the Norwalk
hospital, to which they were taken with
others last mnight. All are resting com-
fortably this morning, and are expected
to recover.

The cause of the wreck as given by the
railroad officials in their statement issued
from the offices of the New Yorky; New
Haven & Hartford Railroad in New Hav-
en, is that Engineer Clark had failed to
regard the standing order of the road to
bring his train to slow speed in taking a
cross’ over, but instead had driven his
engine at terrific speed, placed at fully
gixty miles an hour, over this cross-over
which was to place his train on a track
3 feet from track one; and the engine, in-
stead of swinging to the main track at
the points, leaped off the rails, carrying
the coaches with it.

TALY AND TURKEY

Latter Accepts Propesals is An-
neuncement in Constantinople

Constantinople, Oct. 4—That the Turkish

cabinet voted yesterday to accept Italy’s
latest proposals for peace, was the an-
nouncement made today from an authorita-
tive source.
The preliminary agreeménts are to be
signed upon the arrival of a special Turk-
ish emmssary at Ouchy. He left Constanti-
nople immediately after the cabinet meet-
ing yesterday.

Paris, Oct. 4—Confirmationof the report
from Constantinople that the conclusion
of peace between Turkey and Italy is im-
minent is contained in a semi-official note
issued here today, based on authoritative
advices from Italy.

TAFT'S COURSE N MATTER
OF THE PANAMA DISPUTE

London Times Says Explanation Satis-
factory, But Whole Business Still
Confused

London, Oct. 4—In another message
through the Times’ correspondent, on the
Panama dispute, President Taft says that
his proposal to bring the matter before the
supreme court was preferable because an
adverse decision would be less galling to
Americans than an ‘arbitral award, and
Great Britain would still not lose her legal
right to demand adbitration.

In an editorial, the Times considers
President Taft's explanation very satis-
factory as removing apprehension that an
appeal to the supreme court was being of-
fered as a substitute for the right of ap-
peal to the Hague, but that it still leaves
the whole matter in a confused condition.

Mr. Dillon Not Seriously Hurt

NAGNOLIA PETROLEUM
CONPANY AFARS

Some Evidence of Interest Comes.
Out in New York Hearing

New York, Oct. 4—The' tangle of trane-
actions surrounding the ownership of the
indicted Magnolia Petroleum Company of
Texas was partly unravelled yesterday at
the resumption of the hearings in the
Waters Pierce Standard Oil litigation. It
was testified that the $3,355,000 bonds of
the Magnolia Company, a supposedly in-
dependent concern, which were sold by the
Standard Oil Company of New York to
the banking firm of Blair & Co., ! last
April when the government was investigat-
ing the Magnolia Company were immedi-
ately purchased by Standard Oil brokers
and Standard Oil directors.

The testimony was given by Edgar L.
Marsden of the firm of Blair & Co., who
declared that the negotiations for the sale
of the bonds to his firm were conducted
by H. C. Fogler, Jr., who with John D.
Archbold is under indictment with the
Magnolia Company. Assurances that he
would find a market for the bonds were
given him he asserted “by some one not
directly connected with the Standard Oil
Company, whose name I would rather not
give.”

ENPLOYE DEAD

Abner Mersereau Passed Away in.
Fredericton Just as Operation
Was te Be Performed

The death of a popular C. P. R. brake-
man, Abner Mersereau, has caused much
regret amongst his fellow employes. He
was twenty-eight years of age and a son
of Mr. and Mrs. Leonard Mersereau of
Fredericton Junction. He is survived by
his wife and one child and deep sympathy
will be extended to her and to his parents,
brothers and sisters, in their bereavement.
Mr. Mersereau was taken ill with appendi-
citis and he was hurried to the Victoria
Hospital in Fredericton yesterday morning
to have an operation performed upon him.
He was placed under an anesthetic but
died before the surgeon could perform the
operation.

Besides his wife and child, and his par-
ents, he is survived by three brothers,
Councillor David W. Mersereau of Fred-
ericton Junction; Alexander, train des-
patcher, at Brownville; and Harry, in
Sydney, all in the employ of the C. P. R.
He also leaves three sisters, Mrs. Murray,
wife of Dr. A. J. Murray, of Fredericton
Junction; Mrs. Havelock Hoyt, of Hart-
land, N. B, and Mrs. Harry Bartlett of
St. Andrews.

The C. P. R. showed their appreciation
of his worth in cancelling two trains and
sending out a special from Fairville today
to allow those of his fellow employes who
could to attend the funeral which was
beld this afternoon.

NOVA' SCOTIAN T0
~ BUILD SHIPS ON
PACIFIC COAST

Bridgetown Man Heads Company
to Construct Sailers to Camy
Lumber

Vancouver, B. C., Oct. 4—Taking advan-
tage of the great demand for tonnage,
especially in the lumber trade, between
British Columbia and South America and
on the north coast, a $500,000 ' lumber
company has been incorporated. The plant
will be built at Coquitlam, at the junetion
of the Fraser and Pitt Rivers, where the
new company known as the Coquitlam
Shipbuilding & Marine Railway Company,
has bought eight and a half acres from the
Coquitlam Terminal Company.

Work on the new plant already has
commenced and will be rushed rapidly to
completion to allow operation to commence
as early as possible. The president of the
company is L. D. Shafner, of Bridgetown,
N. 8.,, who has been engaged in the ship-
building industry on the east coast for
many years. He has sold out the inter-
ests in the east as the result of three
months spent on the Pacific coast. The
new concern will employ about 100 men.

The company will build sailing ships
principally, with auxiliary power, for the
lumber trade, but its activities will cover
a wide area. The ways will be large
enough to accommodate any vessels which
come to this port, and the attention of the
company will be turned toward building
new vessels in readiness for Panama Canal
business. At the commencement vessels
of from 300 to 800 tons will be turned out,
but later on the plant is expected to build
vessels of almost any tonnage. ¢

The company will have a sawmill in
connection with its plant, and the timber
used in the vessels will be turned out of
its own mill.
