A DELIBERATE SUICIDE.

After Two Days Hard Work He Man­
aged to Kill Himself.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

New Orleans, Nov. 16.—“A through bill 
of lading by the Morphine route to hell’ 
was the message left behind by John P. 
Hamilton of St. Louis, an old steamboat 
man, who, after two days hard work, man­
aged to kill himself. Hamilton came to 
the Pachoux house three days ago. 
He complained of being sick, re­
tired to his room, and stayed there until 
the time of his death.

He sent Thursday morning for a friend, 
saying he was dying. When the girl en­
tered the room later his legs were drawn 
up as if he had died in agony. The cor­
oner was summoned, and found that the 
green liquid Hamilton had been drink­
ing for two days was vitriol He had also 
taken large quantities of morphine, and 
between the two had managed to kill him­
self. He left'behind letters to his wife 
and sJI hi* .friends, death notices for the 
papers, and a plan for hie funeral Mr. 
Hamilton came here originally- from St 
Louis, and was engaged in the river 
business. He married lately, but seper- 
ated from his wife, and to this trouble 
the suicide is supposed to be due.
