There are ready to be distribu-
ted lithographed maps of eighteen town-
ships, in diﬂ.’emnt districts throughout the
province. These maps are drawn upon
a’ scale of 40 chains to an inch.

Front ‘street is the principil street in
Kalgo.:” It cohtains a numbsar of two-
story -frame buildings and a ‘arge nutn-
ber -of small buildings, including real os-
tate offices, restanrants and drug stores.
There was very litfle insurance carried;
the rates being very high. Mcst of the
dealers - carried very heavy stocks for a
small. town.

Kaslo, B. C., Feb.-25.—A dxsastrous
fire: occurred here this - morning, - which
‘burned:. almost the whole of Front street
lying. between Third-and Fourth: streets;-
only six ‘buildings on the south side be‘ng
saved. - The fire originated in the kitehen
of ‘the Ben Ton restaurant, and is said
to be the resalf of gross carélessness or
something “worée. - It was discovered
about 2 o'%clo¢k” in the morning, and in
less than an howr and a half had comple-
ted its devastating work. On the north
side of the streét every building is burn-
ed, while on ‘the south side, as ‘a ‘result
of stubborn fighting and some dynamnite,
the blaze was got under control at the
Leland ‘hotel.
