Fighting Renewed.
St. Petersburg, June 16.—Disorders 

appear to have broken out at Bialystok 
this afternoon with even greater fury 
than characterized , last Thursday’s 
riots. No dispatches have been receiv­
ed to-night from Bialystok, where the 
telegraph office is closed, but semi­
official messages from Grodno report 
that the excesses were started again 
to-day by the throwing of several 
bombs. The crowds, according to these 
dispatches, then opened fire on the po­
lice, which the troops replied to and 
there was a constant interchange of 
shots between Jews from their houses 
and the soldiers from the streets. A 
mob of peasants, armed with clubs, 
etc., found their way into the city and 
are now among the riotres.

NEW C. P. R. LINER.ALARMING FIRE.

Girl's Former Sweetheart Declares She | 
Confessed to Having Killed 

Her Father.

The Empress of Ireland Has Arrived at 
Liverpool From the Clyde.

Nakusp Mill and Stock of Lumber De­
stroyed—Damage $25,000. HI IK FUIESIMS ON FIDE 14.—Amid many 

manifestations of enthusiasm the new 
Canadian Pacific* Railway steamship 
Empress of Ireland arrived at Liver­
pool this morning. Both on Clyde and 
Mersey the greatest interest was taken 
in the new ship, and the welcomp to 
English waters was as hearty as her 
departure from Scotland. A distin­
guished party came round to Liverpool 
from Glasgow, a special compliment be­
ing paid the Emerald Isle in making a 
tour round Ireland before setting out 
for Canada. The C. P. R. Co. was rep­
resented by Messrs. Piers, Cameron, 
Flanagan, Annable and Gilbertson, and 
there was also representatives of pro­
minent British railway companies, 
traders and shippers from all parts of 
Great Britain and the continent.

During the trial run congratulatory 
speeches were made. Mr. Brice Walk­
er, Canadian government representa­
tive in Scotland, spoke of the removal 
of the cause of Canada having to take 
a back place in direct transportation 
from the Old Country. Only those who 
could not help it went to Canada direct 
a few years ago, but all that had 
changed, and in the C. P. R. new 
boats, magnificent connection between 
kindred nationalities had been estab­
lished. The C. P. R. had been a mighty 
factor in the unity of the Empire, and 
was steadily and surely binding the 
distant East with the immediate West.

On her trials the Empress of Ireland 
attained an average speed of twenty 
and a quarter knots, and on the 770 
mile run from the Clyde to Morsey she 
steamed on an average eighteen knots 
an hour.

Liverpool, JuneNakusp, June 14.—A most disastrous 
fire raged here last night, starting at 
5 o'clock from a spark from the saw­
mill of the Yale-Columbia Lumber 
Company, totally destroying their 
plant and the entire stock of lumber 
in the yards.. For several hours the 
entire water front was in danger of be­
ing gutted, many families moving all 
their household goods to places of 
safety, expecting the flames to extend 
to their dwellings. The C. P. R. ship­
yard, which adjoins the mill, was also 
almost in the grasp of the dread 
flames. Fortunately at about 7 o’clock 
the wind changed its course and with 
the help of the pumps of the C. P. R.

steam as quickly as possible, the fire 
was confined within a small area. The

Rossland has also been hurriedly sent 
for to protect the company’s property. 
The C. P. R. has lost three box cars 
and one flat car, but saved several 
others. The entire population is work­
ing hard to confine the flames to the 
mill, and has made many fruitless ef 
forts to save some of the lumber piles. 
The mill had a capacity of about 50,000 
feet per day and the loss is about $25,- 
000. The yards contained nearly 2,000,- 
000 feet. The whole is covered by in­
surance, but the amount is unknown.

Unless the wind changes its "course 
during the night all outside property 
is saved. The company’s offices, stores 
and cookhouse are intact. Between 50 
and 60 men were employed at the mill.

Mineola, La., June 15.—Gertrude 
O’Hara, the 18-year-old girls who has 
been the principal accuser at the trial 
of her former sweetheart, Grover 
Cleveland Poole, charged with the 
murder of her father, to-day was ac­
cused of having threatened to kill her 
father long before the crime for which 
Poole’ has been called to answer for 
was committed.

Yesterday Poole declared on the 
stand that the girl had confessed to 
him that it was she herself who had 
killed her father.

When the trial was resumed to-day 
Frederick d. Green, of Port Washing­
ton, for the defence, said that during 
the fall of 1905 while Gertrude was em­
ployed as a domestic at his house, her 
sister came to visit her and told her 
that their father had been beating 
their mother. “Gertrude became ex­
cited over the story told by her sis­
ter," said the witness, “and declared 
that she would eo home and kill her 
father.”

Mrs. Green corroborated her hus­
band’s testimony on this point. The 
defence then rested and the prosecu­
tion called Mrs. O’Hara, the widow of 
the murdered man, to testify in re­
buttal.

Mrs. O’Hara declared that on the 
day following the murder Gertrude had 
told her that Poole had confessed that 
he killed O'Hara and later that day 
Poole admitted the same thins to her. 
Immediately afterwards, however, said 
the witness, Poole withdrew the state­
ment and denied that he murdered 
O’Hara.

PROPOSED COMPROMISEMOBS CONTINUE TOWAS SIGHTED OFF
PLUNDER AND KILL AMONG COMPANIESDESTRUCTION ISLAND

Authorities of City Are Unable to Pre­
vent Slaughter of Jews—Revolu­

tionists Slain.

Suggestion That Policies be Paid in Full 
Where no Damage Was Sustained 

Before Fire.

Captain of Steamer Ascunclon Thinks 
the Crew Was Blown up by 

an Explosion.

Bialystok, Russia, June 14.—A Jew­
ish anarchist threw a bomb among the 
Corpus Christ! procession which was in 
progress here and killed or wounded 
many persons. In consequence the 
Christians attacked and massacred the 
Jews and demolished their shops, 
hundreds of persons were 
wounded.

The bomb was thrown from the bal­
cony of a house in Alexandrov! street. 
A clergyman named Remonoff was 
among the killed in the explosion. 
After the explosion, the Jews began to 
fire with revolvers from the windows 
of the house into the crowd. Soldiers 
surrounded the house and fired two 
volleys into the Windows.

Meanwhile the exasperated 
tians attacked the Jews’ stores in 
Alexandrovi street, demolishing the 
fixtures and windows and throwing the 
goods into the gutter and beating and 
murdering the Jews. A crown of Jews 
fled to the railway station pursued by 
the mob, which killed many of them. 
Three Jews were thrown from the sec­
ond story windows of the railroad sta­
tion building. The Jews are fleeing 
from Bialystok to the neighboring for­
ests and mobs are pursuing them. 
Dragoons have been sent out to pro­
tect the Jews. The Jews arriving here 
on the railroad trains have been drag­
ged from the cars and many of them 
have been murdered, 
cleared the railway station, 
o'clock this afternoon the disturbances 
still continued.

Oakland, Cal., June 7.5.—The Examiu- 
er to-day says:

Sound to San Francisco with a cargo 
of lumber. She was built in 1902, and 
had a register of 567 tons. She was 
owned by the Pacific Ship Company of 
San Francisco.

Another point mentioned by Captain 
Bridgett, which seems to indicate that 
the crew perished in an explosion, is 
that the lashings on the boat were not 
touched.

Washington, D. C., June 15.—Secre­

"In the letter to Mr. Wadsworth the 
president stated that almost every 
change in the proposed house amend­
ment was a change for the worse, as 
compared with the Senate amendment, 
and no matter how unintentionally, it 
was in the president’s judgment so 
framed as to minimize the chance of 
rooting out the evils in the packing 
business that the president felt it 
would doubtless suit those packers who 
objected to thorough going inspection, 
and that he also felt it would in the 
long run be a heavy blow to the honest 
stock raiser and the honest packers, 
that the proposed amendment would 
gravely hamper the secretary of agri­
culture in doing the work appointed 
him to do, and would simply defer the 
day when we could restore the foreign 
and inter-state trade in meat to a 
satisfactory position. The president 
has explained verbally that he is far 
less concerned with the question as to 
whether the packers or the government 
should pay for the inspection than with 
certain other features in the bill.”

FOR HILL’S ROAD.New York, June 14.—According to the 
World, Commissioner Watchorn said yes­
terday that the immigration through 
this port for the year ending June 30th 
would reach the enormous total of 1,000,- 
000 souls.
