Necessity of Clearing Nanaimo Road
of Heavy Trees Demonstrates
_in Recent Storm.

(Special Correspondence of the Times.)

Alberni, Dec. 31.—A heavy gale blew
here on the afternoon and evening of
the 23rd ult. Coming from the south-
west it did considerable more damage
than usual. Generally one or two
storms may be expected about this sea-
son, but the prevailing wind is usually
from the southeast. A large number
of trees were blown down across the
roads, delaying the mail stage for three
days, and causing much interference to
the telegraphic communication. Gangs
of men were dispatched to clear out
the Nananmo road, but it was.late on
the 28th before the mai]l was enabled to
get through. In some places the wind-
falls were so numerous that only a few
hundred yards could be cut out in a
day.

‘While this storm was exceptionable,
yet both the mail and the Pacific cable
wire is liable to be blocked at almost
any time by even a single tree falling
across the road. If the Dominion gov-
ernment, the provoincial government,
and the C. P. R., which operate this
section of the Pacific' cable business,
would join in having the road cleared
of standing trees throughout its en-
tire length, the advantages to the pub-
lic would be obvious and a saving
would be effected in the upkeep of both
the road and the telegraph wire, as
sending & special gang out several miles
to cut out a tree or two.at a time is
a far more expensive way than by cut-
ting them all down at onfe. A few of

DIRIGIBLE BALLOON
IN TIME OF WAR

Will Know. U. S. Aeronaut States It
Is Destined to Play an
Imporlant Part.

“Washington, Jan. 1.—Lieutenant F.
P, Laha, U. 8. A, who in Sept. 1906
won for the United States the Interna-
tional balloon contest -in France and
who has returned. to this country after
four vears spent in Buroge, will report
to General Allen, chief of the signal
corps for duty at Washington.™

Lieut. Laha, in an interview said
that in his opinion the dinigible balloon
as an instrument of war is destined to
play an important part in future oper-
ations on land and sea.

“The chief war advantage of - ihe
dirigiblé or wind opposihg balloon over
the old spherical, or wind driven bal-
lcon,”” he said, ‘“is that the former,
after spying out an enemy’s defences
and movements can face about and re-
turn to its owners with the informa-
tion gained while the old spherical ve-
hicle has to depend on carriér pigeons
or make a more or less perilous and
uncertain descent and pesort to ordin-
ary means to-‘send back the message.

KILLED HIS WIFE.

St. Petersburg, Jan. 1.—The trial of
the 169 members of tHe first Douma who
signed the Viborg manifesto was con-
cluded yesterday. One hundred and
sixty-seven of them were convicted
asd sentenced to three months’ im-
prisonment, while twb' were ‘acquitted
. on ‘the ground ‘that! they had signed
under misapprehension.

The sentence carries with it the loss
of all political rights,

M. Ramischwili, who already has
served more than three months’ pre-
liminary imprisonment, will be set free,
Unless appeal from the decision of the
court is taken, the sentence *will take
effect, beginning January 20th, until
which time the former deputies will re-
main at large without bail.

The trial began on December 25th,
and was notable for the - powerful
speeches made by the most prominent
lawyers for the defendants, .which
seemed to reawaken public-sentiment
and to infuse the old-time spirit into
the ranks of the opposition. The prom-
inence of the accused, it is generally
believed, induged the government to
exercise leniency.

The sentence withdraws from Rus-
sian politics the foremost Liberal lead-
ers”in the constitutional movement for
several decades. Among them are Ivan
Petrunkevitch, who drafted the first de-
man on the Emperor for constitution;
Prince Dolgorukof, Prince Dmitri Sha-
kaffskoy. ex-secretary of -the'
house; Prince Obolinsky and Prince
Owerosoff, the well-known jurist; MM.
Petrajitski, Vliadimir Naboukoff, leader
of the Constitutional Democrats; Max
Vinaver and Lenitsky, and the peas-
ants Cehilkin and Nazarenko, together
with a geore of other‘noted men.

The
Sidney creamery building has been pur-
chased from Henry and Sam, Brethou
by William Munro, of James Island,
who will convert it into a bakery and
restaurant.

Some months ago a creamery associ-
ation was formed at Sidney to start a
new creamery to handle the product of
the district-and also from the sur-

rounding islands. A number of local
men " subscribed for stock, among the
largest of them being Henry and Sam
Brethour. These two insisted on the
new building being of cement instead
of (wood. The result was that the
other members withdrew and allowed
them ‘to erect the building.

H. Nixon was prepared to lease the
building, put in his own machinery and
run the business for five years, with
the option of buying the same at the
conclusion of that tfme. With the un-
derstanding that these terms would be
given him, he ordered the machinery
and even installed the greater part of
it. He also built himself a small cabin
on the premises. When the time came
to sign the agreement the Brethours
wanted a clause inserted allowing them
to buy out Nixon at any time they
wished at cost price. This was refused
and Nixon took his machinery out and
it is now lying outside_the building,
which has now been sold for other
purposes.

It is understood that the building has
changed hands at a few dollars above
the construction price, the considera-
tion being nearly $2,000. The small
house built by Nixon has been removed
intact frem the property.
