I INESE VIEW

Wu Ying Fang, Diplomatic Repre-
sentative in the United States, on
the Port Arthur Episode.

Germany's Policy is a Matter of
Much Speculation at
Washington.

New York, Dee. 20.—A special to the
Herald from Washington says:
Minister Wa Ying Fang, the diploma=
tic representative of China in this eoun-
t'y, expressed the opinion that the re-
reported occupancy of Port Arthur by a.f
Russian squadron: would prove to be buf
a temiporary convenience to the Czar's
fleet, granted by the Peking government,
He said the Russian squadron in Asiati¢
waters was granted permission last year
to winter at Kiao Chau, anl the Russian
5 ~hips remained there during the winter,
but as soon as warm weather set in they
resumed their manoeuvers in the Pacific
ocean. For the convenience of the Rus-
sian officers the Chinese government
sent interpreters to- Kiao Chau and made
every effort to make them comfortable.

In view of the German -occupancy of
Kiao Chau it was impossible to permit
Russian ships to return to that port and
the minister therefore believes the Rus-
sian ad:miral asked and received permis-
sion to winter his ships at Port Arthur.
It i8 said Russian vessels cannot winter
at Vladivostock during the winter owing
to the ice. The minister said he thought
the Germans 'would eventually retire
from Kiao Chau. So far as known in,
Russia there is no intention on the part
of the Chinese government to seek the
exercise of the good offices of this gov-
ernment with a view to securing the
withdrawal of Germany.

Minister Wu is extremely anxious that
American interests shaill be extended in
China. Two or three American syndi-
cates are now seeking concessions in the
Celestial Kingdom, but he is desirous
that more shall reach out for Chinese
trade and thus promote commercial rela-
tions between the Peking and Washing-
ton governments, The United States
he says, has not ulterior motives with
reference to the empire. It does ‘not
want Chinese territory and the develop-
ment of its interests in the kingdom
would naturally increase and strengthen
the concern of this government in the
walfare of its associate friends. It is
nnderstood the 'minister is comsidering
the advisability of suggesting to his gov-
ernment that the President be asked to
authorize the employment by the Chis
nese of army and. navy -officers of ¥y
United States to train the army an@
navy of China. At present Euglish offi-
cers are employed for the navy and Ger-
man officers for the army, but the gov-
ernments which these geatlemen repre-
sent are both grasping for Chinese ter-
ritory. J

‘fhe policy which Germany is pursuing
in the Pacific is a matter of much spec-
ulation in Washington. It is-generally
believed that the Zmpe.or has simply
been influenced by his desire to secure
the passage by the reichstag of the bill
to increase the German navy. It was
said at the navy department that Ger-
many is expending $9.000,000 during the
year 1897-98 for vessels under construc-
tion. One battleship and two gunboats
have been authorized dut wark has not
vet been commenced up>n them. Two
vessels undér coastruction include two
first class battleships, one armored
cruiser, five protected >ruisers, one tor-
pedo hoat destroyer and eight torpedo
boats.

The report that Germany preposes to
seize Hawaii and Samoa is regarded as
ridiculous by administration officials.
Germany has little interest, as compared
with other nations, in the Hawaiian
islands. It is admitted that her interests
in Samoa are large.

The last’ administration was willing to
denounce the treatp of June 14, 1889, be-
tween the United States, Great Britain
and Germany. Mr. Olney informed the
German ambassador here that “The
treaty is unfavorable to the United
States and is one which should be modi-
fied or:altogether abrogated.”

President McKinley proposes that the
United States shall retain its grip on
Samoa and will agree to no proposition
which contemplates the turning over of
the share of this government:in Samoa
to either Germany or Great Britain.

News of the Walsh Party—Extra Police
for the Yukon.

Toronto, Dec. 20.—The Globe prints a
letter from Dufferin Patullo, secretary
to Major Walsh, which was dated
from- White -Rapids, Nov. 8th. The let-
ter gives details of the trip from Lake
Bennett, and also announces two re-
gulations by Major Walsh. One is that
no man will be allowed to pass Tagish
Post without a supply of six months’
provisions, which will in all probability
save many lives. The second is amn in-
crease of the duty on whisky from 50
cents to two dollars per gallon, liguor
only to be brought in bulk, ease or bar-
rel. and only the best Canadian brands
will be allowed to pass at. al.

The Globe’s Ottawa correspondent
says much surprise is occasiongd by the
publication by United States Commis-
sionér 'Foster of ‘his correspondéence
with Sir Wilfrid Laurier, as it was con-
fidential and had not been declared
closed.
