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JAPANESE DESTROY A
RUSSIAN BATTLESHIP

Report of Fierce Engagement Between Fleets Outside Harbor

of Port Arthur on March 18th---Rapidity of the Advance
in Korea Has Surprised the Russians.

London, March 22.—A number of
rumors are printed in the newspapers
this morning, but they must be taken
with great reserve.

The Daily Telegraph’s Tokio corre-
spondent cables a newspaper report of
the Javanese occupation of Port Ar-
thur after a compined land and sea at-
tack Saturday and Sunday. It is as-
serted that a division of Japanese land-
ed on the Liao Tung peninsula on Satur-

day and engaged the Russians near Port
Arthur, while the fleet bombarded from
Saturday evening until Sunday morning.
The same correspondent reports a sharp
encounter at Chyong, on the Yalu river,
about 30 miles northeast of Wiju. in
which the Russians lost 600 in killed
and wounded.

The Daily Chronicle’s Shanghai corre-
spondent hears from Newchwang that
the Japanese have crossed Tatung pass,
40 miles from Hai Cheng, and that col-
lisions have occurred with the Russians.

Reports from Seoul and Tokio are to
the effect that Marquis Ito has arranged
to lend $2,500,000 to Korea on easy
terms.

According to the Standard’s Tien-
tsin correspondent China is appealing to
the powers for an extension of a year in
the period for the payment of the indem-
nity growing out of the Boxer troubles.

A correspondent at Tientsin, of the
Daily Mail, reports that Kataoka, a Jap-
anese merchant, but a Russian spy, has
been assassinated, but that the Japanese
autherities disavow any> knowledge of
the assassins.

The Morning Post’s Hamburg corre-
spondent says that Russia has pur-
chased the Hamburg steamer Hafis,
which is now at Vladivostock, for $250,-
000, and that the vessel’s name has been
changed to Alexeitrapani.

JAPS DID IT AGATN.

Bombardment of Port Arthur by the
Fleet—Movements of ‘Soldiers
in Korea.

St. Petersburg, March 22.—The Em-
perér has received the following telegram
from Alexieff:

“Lieut.-General Stoessel reports that
at midnight of March 21st the Japanese
torpedo boats were discovered by our
searchlights. Our guardships and fort

batteries opened fire upon them, the!

firing lasting 20 minutes.

‘At 4 o’clock in the morning the attack
was renewed.

“At 6.30 in the morning four of the
enemy’s ships appeared from the south,
followed by the whole squadron of eleven
ships and eight torpedo boats. Our
squadron left the roadstead to meet the
enemy.

“At 9 o'clock the enemy’s battleships

-opened fire on Laio Tishin, after whici

they took up a position behind the
rocky eminence of Liao Tishin, and
bombarded Port Arthur.”

A later dispatch from Viceroy Alexieff
to the Czar says: “According to a sup-
plementary report from Lieut.-General
Stoessel, the enemy’s fleet, consisting of
six battleships and twelve cruisers, ar-
rived about 9 o’clock in the morning.
The fleet divided, the battleships and tor-
pedo boats taking the position between
Liao Tishin and Golubenaia Bar
(Pigeon bay), while the cruisers formed
up in two sections to the south and
southeast of Port Arthur. At 9.20 the
battleship Retvizan opened fire over the
crest of Liao Tishin against the enemy’s
battleships, which replied by firing on
the town. Meanwhile our fleet formed
up in line in the outer roadstead. About
11 o’clock in the morning the cannonade
slackened and the Japanese fleet, reunit-
ing, drew off slowly to the sounthwest,
and at 12.30 had disappeared. During
the bombardment five soldiers were kill-
ed and nine wounded. One soldier on
the shore was bruised.”

Another telegram from Viceroy Alex-
ieff to the Czar gives Vice-Admiral
Makaroff's report as follows: “At und-
night of March 21st two of the enemy 's9
torpedo boats approached the outer
roadstead, but were discovered by the
searchlights of the batteries and fired
upon by the forts and by the gunboats
Bobr and Otvajny. They were obliged
to retire. A second attack was made
at ‘4 o’clock in the morning by three
torpedo boats, which were also repulsed.

“At daybreak three detachments of
the enemy’s fleet, consisting of six bat-
tleships, six armored cruisers, six sec-
ond and third class cruisers and. eight
torpedo ‘boats, approached from all
sides. At T o’clock our squardon com-
menced to leave the inner harbor, the
cruisers leading, with the Askold flying
my flag, and the battleships following.
The - enemy’s battleships approached
Liao TMishin and fired 100 shells from
their 12-inch guns at Port Arthur and

1 100 shells on the town. Our shells, fired

at a range of 80 cables, were well placed.
About 10 o’clock a Japanese battleship
was struck by a shell and retired. We
lost no men during the bombardment,
which ceased at 11 o’clock, when the
enemy’s ships drew off without attack-
ing our fleet.”
Russians Withdrew.

St. Petersburg, March 22.—The fol-
lowing dispatch has been received from
Viceroy Alexieff dated Mukden, March
22nd:

“Gen. Mistchenkow reports that on
March 17th our scouts approached Anju
and observed om the left bank of the
Chenchen river, opposite Anju, en-
trenchments made by the enemy. Up
to that date the enemy had not appeared
at Yong Pyen. It is supposed that there
is one Japanese division at Anju and
the remainder of the first army corps is
at Ping Yang.

“In consequence of the report that two
squadrons of the enemy had arrived at
Pak Chen 200 of our cavalry were dis-
patched for the purpose of preventing
the enemy from crossing the river. Our
cavalry found three Japanese squadrons
on the Ieft bank of the river, but they
withdrew towards Anju on the arrival
of -our detachment without firing.

“On the night of March - 19th two dis-
patch riders encountered .a Japanese
patrol between Kasan and Chenchu. The

| patrol opened fire, bit our dispatch rid-

ers escaped unhurt.

“According to @ report 3,000 of the
enemy’s cavalry eccupied Yong Pyen,
March 19th. Material. for pontoon
bridges has been placed in readiness
north and south of Anju.”

The Russians are continuing prepara-
tions for a prospective siege of Port Ar-
thur by rushing large quantities of sup-

phes to that point; As many as 40 cars

aded with barley, wehickens and other
‘00ds arrive there daily.

‘Europeans Killed.

London, Magzch ;23.—The Tokio cor-
respondent of the Times says it is ru-
mored that the Korean government yes-
terday decided ‘to open Yongampho to
foreign trade.

News from Newchwang that a south
wind is dispersing the ice, points to the
imminence-of effective action, which, it
is predicted, will at least reveal the
carefully laid plan of campaign.

Accoridng to the Standard’s St. Peters-
burg correspondent, the Russian govern-
ment has just privately informed the
Czar that since the outbreak of the war
100,000 troops have:been forwarded to
‘the Far East by thé Siberian railway.

The Record of Trade warmns the mas
ters of British ships that they must not
resist being stopped or searched by war-
ships of either the belligerent countries
for contraband of war.

The Daily Telegraph’s Seoul corres-
pondent, under date of March 22nd, re-
ports the rising of a ‘mob of Koreans
against - Japanese soldiers at Samung,
north of Gensan. The Japanese dis-
persed the mob,! killing five men and
wounding twenty.

The Daily Chromcle publishes an un-
confirmed rumor!from Chefoo and New-
chwang of the bombardment of Port

The 'Standard’s Shanghai correspon-
dent says a recent arrival from Port Ar-
thur declares the Russians recovered
15 Japanese torpedoes from the harbor
which had not exploded, because in their
excitement the Japanese forgot to with-
draw the safety plug.

Cautious Makaroff,

St.. Petersburg, March 23.—In the
last attack on. Port Arthur, beginning
with operations by torpedo boats and
ending with a hombardment by battle
ships and eruisers;, <dispatches to the
Czar from Viceroy Alexieff, and private
information, show that the Russians
sustained no damaged and had only five
soldiers killed and ten: wounded.

All information which has reached
St. Petersburg shows that the defenders
of Port Arthur had taken seriously to
heart the -coup of the Japanese torpedo
boats at the beginning of the war, and
were maintaining a sharp look-out.

The Japanese torpedo boats were
twice discovered -sneaking towards the
harbor under cover of darkmess,  but
were driven off by a hot fire. The
breaking of day prevented further tor
pedo boat engagements, and the Japan-
ese admiral brought up his battleships
and cruisers. The division of his fleet
was for the purpose of making a cross-
fire upon the harbor in the hope of de
stroying the town and of damaging the
Russian ships. The-bombardment of
March 9th showed to the Russians the
advantage to the enemy of the position
off Liao Tishin, which Vice-Admiral
Togo’s ships took this morning, and Ad-
miral Makaroff sought to minimize this
advantage by so stationing the battle
ship Retvizan that her shells could reach
the Japanese battleships. The fact that
the Retvizan was used for this purpose
proves the falsity of the report that her
great guns had been removed and in-
stalled as a battery at Pigeon bay to pro-

.

i tect the town. When the first official dis-

patches were received the belief gained
ground that Vice-Admiral Makaroff had
put to sea and that a naval fight had
taken place.

Later advices established the faet that
the admiral had simply gone with the
undamaged portion of his fleet to the
outer roads, where he could more efféc-
tively support the batteries, and at the
same time take advantage of any weak-
ness which might develop in the enemy’s
attack.

Newchwang, March 23.—It is reported
that the result of the bombardment of
Port Arthur by the Japanese on Thurs-
day was the dismantlement of two guns
and the killing of 50 men.

TUESDAY'S BOMBARDMENT.

The Russians iSays Fire From Jap Fleet
Did Little Damage,

St, Petersburg, March 23.—1.17 p. m.
—Further details of yesterday’s attack

‘onv Port Arthur are expected during the

day, but nothing in the way of private or
newspaper dispatches about the engage-
ment have been received up fo the pres-
ent. According to the information there
now exists a complete embargo upon
newspaper dispatches direct from Port
Arthur,

The military authorities seem to mani-
fest no displeasure at the Japanese tac-
tics yesterday, On the comtrary they
claim that such bombardments wear out
the guns and machinery of the ships and
waste ammunition without compensating
advantages. They point to the small
damage at Santiago by the American
fleet as proof of their futility. From the
positions taken by the Japanese the lat-
ter could not see either the town or the
batteries, The range was from six to
eight miles with a high angle of fire ana'
precision was impossible. Although the
general target was large, only a lucky
chance should really damage the batter-
ies or ships.

iSo far as known the Japanese accom-
plished nothing yesterday. On the other
hand, the Russians had better luck, a
shell from the battleship Retvizan, which
was firing over the hill, landed on one
of the Japanese battleships.

Of course it is admitfed that these pov
shots are trying to the garrison.

Vice-Admiral Makaroff, the naval
commander at Port Arthur, is being com-
mended for his self-restraint in not risk-
ing his ships in an engagement with the
eneniy.

A prominent Russian admiral explain-
ed to the correspondent of the Associat-
ed Press how absolutely essential con-
servatism on the part of the Russian
naval commander at Port Arthur was
at present. He said: “If Admiral
Makaroff, whose disposition would be to
go out and meet the enemy, should give
batfle upon the approach of the Japan-
ese and defeat them, his victory would
be fruitless, as necessarily it would be
purchased by some injuries to ships and
our lack of adequate docking facilities
at Port Arthur would render it impos-
sible to refit them, whereas the Japan-
ese have ample docks in which to repair
their vessels.”

The feeling liere is that the Japanese
tactics are preliminary to a landing on
the peninsuia in an attempt to cut off
Port Arthur, simulfaneously with a gen-
eral bombardment and commencement of
a siege. For this the Russians declare
they are fully prepared. During the last
ten days a general shutting down upon
newspaper telegrams from the Far East
has been noticeable. Thiy is owing to
the increased precautions to prevent the
enemy from gaining news of the move-
ments of Russian troops,

BUSY ON LAND.

Advance of Japanese Has Been More
Rapid Than Russians Expected.

St. Petersburg, March 23.—Admiratl
Togo’s activity af Port Arthur is being
emulated by the commander of the
Japanese forces in Korea. The advance
of the Japanese shows that they are
losing no time, and that they are more
rapid than the Russians expected. Never-
theless, the forfification of Anju shows
the Japanese operations are accompani-
ed by all proper military precautions.

So far as the Russians are concerned
they have no intention of attacking
Anju, but the presence of the five thou-
sand or six thousand cavalry men under
General Mitchenkow will be fo harass
and retard the Japanese in every way
possible.

The authorities here believe that it
will be only a matter of a short time
now when active land operations will be-
gin.

Numbers Are Arriving at That Point—
Correspondents Return to Seoul.

Washington, March 23.—The only di-
rect information touching the progress of
the war in the Far East that has reach-
ed the United States state department
within the last three days came to-day
in the following cablegram from United
States Minister Allan, dated Seoul, to-
day:

WILL HOLD KOREA,
Japan’s Preparations Are Being Pushed
Forward—Advice to Government,

London, March 23.—The Seoul corres-
pondent of the Times says that with dep-
recating precipitancy in administrative
construction Japan recommends that Ko-
rea shall gradually elimindte foreign ad-
visors of the government and appoint no
more for the present. Many of the
foreigners, who are mostly French, oe-
cupy advisory positions with emoluments
aggregating $100,000 annually, and half
of these posts are absolute sinecures.

The Japanese are displaying great
vigor in the construction of a light rail-
way to Ping Yang and other strategetic
projects, according to the correspondent,
who says that as an evidence of her
plans, Japan is preparing for the possi-
billity of military reverses in Manchuria,
but that whatever happens she intends to
hold fast to Korea. Should she fail to
expel the Russians from Chinese terri-
tory and be compelled to defend the Ko-
rean frontier, the existence of a railway
in the rear running to a point within
ferrying distance of Japan would be of
inestimable value.

Japan has 3,000 engineers working on
the railway. One hundred miles of ma-
terial obtained from unused lines in va-
rious parts of Japan are now awaiting
shipment to Ping Yang. This scheme
was designed to be completed by Sep-
tember next, and the road will after-
wards be made permanent and extended
to Wiju.

REITENTEN'S TASK.
Ordered to Capture Japanese Battleship
and Two Cruisers and Take Them
to Vladivostock.

Paris, March 23.—The Echo de Paris
correspondent at St. Petersburg says it
is rumored in naval ecircles there that
Captain Reitenten’s Vladivostock squad-
ron has been ordered to overtake, at a
certain port in the Pacifie, the battleship
and two cruisers bought from Chili by
Japan, and to return with them to Vladi-
vostock.

The correspondent says it is also
rumored that Emperor William of Ger-
many has refused to accept three cruisers
built at Kiel and Stettin, on the ground
that they did not conform to the terms
of the contract, and that Russia is nego-
tiating for their purchase.

The Russian general staff, the corres-
pondent says, estimates that the number
of Japanese troops landed in Korea does
not exceed 75,000.

PEEUNE TSy
ALLEGED SPY,

‘Committee of Japanese Representatives
to Investigate Charge Against
Member of Parliament.

Tokio, March 23.—The House of Rep-
resentatives to-day appointed a commit-
tee of eighteen members to investigate
the charge that ‘“Teisunke Aki Yama, a
member of the parliament, is in the em-
ploy of the Russian government.

Aki Yama is the publisher  of the
Nirokushitoun, a Tokio paper, which has
been bitterly assailing the government,
particularly upon its finameial policy. It
has also charged the government with
having forced capitalists to subscribe to
the war bonds recently issued, and has
predicted that a second loan will prove
a failure. A local prosecution resulted
in a decision yesterday ordering the per-
manent suspension of the publication
and the imprisonment of the signatory
for four months. The case was subse-
quently appealed, and@ both Aki Yama
and his friends vigorously denied the
charge that he is a spy, The hearing

before the committee and the discussiom
of the question in the House promises
to be exceedingly bitter.

NOVEL CONFISCATED.

It Deals With German Military Matfers
and Proceedings May Be Taken
Against Author.

Berlin, March 23.—“First Class Men,™
a military novel on the pattern of Lieunt.
Ryelson’s book, “A Little Garrison,”
which related instances of the abuse of
sobdiers, was confiscated in the Beplim
bookstores to-day. It is supposed thaw
proceedings will immediately be initiated
against the author of the book, Count
Wiolff Baudisin.

The Socialists in the Reichstag re-
cently taunted the minister of war with
inactivity in this case, saying that every
child in Berlin knew that the book re-
ferred to the elite Fusilier Guards regi-
ment, the officers of which are depicted
as immoral, corrupt, and despicable.

Some doubfs are expressed regarding
the wisdom of the action taken to-day as
the book i described as coarse and
clumsy, full of exaggerations, withous
the slightest literary pretensions, and
consequently not worth nofice. It is sup-
posed that Count Baudisin will try to
estaplish the truthfulness of his charges,
in which event the case will doubtless
surpass Lieut. Ryelson’s book in publie
interest, since the Fusilier Guards are
quartered in Berlin, while the scandals
alleged in “A Little Garrison” took places
in a frontier town.
