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lenhs it might be acquired as a pulp mill 
site. That gentleman had written to Mr. 
Lowther on the eubjeot and Mr. Alex. 
Morrison had done the same but, so far, he 
understood that neither had received any 
reply from Mr. Lowfeher.

President Loggie said the meeting had 
been called in connection with a proposed 
visit of Hon. A. G. Blair, Minister of 
Railways, to Chatham. It would be well to 
take advantage of the occasion to place be* 
fore and discuss with him such matters as 
the proposed steam service between the 
Miramichi and Prince Edward Island, the 
Burnt Church wharf, etc.

Other members, including Messrs. Snow­
ball and Winslow suggested the subject of 
the proposed acquisition by the govern­
ment of the Canada Eastern Railway, the 
bringing of that line into the town of 
Chatham, also the dredging of the river, 
the repairing of the Dominion wharf, etc.

The chairman said that if the proposed 
purchase of the Canada Eastern by the 
government should materialise, the line 
should come into the town to some conveni­
ent point.

The probable duration of the Minister’s 
stay was referred to, and Mr. Winslow, 
who bad been in communication with him 
on the eubjeot, said he was, as yet not in­
formed as to the time on Tuesday that he 
would arrive. Action should, however, be 
taken with a view of having the public 
matters referred to brought before Mr. Blair 
It should be shown to him that we have not 
had fair consideration at the government’s 
bands in connection with them.

The (p$nada Eastern Railway matter was 
then discussed in »n informal way and it 
was conceded that the action of the Board 
of Trade last spring in favoring its acqnisi-' 
tion by the Q. P. R. might well be recon­
sidered, but as it required two days’ notice 
to call the Boaid together there would not 
be time to take action before the arrival of 
Hon. Mr. Blair.

Mr. J. L. Stewart said the Board's action 
was right and final and onght not to be 
reconsidered, as it would be childish to do

sup press Jt, and deprive them r.f what they 
had a right to. The Sertie policy is pursued 
towards the Town Council Which the World 
has misrepresented in connection with the 
police matter.

It was true, aa the proposer of the toast had 
said, that the government bad not had the 
strongest support from this eity. Mr. 
McKeown had said that the bread the gov­
ernment had oast upon tha waters would 
return afrer many days, but they wanted it 
now. (Laughter.)

He felt that both the premier and the 
other goverumeus members present were 
grateful for the large number in attendance. 
I- had been told in Scripture how that a few 
righteous persona had saved a city; so these 
righteous here would save St. John. 
(Laughter.)

Numerous charges had been made against 
the administration; bat since 1890 the gov­
ernment had been sustained by larger ma­
jorities in the province than ever. This waa 
«orne evidence in refaction of the charges of 
extravagance and served to show that the 
policy of the government was a progressive 
one for the benefit of the people.

Against the charges of extravagance Mr. 
Tweedie referred to the way the province 
bonds are selling; today they are better than 
ever. It shows this province was aa sound 
aa any in the dominion. The speaker went 
briefly into the history of the present bond 
ieeue. The offers for these answered the 
charges of extravagance and that the gov­
ernment was mining the financial condition 
of the province.

Again it had been charged that the gov­
ernment waa adding to the debt. When 
and how ? Was there not a representation 
of the expenditure in the permanent bridges 
throughout the province, which were iu 
such contrast to those built before? Look 
at the railways subtilised ! We were told 
the old government never added to the debt 
a» we did. What did the old government 
do ? It did not issue boude but sold out th$ 
lands ; the birthright of the people. Of 
course they hadn’t increased the debt or 
isened bonds, bnt they gave away 10,000 
scree a mile to railways, and of the picked 
Unde, impoverishing the country aa a con­
sequence. It waa giving away the assets of 
in» province. Was not that policy a worse 
ne than the present? Ho thoug it the 

province was in a first class condition, there 
was nothing to be aauamed of and nothing 
to fear. Then it had been said the govern- 

nt didn’t assist the farmer*. And what 
ft* found ? The farmers passing resolutions 
in the government’s favor. The policy will 
continue the same. While deaiiiog to do 
full justice, it was not the policy to take 
stray just rights from a county if it sent 
opposition. He knew when the policy out­
lined by the premier would he read it would 
be supported by the people. (Warm ap- 
pLuse followed Mr, Tweedie’e remarks ) 

ATTORNEY GENERAL WHITE 
ridiculed she idea tbat there had ever been 
any dissensions in the ranks of the govern­
ment as to the succession >o the premier­
ship. (AppKnSB.) When Hon. Mr. Em- 
merson was called to the premiership there 
was no man who more cordially came to hie 
support than the provincial secretary. He 
paid a high tribute to the premier—the 
leader of the government, and skid that they 
and the province did well to call him chief.

Major Maltby of Newcastle baa kindly 
placed at our disposal a letter dated at 
Dawson City in July bet from his cousin 
C. J, Maltby to Al. Maltby and forwarded 
to the Major. It gives a pretty good idea 
of pioneer experiences in that country. 
Mr. Maltby raya :—On my arrival I wrote 
yon and Frank giving yon a full description 
of my trip down the Yukon which was all 
that could be desired, except the mosquitoes, 
which are something awful, There are 
hundreds of islands, and passing through 
these they almost devour you. It la im* 
possible to describe the misery a person 
endurer, and here they are just aa bad. 
The trip down the Yukon river and lakes 
afford» grand eight». I was surprised aa 
we were drifted along to aea vegetation so 
far advanced and the wild flowers in various 
colors. We left Lake Linderman with a 
fair wind on a Sunday morning. There is 
a bad canyon to get through between the 
lakes, but we managed all right aa there 
were lota of people doing the same thing. 
We ran all the bad places except the White 
Horse rapids, where we lined our ship 
through. We never once camped the whole 
way down, as wa rgn day шц\ night. 
There were several outfits lost. We came 
across a boat with a hole stove in her. 
They say there was a woman in the boat 
with two men, bnt no one seemed to know 
anything about them ; bnt I tell you theie 
is wild water in sorpe pieces, The current 
runs about $ to 10 miles per heur, so all 
you’ve got to do is to keep a sharp look 
out for rocks and you go flying, bnt if yon 
strike the rocks it is all day with 
yon. We made the trip in 10 dajs.
I have had a sore hand since my arrival, 
caused I think by the mosquito poison. It 
has thrown me out of a good deal of money, 
as the steamer this morning is paying $1.00 
per hour for unloading, which means a good 
many hours, bat I can’t touch it sa I can 
just close my hand now. The beat be e is 
intense. It registered 100 yesterday, and 
every day much shoot the same. You 
can’t tell when to go to bed, aa there is not 
the faintest shadow of dsiknees. It is jutt 
as light at 19 p.m. as at б in the morning. 
The town is full of people and more ate still 
coming. Noth'ng but gold dust in sight, 
and people that own these immensely rich 
claims were poor men. They stumbled on 
it and they are just blowing them selves as 
fast as they can, as there we lots of ««Ijous 
and gambling places and prices outrageons. 
Nothing can be had in snah places at lee* 
than 50c.—cigars, whiskey or any other 
kind of drink, and me*l> $1.50, and not 
much at that. Yon can form no idea whit 
it ooate to live here. A cup of coffee with 
about an inch width of pie coats 50c. No 
bread, batter or aught else with it, and 
people go and pay it as readily as if it was 
only lOo. A boat of any kind can’t land 
without the whole town roshee to the bank 
to see if they have anything for sale, as 
everyone thinks grub is going to be scarce 
here this winter. A a cow arrived yesterday, 
and such a rush ! But some one had made 
a sneak np the river and bought up all they 
had to spare. Amongst the lot were a few 
oases of eggs. They paid $4.50 a doz , and 
pretty stale at that, and to-day they are 
selling them for a dollar a piece cooked in 
the easing placet and going like hot саків. 
Moose ip the only fresh meat in town, and 
often scarce, bat yesterday one came in. 
One man bought the whole oaroase and yon 
couldn’t bay a pound for love or money, as 
he runs a restaurant, so he gets $1.60 a meal 
for it alL

This town it very marshy and not very 
healthy as there has been fi deaths within 
a month. I think two of them were acci- 
deutal, but still it is a boggy place, bat 
there are lots of gold dust which is worth 
$17 an oz ,and no other kind of money is in 
sight and the micet are most hung up as 
there is no water. As for prospecting it it 
impossible as the mosquitoes will drive you 
mad. Some go out but soon return. I 
heard Frank was coming down the Yukon. 
A man told me here he had an Indian guide, 
aod was looking over some new pass. If 
he had been here this spring with his pack 
train he would have made a fortune. He 
could have got $500 apiece ftr any one of 
his horses, as they pay $25.00 here for 
packing, or any kind of stock of goods. 
This will be a good oamp for some years as 
the E^lderado and Bonanza mines are more 

wtban rich and money is no object, wages 
from $10 to $15 per day and I only hope I’ll 
soon be in shape to get some of it. There 
are lots of men here. Whether it will 
make any difference or not I don’t know, 
but they say not.

A map on the scow had four live hens. 
The minute be got ashore he was offered 
$60 for the four hens, bnt he refused. Now 
the steamer has brought lots provisions, bnt 
the old timers say it is not a twentieth part 
enough, as there wont be a pound in a 
month, but there are other steamer* on the 
way. Since I have been here the stores have 
been empty. You may say nothing but 
flour left. I wish my hand wasn’t so 
troublesome as I have lots to say to you but 
I'll have to wind up as the pesta are flying 
all over me and I must mail as soon aa 
possible.

In abort, in all that 
tonde to constructive politics and the 
advancement of our country’s iutoreets, 
we propose to supply a bold and vigorous 
policy. Economy aod retrenchment will he 
our study, but we wonld not n«e it as the 
cry of demagogue*. The truest end best 
public and private economy ia the applica­
tion of our every resource to the upbuilding 
and uplifting of the moral and material 
progriee of the subjects of the at ite. Sa far 
«И possible we will out our garments accord­
ing to onr cbth, but remember that there is 
sometimes a false economy in the applioa- 
tion of that prieo’pte. Our province is but 
in its youthful existence as to commercial, 
material, edeeatiooa! aod general p-ogreae, 
and we muet not have each a misfit as 
would destroy the eff et of our commerce 
or other growth.

eat of Diocesan Missions, addressed an in­
terested apd appreciative audience in S. 
Mary’s Sunday School Room on Tuesday 
evening last, The chair was occupied by 
the Rector of S. Paul’s, the Rev. Canon 
Forsyth, who, after the singing of the hymn 
“Jesus Shall Reign” &c., and appropriate 
prayers, introduced the speaker of the even­
ing. Mr. Moutgomery then related the 
circumstances which had led to the appoint­
ment of the three diocesan delegates who 
Are now visiting tbp parishes of the Diooese 
in behalf of its mission work. The union of 
the Diocesan Church Society apd Diocesan 
Synod would be consummated at the end of 
the present year, and in future the manage­
ment of the mission work of the Diocese 
would be in the hands of the Board of 
Diocesan M Usions appointed annually by 
the Diocesan Synod. This Board will con­
sist of the Bishop, sixteen clergymen and 
eighteen laymen representing the whole 
Diocese. Each Rural Deanery will elect a 
clergyman and a layman to represent it on 
the Board.

Mr. Montgomery then proceeded to give 
detail» showing that in order to ovry on the 
Mission Work of the Diocese a considerable 
increase in the Mission Fund will be neces­
sary. He gave the following statement of 
the present annual income and expenditure 
in connection with Dioceian Missions .—

The foregoing statement, he said, showed 

that $2,315 more are needed at the present 
time to keep all our Diocesan Missions open. 
But inasmuch as the Society for the j?ropa 
gation of the Qospel is withdrawing Its 
grant at the rate of $500 annually, and as 
the rate of interest on investment» is de­
creasing, $5,000 a year more must be con­
tributed by church people throughout'the 
Diocese if services are to be maintained in 
all the mission».

Mr. Montgomery forcibly dwelt upon the 
duty and the need of churchmen coming to 
the aid of the Mission Board in their endea­
vors to supply the ministrations of religion 
to the weaker and neglected part» of the 
mission field, and it was evident that the 
audience felt a desire to respond to the 
speaker’s eall for sympathy and substantial 
aid. Це outlined a plan proposed to secure 
more systematic contributions by means of 
pledge cards and envelopes and the help of 
active and earnest agents in the various 
parishes.

The interest and attention of the meeting 
waa sustained from beginning to end, and 
a hearty vote of thanks, moved by His 
Honor Judge Wilkinson, and seconded by 
the Hon. Speaker Burchill and passed 
unanimously, was presented to Mr. Mont­
gomery by the Rector.
