Says J. F. Thompson Fuiged
His Name to Notes.

He Was On the Stand in Police Court
This  Morning—The  Accused
Released on $2,400 Bail.

The case against J. H. Thompson,
charged by H. R. Barber with forgery
was commenced at the police court this
morning before Judge Ritchie. Hon.
H. A. McKeown and Burton L. Gerow
appeared for the prosecution and D.
Mullin, K. C., for the prisoner.

H. R. Barber was on the stand all
morning. He said he had been in the
city fourteen months as salesman and
manager for Hugh H. Thompson, of
Leesburg, Virginia, selling cash regis-
ters and fire-proof safes.
son is cashier in the National Bank at
Leesburg. He furnished the capital to
run the business, made the purchases,
sent. them to witness who disposed of
them through agents. He covered the
Dominion of Canada and Newfound-
and. He had as many as eighteen
agents on the road. The purchases
were made on a monthly payment plan
and when paid on this plan the pur-
chasers were required to give promis-
ory notes. The notes came to the St.
John office made payable to- Mr.
Thompson, but for the past few months
have been made payable to witness.
Witness last saw Hugh H. Thompson
during the first week in October, at
Leesburg, Virginia, when he was there
on matters of business with the com-
pany. J. H. Thompson, the accused,
is a brother of Hugh. H. Thompson.
He came here in February and left in
June and returned again, five or six
weeks ago. When Mr. Thompson ar-
rived he started in keeping the books
and continued in the office until Tues-
day, October 24, when witness and he
had a little difficulty and Thompson
left.

On the day he left he and the wit-
ness had a talk about a promissory note
of a Mr. McCurren.

While in Virginia witness saw notes
endorsed with his name on them to
make them negotiable. The notes were
payable to witness. Among other notes
was one from Mr.- McCurron, who lives
outside of Moncton.

Mr. Mullin here objected to the evi-
denceé unless the note was produced.

Continuing, witness said he asked
the accused why he had endorsed these
notes and he said his brother wanted
the notes and he thought it all right to
sign his (witness’) name on the back.
Witness saw the note last May.

Mr. Mullin objected to him saying
that he saw a note—the note not being
here.

Mr. McKeown said that MecCurren
was away and would not be home until
Tuesday when the note would probably
be brought in evidence, and if not, he
would go on with the case.

Mr. Mullin thought the case could
not go on until the note was produced
and it was shown to be a forgery.

The witness was allowed to resume
and continuing said that while in Vir-
ginia he looked over a lot of notes and
saw his name on more than a dozen
in J. H, Thompson’s handwriting.

Thompson went to Newfoundland in
July and before that witness told him
that he had no authority to sign his
name on notes without power of attor-
rey. He asked witness for that power
which was refused. The defendant was
only given power of attorney to sign
witness’ name in Newfoundland. All
of the notes with witness’ endorsement
forged on them had come through the
St. John office.

To Mr. Mullin the witness said his
native place was in the South. Before
coming to St. John he was in business
in Bangor. The cash registers and
safes are H. A. Thompson’s property.
Since Marsh or April last the business
has been done in witness’ name., This
was done on account of taxation. Wit-
ness would endorse and forward notes
to Leesburg and if not collectable in
the banks they were sent back to wit-
ness for collection. Prior to June 10th

HOW RUSSIA TREATS
ONE OF HER HEROES,

Private Schwarz, Who Won Fame By His

Bravery in the War Exiled
Because He's a Jew,

ST. PETERSBURG, Nov. '4—The
world will be keenly interested in the
fate of two of Russia’s military heroes,
respectively the most distinguished and
most obscure warriors, one General
Linievitch, the other Private Schwarz,
of the 22nd East Siberian Rifles. Linie-
vitch’s achievements are matters of
history; Schwarz took an active part
in every big engagement fought during
the whole campaign, received eleven
wounds, was rewarded with three
crosses, -that of the Saint George for
saving the lives of comrades, the med-
al for rescuing his own officer from
drowing in the Yalu River, and the
Golden Cross for gallantly destroying
a Japanese powder magazine at the im-
minent risk of his own life.

At the battle of Mukden Schwarz,
who was irrepressibly brave, was left
for dead among a heap of corpses, but
the Japanese treated and restored him
and sent him a prisoner to Matsuyama.
Scarcely were his wounds healed when
Schwarz, eager to return to the fight
again, slipped away and actually made
good his escape, not only from Mat-
suyama but from Japan, and found his
way to Moscow, where he has now ar-
rived to visit relatives. The police,
however, have explained to Schwarz
tkat being a mere Hebrew he possesses
no right to reside in the capital city of
Russia, and must immediately move on
to the so-called Jewish Pale of Settle-
ment, where there is literally weeping
and- wailing and gnashing of teeth.
Schwarz and his comrades are sincere-
ly glad to learn that ‘the country will
reward their commander, General Linie-
vitch, with the post of viceroy, but
would be more glad to learn how they
themselves could merit the right of liv-
ing in Moscow and St. Petersburg.
