A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homestead on
a farm of at least 80 acreg solely own-
ed and occupied by him or by his
father, mother, son, daughter, brother
or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
gaood standing may pre-empt a quar-
ter-section alongside his homestead.
Price $3.00 per acre, Duties.—Must re-
side six months in each of six years
trom date of homestead entry (includ-
ing the time required to earn home-
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres
extra. . :

A Hhomesteader who has exhausted
his homestead right and cannot obtaln
a pre-emption may take a -purchased
homestead in certain districts. Price

The second victim was Michael J.
Murray, 42 years old, of 37 Portland
Street, who collapsed on Causeway
Street and died at the Relief Hospital.
