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DR. THOMPSON OF YUKON
MAKES 6OOD IMPRESSION.

Gongratulated on His Maiden Speech by
Both Leaders—The Steamship Sub-
sidies Under Discussion.

OTTAWA, June 8.—~While the house
is to some extent marking time, pend-
ing the end of the Ontario campaign,
the country is really the gainer there-
by, as it gives opportunity for mem-
bers to more minutely discuss matters
of public interest than the ordinary
rush of business permits. Dr. Thomp-
son of the Yukon, in a speech of over
two hours yesterday presented the
claims of that gold-bearing part of
Canada for more generous treatment
with strong efféct on both sides: of the
house. Long speeches are not listen-
ed to as a rule by the house %ith plea-
sure, unless the theme is one of poli-
tical importance, and the orators are
leaders in debate, but it 1is to Dr.
Thompson’s credit that his maiden ef-
fort in parliament held the members
in their seats. At the close he was
warmly congratulated and both the
premier and the leader of the opposi-
tion had only good words for the main
part of his utterances. Dr, Thomp-

son while modest in bearing and dis-
realizes the im-:
portance of the region which 'he re-'

creet in treatment,

presents, and puts his facts with the
for¢te of conviction. The late Joseph
Howe, himself an orator of orators, in
c.la.imed that the strongest speaker the
world had ever known, was the son
of Joseph the Carpenter, simply be-
cause his human soul was filled with
the truth of his mission from His
Heavenly Father; and that conviction
was the one basis of all succegsful and
enduring propaganda. Applying
#owe's general principles to Dr.
Thompson’s address it must be deemed
an able one that will bear fruit. Sir

Wilfrid treated the speech of the Yuk-
on M. P. with much respect, but heldf
out little hope of any immediate steps’

in the direction- of self-government,
but asiured him the government had
no present intention of marrying . the
Yukon to British Columbia, against
shich suggested act Dr. Thompson
had earnestly protested on behalf of

his people, some 4,000 miles removed

from Parliament Hill.

R. L. Borden, the opposition leader, |
complimented the member from the

Yukon on his very full and well-in-:

formed address, and congratulated the
house that certain  methods which
were employed to prevent Dr. Thomp-
son’s return had proved unsuccessful
" at the ldst moment owing to the de-

termination of the Yukon people to as-

gert their rights. < Continuing,
Borden said:

I was a little pa.lned to observe that
the prime minister di@ not meet the
requeést for free mining machinery
with that generous enthusiasm for free
trade which inspired him during his
tour of the west In 1894, when he de-
claimed against protection of any
kind as a bondage In the same sense
that American slavery was a bondage,
and declared that he wotlld not rest in
his political career until the full mea-
sure of free trade as it is in England
was obtained for this country. I would

thave thought, from his utterances of .

those days, that the prime minister
would have said to my friend from the
Yuykon that this was a slight instal-
ment of that free trade towards which
we have been tending so rapidly dur-
ing the last eight or nine years, and
that the request of the people of the
Yukon in that regard would be grant-
ed at the earliest possible moment.
(However, it was the fortune of rhy
hon. friend from the Yukon to find the
; e, minister in a_somewhat unsym-
pn.the‘lo mood in that regard. Per-
haps he may be less obdurate on some
futufe oceasion. I was glad also to
receive from the hén. me jber for the
Yukon an assurance, ch has al-
ready begn given in cort.a.m official
publications of this gdvernment, that
80 per cent. of the trade of the Yukon

at the present time I8 in the hands of .

Canadlans. I am glad of this, because
we have had from the prime minister
on many océasions singce what 1s
known as the Mackenzie & Mann deal
was defeated in the sénate, various
lamentations that a certain railway
proposal of this government to which
& have just referred, was not carried
through, and that by means of the ac-
tion of the senate at that time the
trade of this country had béen thrown

into the hands of the people “of thé|

United States. 'Well, it appears that
these apprehensions of the prime min-
ister and his colleagues at that time
were wholly unfounded; and.I was
glad that my right hon. friend the
prime minister was so well advised as
to congratulate the hon. member for
the Yukon wupon a result which the
prime minister himself said a few years
Bgo would mever obtain unless the
proposed railway was built. The speech
of the hon. member for which he has
been congratulated by the prime min-
ister, is the best possible vindication
that could be offered of the action of
the senate of Canada in doing what
they did at that time. In regard to
« the many matters of interest which
have been alluded to in the speech: of
my hon, friend — and I regret that b §
was not able to hear all of it, having
been called out of the house during
a portion of the afternoon — I would
like to say just a word or two with
regard to only a féw of them. In the
first place, as 1o the concessions to
which the hon. member made refer-
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ence, I see no reason why the govern-
ment should not at once accede to the
proposal which he has made, and call
upon the men who have obtained con-
cessions of gold mining territory in the
Yukon to fulfill the conditions upon
which they obtained those areas.

My hon. friend from the Yukon re-
ferred, I think, to the representation
fee?

Mr. Thompson—Yes, but not adverse-
ly.

y P R

R. L. Borden—Some two years ago
we pointed out on this side that while
the ordinary miner was bound to pay
his representation fee, that condition
did not prevail in respect to some of
these' concessions. It did not prevail
with regard to the Treadgold conces-
sion, which was a matter we then dis-
ocussed and criticized. If that condi-
tion still continues it is a subject of
grave criticism, because gentlemen ob-
taining these large ooncessions should
not be placed in any better position in
that regard than the ordinary miner.

‘With regard to the necessity of stable
laws and wise regulations, I do not
think that the prime minister answer-
ed the argument of my hon. friend.
In Nova Scotia the regulations, as he
had been informed by the prime min-
ister of that province, were only made
after careful consultation between the
mining interests and officials of the
government; and consequently these
mining laws and regulations are not
only advantageous to the province,
but satisfactory to the miner and tend
to the devélopment, and not to the
stagnation, of the mining industry.
The right hon. gentleman referred to
this as if it were a mere question of
time, and emphasized. the necessity of
‘a long time for the purpose of accomp-
lishing these desired reforms., But what
I understand to be the point empha-
sized by the member for the Yukon
was that these regulations never could
be made satisfactory until the govern-
ment took into its confidence the min-
| ing men in that country and discussed
| with them the nature and character of
i the regulations: which it would be wis-
'est to adopt. The right hon, the first
minister did not meet that point, and
that is a point which has been em-
phasized in this house over and over
again. Over and over again we have
pointed out that these orders in coun-
cil and regulations were devised only
after disoussion with one or two gov-
! ernment officials in that country —

men not absolutely in touch with the

mining interests and fréquently in an-
tagonism and opposition to those in-
terests.

After Dr. Thompson's speech had
been discussed the house went into
committee of supply, mostly on mmari-
time province marine estimates, with

Sir Wilfrid Laurier doing the work of i

the ministers who are campaigining in
Ontario. These are the days that
keep the veteran premier busy, but he
apparently thrives on work. Although
he is not taking on flesh, his cautious
mind is as active as it ever has been.
It is a great advantage for a govern-
ment to put through estimates in the
absence of the responsible depart-
mental head, when these estimates are
of a controversial nature. Laurier
has learned how to do it by long prac~
tice. The first {tem taken up was
‘'$40,000 for a line or lines of steamers
to run between 8t. John, Halifax and
London,” which mail service Sir Wil-
frid explained was now performed by
two lines, the Canadian Pacific and
the Furness company. The contract
was entered into in November last
‘and expired on May 81st. The govern-
ment had asked for other tenders and
had extended the time for tendering
till July next.

On' the item of $80,000 for a line of
steamers to run between St. John,
Halifax, or either, and the West In-
dies and South America (which was
stood over at the request of Mr. Ames
of Montreal, who wanted to consult
the attitude of several boards of trade)
Sir 'Wilfrid said: ‘“This is an old sub-
sidy. Under the present subsidy there
are two lines' of steamers which are
subventioned. Ohe subsidy, for which
we pay $65,000, now goes to Pickford
& Black, that is the subsidy for a ser-
vice between B8t. John and Halifax
and a number of islands in the West
Indies, among which are Bermuda, St.
Kitts, Antigua, Dominica, 8t. Vineent,
Grenada, St. Garcia and Trinidad.
The imperial government also pay
them a similar sum of $65,000. Besides,
we pay Pickford & Black $15,000 as a
subsidy for a direct service between
St. John and Halifax and Domingo.
That subsidy has expired, we have
asked for tenders, and have received
a tender from Pickford & Black. But
they have asked for certain modifica~
tions in the service, dispensing them
from calling at certain islands, and as
the imperial government is equally in-
terested in the service, paying one-half,
we are now in correspondence with
them with regard to the matter.”

The item of $7,000 for steam com~
munication betweén Prince Edward Is-
land and Great Britagin caused some
disdussion, A, A. MeLean reminding
the first mintster that when this mat-
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ter was up before he had promised
some information with regard fo the
trips mdde by one. of these steamers.
Sir Wilfrid replied by reading the fol-
lowing statement placed in his hahds
by the minister of trade and com-~
merce:

“The vote for 1903-4 for this service
was $7,000, though a contract was in
force with Furness, Withy & Co. for
$5,000. Of this, only $2,600 was ex-
pended. Two half trips were made in
the fall of 1903, that is to say, in Oc-
tober, 1903, and . November 28th, 1903.
There was some disarrangement of
the dates of sailing owing to disaster
to the Manchester Trader in the St.
Lawrence. }t was found that the
Manchester Trader would - be unable
to take up her seiling, and no other
steamer being available, Furness,
Withy & Co. were permitted to have
the Manchester Trader call at Char-
lottetown on the Montreal service; and
it was agreed that the Manchester
Trader thus calling at Charlottetown
should only be entitled to claim for
half a trip. When the seeond call had
to be made, the repairs to the Man-
chester Trader were not then com-
pleted, and the department permitted
the Manchester Engineer to call on the
voyage from Montreal, under the same
conditions, that is to say, that the call
at Gharlottetown should be considered
half a trip.”

Mr. Martin of Queens, P. BE. I, sald
the service was far from satisfactory.
Cheese and butter were two of the is-
land’s chief exports. At present, said
Mr. Martin, cheese sold for Great Brit-
ain has to go first to Montreal; 60
with butter in many cases, and ham
and pork, they go to Montreal, where
they have to be transhipped to Great
Britain. Any one can see how the
farmer in Prince Edward Island is
handicapped in the price which he re-
ceives for these articles compared with
prices received in other parts of Can-
ada. The trips these boats make are
very irregular, they call at no stated
times. There is no definite time for
them to sail. Sometimes they sail on
the date agreed upon, and sometimes
they do not. Farmers in the island are
at a loss, and shippers are at a loss,
to know when to prepare their car-
goes for these boats. At present peo-
ple have first to ship their cheese up
to Montreal and then tranship it to
Great Britain, or else send it to Hali-
fax, which involves a very large ex-
pense, three transhipments, and three
short hauls over rallways at a very
heavy rallway rate, and thence to
Great Britain, The apple trade with
Great Britain in the fall of the year
is handicapped in the same way. I
would like if the government would
insist upon these boats sailing at stated
days in the season, which would be
advertised three or four months ahead,
six months ahead, so that the farmers
and shippers would know beforehand
what accommodation they were to re-

i ceive, and when to bring their cargoes

to the place of shipment. Sometimes
when the ship does call, the shippers
not knowing ahead when she would

i call, are not ready with their freight.

But if these trips were made regularly
and at statéd times, the people would
be relieved of a great deal of difficulty
which they now suffer.

.

Mr. Lefurgey backed up Mr. Mar-
tin’s statement that on several ocea-
sions there had been a great deal of
uncertainty regarding the sailing of
these boats. He added: “I have myself
known occasions when the people have
been at a loss to know when if at all
they were going to have a boat. I
would suggest now that the two trips
are certain and definite as the govern-
ment has in view the getting of an-
other steamer for a spring trip, the
arrangement should be made at least
some months ahead or the people would
not be in a position to know whether
they are to have the spring trips or
not. I would like to ask how the trips
are to be published, in what magner
the shippers become cognizant when
the sailings are to be made in October
and possibly six months later.”

A. A. McLean, who followed, ex-
tracted from Sir Wilfrid the promise
that under the contract the freight
rates to and from the island will not
be any greater than the current rates
between Montreal and Manchester.
As to the date of sailings, or regular-
ity of service, Sir Wilfrid was all at
sea, his ignorance conveying the im-
pression that the steamship company
can do about as it pleases.

SUBMARINE BOAT
HAS BEEN RAISED.

PLYMOUTH, Eng., June 11.—Sub-
marine: boat ‘“A-8,” which foundered
off the breakwater here on the morn-
ing of June 8 with 14 of her crew, has
been raised sufficiently to permit of her
being towéd to a dockyard.

LONDON, June 11.—A sensational
story is published on the authority of
the captain of a trawler which rescued
some of the crew of submarine boat

mouth on the morning of June 8, that
at the moment of sinklng the sub-
marine made too sharp a turn, appar-
ently owing to some mistake of the
helmsman, with the result that she
heeled over and filled. The captain of
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| the trawler says he heard no explo-

sion.

According to a pronouncement made
at’ one of the conferences by General
Superintendent Carman, every one
whose name is on the minutes of the
conference for last year must be held
to be still a’ member thereof until the
ensuing conference has dealt with his
case.

In view, therefore, of this
decision, it is the duty of the laymen
at the Synod to elect a lay representa-
tive to the conference for every min-
ister whose name is on the minutes,
as failure to do so might give occa-
sion for trouble.

The session promises to be an inter-
esting one, as some matters of more
than ordinary importance will probably
be discussed.- The scarcity of minis-
ters and the reasons for that scarcity
may be considered; the re-arrangement
of circuits will require some attention,
and there should be some action taken
concerning the union question. These
are matters that call for-the best
thought of the best thinkers, and the
conclusions reached wiu be anxiously
looked for.

They Are Unable to Spend the Even-
ings in the City—Mall Servlcer

The summer’s arrangement of trains
on the Intercolonial is extremely in-
convenient to the suburban popula-
tion. In this case the worst trouble
is the loss of the train which formerly
arrived at St. John about 6.30 in the
afternoon. It is not ncw possible for
those living at stations where the fast
train does not stop to come into town
for the evening.. The first train stop-
ping at all stations later than the
middle of the afternoon arrives at
9.30 in the evening. Dwellers using
other stations than' Hampton and
Rothesay are thus obliged, to leave
home at about three in the afternoon
in order to spend the evening in town.
The number of summer residents
along along the line of the Interco-
lonial, leaving out those at Rothesay,
has probably trebled in the past six
years, and this is the first year that
they have been deprived of a train
early in the evening. This summer
there will probably be a hundred and
fifty to two hundred season tickets
held by summer residents at stations
between St. John and Rothesay, and
for the first time in the history of the
Intercolonial there will be no train by
which they can reach St. John in the
beginning of the evening.

Another inconvenience arises out
of the delay of mails. The fast train
stops at only a few points and mails
from other Intercolonial stations come
in by the 9.30 train, too late for dis-
tribution, In effect a great number
of people along the line are deprived
of the advantage of a daily mail.

CLOTHING  PRICES.

Charges for Making Gar-

ments Have Been

Increased.

Tailors Say That Business Is Steadily
Falling Off Owing to the Popular-
ity of Ready-Made Clothes.

One of the items that go to make up
the increased cost of living in these
late days is the extra cost of getting
a suit of clothes made. In all the
customs talloring establishments one
may rea.d the following:

Double-breasted sack suit . .15

The above are the prices now quoted
for making and trimming suits. They
have been in existence since the first
of March, This increased scale of prices
was adopted by the proprietors of the
tailoring establishments as a conse-
quence of a demand for higher wages
on the part of the hands employed.
Previous to this time there were never
any set prices which stood the year
round. The price of making a suit
depended considerably on the gquality
of the trimmings used and the season
of the year in which the suit was or-
dered. For example, most tailors would
be willing to knock off a dollar or even
two from the price of making a suit
at a time of year when work was slack.
Now, whether slack or busy, they must
abide by their set prices. Formerly a
sack suit, the making of which now
costs $14, would be put up by some
tailors for $12 or $13. Thé frock suit
could also be made a couplé of dollars
cheaper. At present, Mr. Gilmour,
tailor on King street, states that he
has to pay $6.50 for the making of the
coat alone of a frock suit. If the other
hands employed in putting up the suit
are paid accordingly, there is really a
small profit after all left on the mak-
ing of the suit. Mr. Gilmour does not
feel that this imcreased scale of prices
is going to make many of the tailors
rich. It gives, however, those who
employ a cheaper grade of labor and
who use the poorer quality of trim-
mings an advantage over the better
firms, since they can command the
same prices fcr the making of suits.
If the tallors had to depend on the
making of suits alone, Mr. Gilmour
says, they could not make a living.
For four-fifths or more of the sujitg he
puts up he supplies the cloth to the
customer, and thus receives the profit
on the goods, which would otherwise
go to the cloth merchants,

Mr. Gilmour went on to say that
there had been a steady decrease of
late years in the tailoring business
generally. Statistics showed that
many of the tailoring establishments

were yearly being closed up in Canada.

on account of the increasing popular-
ity of the ready-made clothing. The
time had come when to wear tailor-
made clothing was regarded as a lux-
ury only to be indulged in by the rich.
