He charges that In many osses,
instead of preschbing the gospel which i€
the power of God unto salvation, minis
tors are muddling in modern oriticlsm
snd politics and othér subjects which
do not promote spiritual life and convert
sioners. Others afe putting their trust
in stersopticons, Bunday Scbool conoerts,
Endeavor meetiags and other things w
» means of attraoting & orowd on Sunday
evenings, Mr, Moody believes this is all
s sd mistake. Good is done by such
methods sometimes, he admits. The
gospel can be presched in counestion
with them, but it has to steal In or be
squeesed in and doss not get the right o
way a6 it should. He wants the minle-
ters to have confidence is the preaching
of “the old fashioned goapel.”
