Mercury Took a Climb to 67
Yesterday --- Not a Record
But Near It---Last Year it
Was 24,

Well maybe it wasn’t hot yesterday.
For an April day it certainly had the
man accustomed to the ordinary St.
John weather considerably mixed. D.
L. Hutchinson, director of the meteor-
ological bureau, gave The Standard to
understand last night that there was
a good excuse for any one being just
a little puzzled over yesterday’s
weather, for according to him we have
had npothing like it since 1903, when
on the 29th of April the mercury
climbed up to 73.

It did not get quite that far yester-
day, but it did get to 67 and the mini-
mum mark was 49, not a bad figure in
itself for an April day in “foggy” St.
John?

On Sunday the warm weather com-
menced when the thermometer regis-
tered as high as 62, just to show that
it had been thawed out after the win-
ter months. Last year it did not
thaw out so early, for a year ago yes-

Jamss B. Day Another

- Victim

of Curbolic

Determined Suicide of Baker Near His Mother’s

Home in City Road
Burned in Struggle
Fatal Dose.

Bereaved of his wife and three chil-
dren, his home and everything which
life holds dear, Jas. B. Day, an em-
ploye of H. C. Rankine and Sons, took
matters in his own hands and ended it
all by drinking carbolic acid in the
vicinity of his mother's home, 112 City
Road, about 8 o’clock last evening. He
drank the contents of a bottle which
be purchased at C., F. Wade's drug
store at the corner of Wall street and
Paradise Row, and died half an hour
later in terrible agony. This is -the
fourth suicide within ten days in the
city and vicinity and the third from
drinking carbolic acid.

Two years ago James Day had a
comfortable home in Lombard street
with wife and three children to make
it happy. One by one the little ones
sickened and died and a year ago
his wife also passed away. Since that
the bereaved husbang and father has
#ven away to grief and it is thought
his mind became affected.

He has been boarding at the Prince
Rupert hotel on Mill street, but often
visited his mother and brothers on
City Road. Last evening he took sup-
per at his brother’s, William Day, 49
Rock street, and the latter says the
unfortunate man appeared as usual
although fretting over the loss of his
family.

About 7 o'clock he went up to his
mother’s house in City Road and spent
some time there, Later he visited the
drug store and returned with the bot-
tle of carbolic acid. His mother was
the first to divine his intention and
she ran up to him at once in an at-
tempt to get the bottle, He was deter-

mined to end his life and succeeded
in avading her grasp.

His younger brother who lives at
home, then ran out of the house and
tried to seize hold of the bottle. In
the scuffle the liquid was spilt over the
younger brother's hand and a bad
burn resulted. James Day, however,
had swallowed enough of the deadly
acld to serve his purpose and was
uurlrled into the house suffering ter-
ribly.

Dr. G. O. Baxter and Dr. W. J.
Broderick were hastily summoned and
arrived to find the man still living but
beyond any hope of recovery. He ex-
pired in half an hour’s time. Dr. D.
E. Berryman, the coroner, was noti-
filed. He viewed the body and gave
permission for Geo. A. Chamberlain,
the undertaker, to take charge, pend-
ing his decision as to whether an in-
quest will be held.

David Barker, clerk in Short's drug
store, was early on the scene in the
attempt to save the unfortunate man.
“About 9 o'clock,” he told a Standard
reporter “a man ran into the drug
store and asked me to telephone to
Dr. Baxter saying that Mr. Day had
taken acid. The doctor told me to
take down eight ounces of whiskey
and administer to him. I hurried
down to the house with the whiskey
but found the man unconscious and to
my mind dying. I gave him the whis-
key and the doctor arrived soon after-
wards but could do nothing and the
man passed away at 9.30 o'clock.”

James Day is survived by his moth-
er, three brothers and one sister, Mrs,
James Linkletter. He had been In
the employ of the Messrs. Rankine for
a number of years,

FISH COMBINE WILL
BUILD COLD STORAGE
PLANT AT DIGBY NL5.

H. B. Short in City Outlines
Plans of Firms Interest

Hope to Capture Upper
Canadian Trade,

“The newspaper reports about the
formation of a trust, having for its ob-
Ject the control of the fishing industry
of the Maritime Provinces are like
the previous report of Mark Twain's
death—very much exaggerated,” said
H. B. Short of Digby to a Standard re-
porter yesterday.

“The so-called trust is simply an
amalgamation for business purposes of
four going eoneerns, Anderson and
Short of Digby, and Whitman and Al-
lice of Canso. Our purpose is merely
to improve our commercial relations
with Upper and Western Canada and
develop our business generally,

“In the past little systematic effort
has  been made to develop the market
for fish in Canada. The facilities for
reaching the western markets are fair-
ly good; the C. P. R. has hundreds
of refrigerator cars, and the 1. C. R.
a few. We have no intention of build-
ing or purchasing refrigerator cars for
our own exclusive use. That is unnec-
essary, and besides, we couldn’t afford
to bring them back empty.

Cold Storage Depot At Digby.

“This summer we intend to build a
large cold storage depot at Digby. At
present where we have a large supply
of fish on hand, we frequently have to
dispose of it at a loss, and sometimes
a portion of the stock may go bad be-
fore we can sell it. But with cold stor-
age depots at both Digby and Canso,
enabling us to keep fish in stock for
some time, and a business office in
Montreal, which will keep us informed
regarding the condition of the western
markets, we hope to be able to regu-
late our shipments so as to keep a
continuous supply upon the market.
We will be able to avold the losses in-
cident to our present unsystematic
method of operation, and the consum-
er will also benefit.

Trade Will Rapidly Develop.

“We will give special attention to
the development of the finan haddock
business. Shipments from Digby will
of course go through St. John, and we
believe the volume of shipments will
develop rapidly. Our business man-
ager in Montreal will get in touch with
fish dealers and grocers throughout
Quebec, Ontario and the middle west,
and we feel\gonfident that we can by
systematic effort greatly increase our
sales in Canada, and show the other
fellows that the possibilities of the
Canadian market are much greater
than they have suspected.

“No, there are no Halifax firms in
the merger, as you call it. None of
the Halifax firms carry on a fresh fish
business of much importance, or are
much interested in the class of busi-
ness we wish to develop.
