influential delegations representing 
the New Brunswick Temperance Fed 
eratlon, and the Council of the Moral 
and Social Reform Association were 
present to urge the need of advanced 
temperance legislation. The Fédéra- 
tion asked for the adoption of a pro 
vincial prohibition measure, a draft 
of which was submitted, and the dele 
gallon from the Moral and Social Re 
form Association asked for a large 
number of amendments to the liquor 
license act with a view to simplifying 
the enforcement of the law and abol­
ishing the treating habit and other 
features of the liquor business which 
are generally considered injurious. 
The attitude of the government to the 
representation of the temperance peo­
ple eg evidenced by the remarks of 
the members during the hearing was 
very sympathetic and the Premier's 
reply to the 
law covering the province made a 
very favorable impression. He assur­
ed the delegation that the drafit act 
presented would have the most thor­
ough and most sympathetic consid­
eration of the government, that per­
sonally he had always been an ad­
vanced prohibitionist, and that while 
the government might not agree on 
all points with them as. to* the meth­

He 
knew the government was quick to 
enforce the game and other laws, but 
the officials were not enforcing the 
Scott Act in Fredericton for instance 

The Provincial Secretary—“The 
government does not have anything 
to do with the enforcement of the 
Scott Act The city council Is the 
controlling factor. A temperance 
council may be elected, and the Scott 
Act rigidly enforced, but usually in 
a short time it la turned out and the 
law is ignored.”

Mr. Robinson said he recognized 
that the government was T.ometlmes 
blamed for what it was not responsi­
ble. He was of the opinion that the 
present situation showed the need of 
provincial prohibition A centralized 
authority was needed to'enforce tem 
perance laws.

Represented 90,000 Baptists.
Rev. David Hutchinson said he re­

presented 90,000 Baptists throughout 
the province—a denomination great­
er than that of any other two protes­
tant denominations in the province.

He said he appreciated what the 
present government had done for the 
temperance people and expected it to 
do more.

Rev. R. H. Stavert, of Harcourt, 
Kent Co., grand lecturer of the Sons 
of Temperance In New’ Brunswick, al­
so spoke briefly in support of prohlbi-
