Herr Kerbert
of the Amsterdam Gardens tells me
their big elephant Tony found and
handed over to the keeper a key which
he had-lost In the straw the night be-
fore, and Monsieur Port of the Jardin
d’Acclimatation, was witness of a re-
markable display of intelligence on
the part of an Indian elephant, one of
a troupe performing there in 1886,
The animals were kept in a shed and
taken every morning to be watered at
a tank fed from a tap. The.tank was
emptied as soon as they were satis-
!ied. One morning one animal, appear-
ing unwell, was left in the shed while
the others went to their exesssevs. In
about half an hour it felt betesr, went
from the shed to the tank, turned on
the water and drank its fill, then turn-
ed off the tap and proceeded to join
its comrades.
Monkeys Clever Too.

But elephants are not as ciever as
monkeys. For the last thirty years
ours have pumped their own water or
drawn it from a well, each learning
from others in the cage. They exhibit
no other striking aptitudes, but in-
dividual intelligence can only be test-

place. It is sometimes used, he says,
“instead of a boy to lead the front
span of oxen,” and he leads us to be.
lieve it can count, Our own young
specimen is certainly very clever, in a
day it learned to use a slot machine,
but it always saves the coin until
quieter times if many visitors are in
front of the cage.

It knows how to somersault, and can
earn bigger rewards that way. And it
will not put more than a single penny
in an empty machine! It was, I be-
lieve, a monkey of this species that
was fitted with a pair of spectacles
in Breslau Gardens, and penfecfly ap-
preciated their use. It wore them with
gravity, treated them with reapect, and
carefully folded them after use. “
Handling and famliliarity count for
much with these animals, and 1 shoald
unot be surprised to hear from corres-
pondents of intelligent acts of any var
fety of monkey. The spider monkey
has been known to open a door with
its tail; the cebus (that is, the ring-
tail capuchin,) besides cracking nuts
with & hammer or stone, which ap-
pears to be instinct, has shown In-
telligence in reaching them equal to|
that of the chimpanzee, The anthro- |
poids are certainly the cleverest mon-
keys, but their general delicate health
and great cost ensure them an amount
of attention that is a great advantage.
They become tame and companion-
able, The gibbons, which are timid,!
and the gorillas, which are savage and
morose, rarely show their mental de-‘
velopment.

The orang-utan, more sluggish than !
the chimpanzee, learns
readily, but is almost if not quite on|
a par in initiatory ability. Ordinary
bolts are quite useless to imprison |
them, and the insertion of a nall at|
the head of the bolt is o often In-|
effectual that our keeper fastens meI
bolts with a screw. The beasts prob-
ably draw the bolts and nall by
chance at first, but quickly learn their
relative values. Professor Hobhouse
in a very short time taught a monkey
an ordered sequence of seven or eight
actions which would open a box. In-
discriminate feeding is bad for apes,
and they are kept behind double bars
as much out of harm’s way as pos-
sible. But people insist on trying to
feed them, and a large number of nuts
fall in front of the cages, nominally
out of reach of the animals,

One day a chimpanzee was observ-
ed to pass his blanket through the bars
throw it on the nuts and thus drag
them in, The blanket was taken
away and a stick suDEUtuted, with
which he also got the nuts by sweep-
ing them towards the cage. But he
could never see the advantage of a
crooked handle! An orang some years
later used its blanket in a similar way
and Herr Kerbert tells me their orang-
utan has gone a step farther. There
are palms in the ape-house, and the
orang used a strip of blanket, special-
ly torn off, to get palm leaves. When
the palms were put further away out
of reach the ape tore the strip down
the middle—almost but not quite in
two--thus obtaining mearly twice the
length of blanket, and with this it was
again successful.
