Ottawa, March 18.—The final day of
the debate on the address was its
stormiest. It began with a provocative
Ligh tariff speech by Col. J. A. Currie,

‘jilned tempestuous momentum with a
militant pronouncement from Hon.
Rodolphe Lemieux, and ended in om-
inous free trade mutterings from John
F. Reid, of MacKenzie.

Col. Currie, who is a die-hard Con-
servative, manufacturer and a one-
time leader of the defunct ginger
group, threw down the guage of battle
to the West, delivering a no-surrender
protectionist ultimatum, which made
even Mr. W. F. Cockshutt look like
the ghost of Richard Cobden. There
is no such word as compromise in the
dictionary of Col. Currie.

“J come from a race of covenanters
$e said, “and we do not compromise;”
and so with flags flying, he charged
vight into the fray, prepared to defend
4 the last man andl the last trench a
gariff wall as high as Haman's gallows.
His closing words are worth quoting
in full, for they contain his reply to
the low tariff ultimatum issued on
Monday night by J. A. Maharg, Presi-
dent of the Saskatchewan Grain
Growers:

“If there is going to be a deviation
by the adoptfon of any policy that vio-
lates the principles of the historic
Conservative policy, there will be,
without question, a caucus and a con
wvention of the Conservative party of
this country. We shall foregather,
end we shall see who 18 going to have
a funeral; we shall have a state funer-
&l of some kind. There is no doubt

\qbout it. It is as certain as that the
in rises every day ip the East. After
ell the sacrifices that the members
of the Conservative party have under-
gcne for the sake of peace and unity,
and the building up of this country, if
the principles for which we have
fought, and with which we havy beat-
en our opponents again and again—
and we can beat them again with the
game principles—if these principles
are going to be violated, then all I
can say is *Nothing doing.’' I come
from a race of covenanters, and we do
not compromise.” ‘

It was the mos! Jjingoistic.. protee-
tionist speech that the House has yet
listened~ to this year, and prominent
Undonists, recalling Col. Currie’s poli:
tical proclivities, his leadership of
last year’'s insurrectiomists, and last,
but not least, his connection with Hon.
Robert Rogers, charge Nat it was mali-
ciously designed to embarrass, and, il
possible, to wreck the Union Govern-
ment.

Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux, who follow-
¢d, began with characteristic pomp
and circumstance, but quickly laghed
himself into a fury against the Govern-
ment. An academical education and
wide reading has given Mr. Lemieux
en unlimited command of the most
vivid figures of speech, and all kinds
o! . denunciatory terms and phrases
danced through his address in all the
mazes of metaphorical order and con:
fusion. Looking out over the Domin.
fon he could see nothing but debx,
death and disaster. Riots, mutinies,
confusion, humiliation and anarchy
heset him at every turn. The Govern-
ment was made up of bombast, failure
und sham; there was no pilot, no cap-
tain, no head; factions were supreme,
end behind the scenes flitted the sin-
ister figures of Sir Clifford Sifton, Sir
Willlam Mackenzie, and Sir Joseph
Fiavelle.

And so the member for Gasie

3 arched on with gloomy coipanione
w! his disturbed imagination until he
came to the tariff, when, holding aloft
the western farmers' platform, he ask-
ed the government where it stood.
And then came the sharpest word play
of the entire debate. Mr. Lemieux,
cheered on by the plaudits of his ad-
mirers, and flushed with the prospect
of an oratorical success, attempted
to catechised individual members of
the administration. Waving the plat-
form of the council of agriculture, he
eaid: “I am told that among the deln-
sgates who drafted it, was the present
minister of agriculture, Hon. T. A.

Crerar. I am told that he presided
at the meeting, that he presented the
resolutions and declared them car-
ried.”

Mr. Crerar, sitting opposite, rose,
took off his hat and said smilingly:
“] must correct the honorable gentle-
man. 1 did not go as ®ar as that.”

“I stand corrected,” replied Mr. Le-
mieux, “but I would like to put one
question. Does he or does he not now
approve of this platform of the farm-
ers? 1 pause for a reply.”

Mr. Crerar did not hesitate an in-
stant. “That platform,” he declared,
“was not framed at that last meeting
in Winnipeg; it was framed two years
ago, and reafiilrmed . this year. 1 as-
sisted in framing it. I thought it was
a good platform them, and I think it
a good platform still.”
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It was a clear~cut reply, honest and
courageous, and Mr. Lemdeux, taken
aback, turned his batteries upon the
Hon. J. A. Calder. “I would iike to
know the views of the minister of im-
migration on the subject,” he chai-
tenged, and taking his seat, waited for
a reply.

Mr. Calder arose and countered
sharply. “I think before the member
for Maisonneuve asks me to answer
his question, he ‘should first tell the
House whether he nimself supports
the farmers’ platform, and, if not,
point out the planks with which he
disagrees.”

Government cheers and opposition
counter-cheers greeted the minister’s
clever retort, and, for a moment, the
scene was reminiscent of the stirring
naval ciashes of pre-war days.

“I will have lots of opportunities
during the session to say where 1
stand on this question,” proceeded
Mr. Calder, who showed some slight
signs of excitement, “but I don’t pro-
pose to be catechised by my honorable
friend.”

Foiled and chagrined, the member
for Gaspe momentarily lost his poise,
the words “ward politeian,” and “trick-
ster” passed his lips, and Mr. Speigier
was compelled to intervene.

The House was by this time in mili-
tant mood, and Mr. Calder anxlous
for more battle, was not prepared to
iet his antagonist escape with even
doubtful honors. “Do you stand by
the platform of the farmers?’ he per
sisted in asking Mr. Lemieux, who,
driven into a corner, parried weakly
that he stood by the Liberal platform,
which is something vastly different.

And so the net result of the encoun-
ter was that Mr. Crerar reaffirmed his
well known tariff views, Mr. (‘aldivr
exercised his right as a cabinet min-
ister’ to maintain silence until the
budget is brought down, and Mr, Le-
mieux, drawn into a the trap he had
prepared for others, was compelled to
repudiate the farmers’ platform.

A free trade, or, to be more accur
ate, low tariff speech by Mr. Reid of
MacKenzie, closed the diwcussion and
the debate of the address, the longest
for many years, filling hundreds of
pages of hansard, and lasting for more
than three weeks, was Over.

CANADIANS IN NAVAL SERVICE

TO SHARE

IN PRIZE MONEY

A Proclamation Recently Issued Classes Canadians on the

Same Basis as British Sailors—The

Ottawa, Ont., Mar. 18—A royal proc-
lamation, dealing with the distribution
of prize money to the fleet, has been
received by the department of naval
service here. In this distribution
members of the Canadian navy who
performed service at sea are included
in exactly the same basis as those of
Britieh navy. ,

The proclamation defines the neces-
sary service “as having been borne for
service at sea on the books of a sea-
going ship of war which goes to rea,
or on the books of a parent ship for
service in armed sea-going tenders,”

Offerfsively armed auxiliary vessels
serving with the fleet are classed as
ships of war as are also trawlers,

drifters, armed hoarding vessels and
ships of the auxiliary patrol.

Pilots, observers and crews of naval
airships of the Royal Naval Air Serv-
ice, and others who have had to fly
continuously at sea while borne on
the books of a British ship are also
entitled to their proportion of Cue
prize money. But no service on shore
with the army or in training is con-
sidered.

The proclamation provides for the
method by which the money shall be
divided. The commander in chief of
the grand fleet receives 1,000 shares,
a squadron commander receives 750
shares and it is graded down until the
able seaman is given five shares and
the ship’s bav three.

Contradicts Itself in Many Cases.

Fredericton, March 18-—Commis-
sioner McQueen's report on che Pal-
riotic Potato Enquiry was tabled to-
Gay. In point of length it will com-
pensate for the time the public have
been waiting for it. The con :usions
which the commissioner sapports by
arranging the evidence, he adduced to
suit partisan purposes, and by using
the Stevens’ enquiry to create an un-
warranted impression that tha Pro-
vince lost money, are not likely to ba
the conclusions of fair-minded men
who followed the enquiry. The Com-
missioner accuses Mr. Daggett, taen
fecretary for Agriculture, ot caraless-
ness in the conduct of the potato busi-
uness, asserté in one place that cthe
province lost $32,861 on the transac-
tion, and in another place admits ithe
money Mad been pald back to the
province, but makes no specific
charges of a very damaging nature.
The only things that stand out clearly
are such as the people are already
aware of; that the province bought
more potatoes than were needed: to
make up its consignment to heip
(i1eat Britain and Belgium in the war
struggle; that losses were incurred
ip trying to sell the surplus in Cuba,
and that certain monies were obtained
to make good the deficit. These
monies, which were obtained from the
Nova Scotia Construction Company,
the commissioner assumes were taken
from the Province, though he does not
show how he arrives at that idea.

The report, which is a document of
about 25,000 words, was tabled this
evening. The commissioner reviews
the evidence at great length, and ar-
ranges it in a rather involved fashion
tc fit his conclusions. Many of these
conclusions begin with the premise it
go0-and-so is so-and-so, then it follows,
etc.

His principle findings, which are
tacked on to the end of the report, are
as follows:

“The Province purchased in the
year 1914, 68,603 barrels of New
Grunswick polatoes in eorder that a
patriotic shipment of 51,879 barrels
might be semt to the army amd navy
¢« the Imperial Government, and io
the relief of Belgian sufferers. The
amount expended for this purpose wag
$153,605.75. No tenders were called
for but names of certain persons werc
selected and these given a preference
over all others. Within this circle
still another preference was extend-
ed, this to B, F. Smith, afterward
‘Yinister of Public Works. This priv
iiege never should have been granted,
was shamefully abused, and is one of
the' chief causes for the loss sustained.

“The number of barrels of potatoes
which the Province had on hand after
the two shipments were completed, ac-
cording to the quantity purchased,
should have been 17,224, Of this
quantity 13,142 barrels were sent to
Cuba, 52% barrels sold to W. D.
Manzer and 100 barrels to A. B.
Crosby & Co. Tidat all these consign-
ments were paid, except those to
Waite, Manzer, 8. De J. Roira and A.
Breseulu & Co., and these consignees
cach made some payments on their
shipments; the amounts and nature of
which are set forth. The balance of
these potatoes were not accounted for
and outside of the culls, which were
traced to some extent, appear to be a
total ‘loss to the province. A large
number of these were gold by Mr. Dag-
geott to parties in Saint John, and were
never credited to the province. These
he should be made to account for.

“The returns for the' potatoes so
sold (amounting to $8,499.46) never
passed through the books of any ot
the departments of the province. This
amount was swallowed up in the ex-
penditures and an attempt made to

induce the public to believe that at|

least $32,861.39 had been received by
the province on account of such sales.
The accommodation note given by A.
C. Smith and Co. for this amount was
the first move in that direction. The
cash advanced by F. W. Sumner was
the second, and the return to the
province through W. B. Tennant was
the final move in this attempt which
closed out this indebtedness. The ar-
rangement made with Tennant by
which this money was to be taken
out of the province, is one which the
late governp]ent never should have
consented or agreed to, and is censur-
able from every standpoint, as it was
obtained by Tennant, under an illegal
agreement, and paid by him for an il
legal and improper purpose and should
be returned to the province.

“That at the time Tennant handed
over the amount provided for in his
contract $61,500, he then believed,
from representations made to him,
that the whole of this amount was
required to pay the potato indebted-
ness, whereas only a portion of same
was 80 used.

“The balance was disposed of in the
following manner:

“To Harry Woods, as salary for or-
ganzer, $1,000,

“To the same party as expenses
while such organizer, $687.88.

“To Raleigh Trites, of Sackville,

about the time of the by-election in|m

Westmorland, $10,000, of which
amount $2,000 was paid by George B.
Jones personally, and the balance
through the organizer, Harry Woods.

“To James H. Crocket, managing-
director of the Gleaner newspaper,
Fredericton, $10,000 before the by-

election in Carl
wasg paid by Jones $0 Organizer Woods
and through him@ to Crocket and
Crocket got it foritlie reason that ‘it
was a matter of pit up or shut up, as
he described it. =

“To Wallace Gibson, $6,000 for or-
ganization purposes at a by-election in
Carleton County rough John S.
Kagles as a messdnger. This money
given to Jones and distributed by him
was province momtey and should ho
returned by the pérties who received
it without value Or consideration, or
by Jones and Tehnant, the origji
distributors, for th® reasons above set
forth, i

“The barrels phrchased cost the
province 32% cents eacl. J. S. Bagles,
a middleman, received a rake-off ot
$436.78, and the Manufacturers were
unable to sell ex through this pro-
cess.

“The statement set out in {\e report
of the provincial auditorgeneral fo¥
the year 1915, pagg 202, in reference
to this potato t tion, is entirely
erroneous and inoorrect. No ‘receipts
from sales of potatoes’ as therein in-
dicated ever took place.

“That exhibit 5, & copy of the ac-
count filed with tke auditor-general
by the Department of"Agriculture, as
a true statement of the account of
sales and disbursdments of potatoes,
was falsely made fip, has no relation
to the true conditions, and was so
made up and filed}for the purpose of
misleading and degeiving the auditon
general and the people of this prov-
ince. That broKer's commissions
were charged and paid by the province
on sales of peotatoss never made, as
appears by the record; marine insur-
ance was paid for, but no attempt ever
made to recover such insurance by
reason of losses oocasioned by ‘perils
of the sea,’ according to Daggett's evi
dence.

““That the $61,500 apove mentioned
was returned, and placed in 'fennant’s
business in the manner above describ
ed, go that the auditor appointed to
examine his bo ould not make a
discovery of its lacement. and te
afford Tennant an opportunity to go
on the stand before the royal com-
mission and declare the same was stili
there.

“That both George B. Jones and
ex-Attorney-General Baxter assisted
Tennant in accomplishing this ,and it
Tennant's evidence is to be believed
both knew the purpose he had in view
when he obtained from them such as-
sistance.

“That certain statements made by
the said George B. Jones, under the
Stevens’ inquiry, were in direct con-
tradiction to those made by him .on
this inquiry; and the sworn evidence
given by him on the Stevens’ inquiry
that he had no knowledge of what be-
came of the $40,000 in cash which Ten-
nant took out of the bank as part of
the proceeds of a cheque for $100,000,
was false and untrue.

“That the late minister of agricul-
ture, Hon. J. A. Murray, was con-
stantly consulted by his secretary,
as to the manner and method in which
this potato transaction was being
carried on, and is largely responsible
for the loss incurred in connection
therewith, either through neglect of
duty or incapacity.

“That the disposition made by Ten-
nant of the $100,000 ‘above referred
to is as follows: He paid George B.
Jones $61,500; he paid a note.om
which he was liable with Jones
$20,000; the Nova Scotia Construction
Company owed him an old bill of
$5,000. This he deducted; this com-
pany owed him three years' salary at
$5,000. This, he considered, should
be deducted. In this way the whole
amount has been absonbed: in fact
the difference between $81,500 and
$100,000 Tennant still has in his
business.

“The exact moneys lost to the prov-
ince could not be definitely ascer-
tained, but sufficient was disclosed
to show that at least $32,861.39 (the
amount attempted to be concealed)
was so lost, as $61,500 was the
amount taken out of the province and
set aside by Tennant to meet this
loss, it may reasonably be supposed
that the province is out this last
amount by reason of this potato trans-
action, although a porftion of the same
was expended for another purpose.

“The return made by Walte for his
Cuban shipment was never filed with
the agricultural department, or any
other department of the province, but
was kept and preserved by the late
gecretary for agriculture as a private
document and produced from his ori-
vate files. That no returns were filed
in any' department of the zovernment
as to the consignment to Manzer and
the late secretary for agriculture had
not even a private record of this
transaction to produce. The consign-
ments to Manzer and Waite and the
proceeds derived therefrom were not
explained or acounted for in an intel-
ligent manner, and the reason given
by Daggett for paying $3,000 of the
ex-attorney-general’s money was not
satistactory. I am, therefore, unable
to disclose the true inwardness of this
transaction from the evidence before

by the men working with Robichaud,
the foreman, Bliss Molling, and others,
and the jury returned the following
verdict: .

We, the jury empannelled to em-
quire into the death of David Robi-
chaud, believe from the evidence giv-
en that the deceased came to his
death on Monday, March 18, 1919, by
being burned to death By an explo-
sion, while repairing a gasoline tank in !
the C. N. R. shops at Moncton. We
believe the proper precautions are
not taken to safeguard the lives of
the workmen whilst engaged in this
work. We further consider that the
tank should have been opened and
examined hefore putting men to work
on it, or applying heat in connection
with repairs.

The railway authorities, it is under-
stood, will begin an investigation of
their own tomorrow, ia an effort to
bring out more detafls in regard to
the cause of the fatality.

HAGUE PROPOSED
AS SEAT OF LEAGUE
