Mr. P. D. Ross was a wealthy gentle­
man who was supposed to enlighten 
the public. He was not satisfied with 
being appointed on special commit­
tees, but he' also rented his building 
to the government.

Newspapers, he declar­
ed. had been bought right and left 
until there was no longer any respect 
for the press in Canada. There were, 
he said, respeo able papers in the 
Dominion, but the others which were 
not respectable had alienated the pub­
lic confidence.

We were, said Mr. Lemieux, passing 
through ominous times and it was a 
significant fact that the press was 
silent.

Ottawa, May 28.—This was a busi­
ness-like day in the Commons. After 
eome interesting preliminaries* which 
included an announcement by Sir 
Thomas White that a contract has 
been made with the government of 
Greece for the purchase of twelve mil­
lion bushes of Canadian wheat, the 
resolution, ou which the new civil 
service bill is based, was debated and 
adopted in committee.

------Sir E. Cornwall, who wee in
the chair, had Jus-t concluded read­
ing the terms of the motion when 
there was & disorderly demonstration 
In the Strangers* Gallery, where, un­
der a recent hisuovation, men and wo­
men now sit together. The disturb­
ance was created by two women who 
occupied seats in the front row, which 
overlooks the Peers’ Gallery, 
younger of the two, without rising 
from her seat, suddenly shouted out, 
“You are leading the people into an­
other war." Her companion immed­
iately added something, which, how­
ever did not reach the Reporters* Gal­
lery In articulate form. Two ot the 
attendants made their way to the in­
terrupters, and, seizing them by their 
arms, pulled them out of their seats 
and hurried them towards the Gallery 
exit. They offered no resistance, but 
as they were being urged onwards 
both women kept shouting out The 
women who first broke in upon the 
proceedings cried out, "You have not 
settled the last war, and you are lead­
ing the workers Into another," and 
"You are a gang of murderers," as she 
was being half carried up the stairs 
leading to the doorway, while her com­
panion was heard to shout, "We shall 
have no peace until we havj a Soviet'*

The moment they hat disappear­
ed through the door and 
hearing ^mother woman sitting on 
the opposite side of the Gallery rose 
in her place and said in a quiet mat- 
tr,r-of fact way, "We want Soviet*.** 
She stood facing the Home for a sec­
ond or two, and then tame ! on her 
ho el and walked out of the Gallery, 
closely followed by one of the attend­
ants. The scene ttid not Mat more 
than two minutas, and caused not the 
slightest intvrrattlon of the business.

It appears that Miss Chaki visit­
ed Colonel Newoombe when he was
