After a night spent in jail he was
arraigned in the city police court to-
day before Magistrate Sir Hugh John
MecDonald, charged with seditious li-
bel. He was remanded until July 4,
on the request of his legal counsel, T,
J. Murray. Bail was fixed at $6,000
and he was released. The charges
against Mr. Dixon are based on writ-
ten matter seized by the police in the
raid made on the offices of the West-
ern Labor News, police assert.

The city solicitor had prepared
a by-law which provided that all per-
scns must produce a certificate o
successful vaccination within seven
years before being admitted or sold a
ticket for admittance to a theatre,
Inquiries made at St. John, where
compulsory vaccination was carried
out on a modified scale, elicited the in-
formalion that during the spring of
1918 the health authorities there ex-
cluded children from the picture
houses unless they had a certificate
o. successful vaccination, also all per-
sons showing rash. The Health Board
decided therefore to enforce vaccina-
tion along similar lines and also de-
cided to ask the Chief of Police io
Instruct every member of the force
to note the names and addresses of
any person showing a rash. Manag-
ers of theatres will be guided by a by-
law drafted along lines similar to the
method followed in St. John.
