“Armistice” Was in Force.

Dublin,  Feb, 1¢.—The Irish Bullé-
tin. issued tonight, summarizes the
report of the Daily Eireann, held in
the last week of January, &t which
“there was a full attendance of avall-
able members, including the presi-
dent.”

Quoting from the speech of Bamonn
DeValera which dealt largely with
the peace negotlations of December,
an outline of which was printed some
time ago, the Bulletin says:

“Perturbed at the effect on world

pinion of his uar d Black and
Tan warfare upon the Irish people,
the British Prime Minister commis-
sioned the Archbishop of Perth to
come to Ireland as an official inter-
mediary to arrange a truce.”

Found Irish Falr,

The statement adds that Archbishop

Clune came to Ireland and interview-
ed Arthur Griffiths, founder of the
Sinn Fein organization, the “Minister
of Finance,” and others, and found
that they were “fair and reasonable
men,” and so reported to Mr. Lloyd
George.
It is asserted that the attitude of
Mr. Lloyd George meantime had un-
dergone a change as a result of a
peace proposal of “six of the thirty-
two members of the Galway Council
and Father O'Flanagan’s telegram,
both of which he pretended to believe
were- indications of a general break
up in the moral of the Irish _peof\e
#nd a cry for “peace at any price.

Willing For Truce.

De Valera, says the Bulletin pro-
ceeded to say in his speech that Arch-
bishop Clune nevertheless was asked
to return to England and repurt. On
December 14, says the Bulletin, the
British Government intimated its will-
lingness for a truce extending over a
month “on crtain genera] conditioms.”
