 Bome of the reasons why the dominion
senate rejected pmicn of the eleventh hour
legislation of tlie Borden govermment were
given by Senator (. G. King, of Chipman,
who arrived in the city yesterday en route
nome from Ottawa. Senator King said

~that the measure for the purchase of the

T. & N. O. Railway from the province of
Ontario was very ill-considered and be-
sides was unjust to the other provinces.

“The passage of this bill,” he said,
“would have meant that the rich province
of Ontario would have been paid $2,000,-
000 for a railway which is paying its own
way, and is being operated without any
loss to the province. - The share of New
Brunswick in this grant to Premier Whit-
ney for his yeoman seérvice to the Con-
servative cause would.have been $100,000,
or just about as much as the federal gov-
ernment’s share for the agricultural in-
terests, the highways and other services
in this province.” 2

“We are told at Ottawa,”’ said Senator
King, “that the last has not been heard
of this matter, but that the attempt to
reward Tory Ontario will be renewed in
another form. Senator Mackenzie Bowell,
a Conservative ex-premier, told me that
the sum for the purchase of the railways
would be placed in the estimates next
year. That would be very interesting in-
deed, for while the senate cannot amend
the estimates by striking out items, the
upper house can refuse to pass supply, and
if this were done there would be an early
election, just what the opponents of the
government are looking for.”

Speaking of the bill %or the aid of high-
ways and its amendment, Senator King
gaid that the upper house put in the bill
what the government said it was willing
to do, that is, hand over the spending of
the money voted t6 the provincial depart-
ments. = ;

“It was argued;” said ‘the senator, “that
the provincial governments had no more
right to spend the federal grant for high-
ways than they did the agricultural ap-
propriation, but to my'mind there is a
wide differénce, chiefly because there is a
dominion minister of agriculture with the
whole department under’him.”

Distinguished Contractor .Intimates
That He Will Be Back Before Long
— New Steel Industry Likely —
Definite Announcement May Be

Until this
matter is definitely settled, orders cannot
be given for the actual starting of work,
and it is important that the plan should
be finally adopted before Mr. Palmer can
get his forces organized for the starting
of the development.

Afte¥ a brief visit to Ottawa, Mr. Grif-
fiths' will return to Montreal, then to
Quebee, where he will embark for the re-
turn voyage to England at the end of the
week.
