The Hustings Speeches.

The report of speeches, which .com-
menced at eleven a. m.ended at 3 p. m.
and were in type by 4. p.m. are neces-
sarily brief and imperfect. Onr Report-
ers, however, have succeeded in giving
the gencral driftof the remarks of several
of the orators of to-day, and of the
leading points at issue, more particu-
larly in the City Election. The dny,
being very wet, was unfavorable for out
door speaking but the anditors were
patient; and, on the whole, everything
passed off as pleasantly as could have
been expected.

The County Election The Result.

PR

The Election contest is as good as
decided already. An examination of
the canvassers’ reports and Ward Com-
mittees’ lists leaves no room for doubt
in reference to the result, Private let-
ters, personal enquiry, the opinions of
leading men who have dealt with
elections for the past twenty yeats, all
agree in assigning to Messrs. Burpee
and Palmer two-thirds, if not -three-
fourths, of the vote lying west of the St.
John, including Carleton, Fairville,
Mosquito Cove; Spurr’s Cove, South
Bay, Spruce Lake, Pisarinco, Musquash,
Mace’s Bay, Dipper Harbor, etc. In
Portland, Mr. Burpee will lead all the
candidates largely, and the other two
leading candidates will come out about
even, Mr. Palmer having been gaining
ground daily in that important district,
In St. Martins the vote will be pretty
generally Burpee and Palmer, and we
shall expect to find the voting there
much the same as at Musquash, where
the mill owners and old politicians are
all the same way. In Simonds, which
includes Red Head, Black River, tLoch
Lomond, Golden Grove, etc,, thére will
be a majority for the two candidates
named. In the City, the vote for Bur-
pee and Palmer will be overwhelmingly
large. In Wellington, Prince and
King’s Wards, which throw a very
heavy vote, the great body of the
electors will poll in the way we have
indicated. Queen’s will be more cut
up, but Palmer and Burpee will lead
largely here also; and the same is true
of Sydney and Duke’s combined. We
consider, therefore, that the Election
is virtually decided, though we would
not have any canvasser or any friend of
the leading candidates slacken his efforts
on that account. It is a sound rule in
Elections to work vigorously up to the
moment the Poll closes, and it need not
be departed from in this instance.
Another good rule that should be fol-
lowed in this contest, as in all other
contests where important principles are
not at stake and the Electors are gener-
ally friendly to more than one of the
Candidates, is to avoid plumping.
Whatever others may do, the friends of
Mr. Palmer will vote for two of the
County Candidates. In most instances,
their second vote is already promised to
another candidate, chiefly Mr. Burpee,

and we hear it is their intention to main-

tain faith in this-as in all other respects.
Only in this way can confidence in a
candidate be inspired and a sound poli-
tical reputation built up for him.

PoLITICAL MEETINGS.—Mr. Burpee
spoke in Temperance Hall, Quaco, on
Wednesday night. Mr. Archibald
Rowan and Dr. Ruddock also addressed
the meeting, which was very fricndly to
Mr. Burpee.

Mr. Palmer spoke at Black River on
Wednesday night, Mr. Wallace, ship-
builder, in the Chair ; and at Quaco on
Thursday night, Mr. Rourke ship-
builder, in the chair,—and to good
audiences in each case. Mr. Palmer
spoke with considerable animation and
was well received. The eastern section
of the County is most favourably dis-
posed towards Messrs. Butpee and Pal-
mer.

Mr. Palmer’s meeting in Portland
last evening was attended by a very
large audience, to whom his straight-
forward, blunt address gave general
satisfaction. James Harris, Esq. was
in the chair. Silas Alward Esq., and
W. H. Tuck, Esq., also made appro-
priate speeches. An excellent impres-
sion was produced.

A Poll was demmanded for the two
Elections.

The Sheriff then said that as there was
present only one candidate who had been &
representative before, that, in his mind, he
should have precedence in speaking, if
agreeable to the electors, and also that
this courtesy having been extended to the
city candidate, all others desirous of re-
presenting the City should have preierence
before those of the County. But he would
suggest that the County candidates speak
io the order of their nomination. Mr.
J. Travis asked if any gentleman, being
nominated for the City, would have the
preference in speaking before the County
members.

The Sheriff replied in the affirmative.

The speaking commenced at 11.30, the
candidates addressing the crowd from the
‘Court House steps, the rain falling hea-
vily.

Mr. Tilley said he appeared before his
constitutents to give an account of his
stewardship for the last five years. Five
years ago he stood there and promised that
the Dominionshould extend from the At-
Jantic to the Pacific, and his promise had
been fulfilled. The Dominion had acquir-
ed 350,000,000 acres of land, which had
cost the paltry sum of £300,000, and for
one twentieth of that territory they could
get twenty times that sum. It had also
‘been deemed necessary to acquire British
‘Columbig, & ‘country which is nearly three
times as large as Ontario, where a man
could earn $7 and $8 a day, but on
account of the difficulty of getting to it,
is comparatively valueless. To reach
this country the Pacific Railway was want-
ed,and he had recorded no vote with

greater pleasure than this vote in favor of

building the Pacific Railway—a railroad
which will open up to the millions of the
old world the teeming prairies of the West;
and in ten years this railroad will be com-
pleted. The*‘Northern Pacific ? will proba
bly be abandoned as our Canada Pacific will
be 500 miles shorter than any other road.
And Mr. Burpee, who is building a road
from Richmond or Sherbrooke to connect
with Western Extension, will make a line
only a few miles longer to St. John than to
Portland. Sir Hugh Allan has said that
St. Jobn has many advantages over Port-
land. and there is no doubt but that the
completion of that road will bring & great
influx of wealth to St. John.

And now he would touch on another
subject, for there wee many charges against
him to-day and he wished to answer them
all. The Washington Treaty he consider
ed one of the greatest and most important
questions that ever agitated the world ,and
although we know, as in the past, that
Brother Jonathan had got the best of the
bargain, still we know also that the pros
perity of this Country depended on the per-
wanency of peace relations with the Unit-
ed States. The Imperial Government, it
was true, had not pressed our claims for
the Fenian raids, but there were State
reasons for that course, and at the time of
the raid the British Government had tele-
graphed to the United States, thanking
them for their prompt action in stopping
the raid, which, he thought, they were
premature in doing. But the British Gov-
ernment had given us a guarantee of
§2,500,000, and were desirous that we
should ratify the Treaty, and though we
did it still we were satisfied we did not get
all we should.

Referring to Public Works, Mr. Tilley
said it was surprising the amount of trade
our canal system has taken from New
York, and in enlarging our canals we have
determined to construct the Bay Verte
Canal which will bring a great amount of
fishing trade to St. John, though a city
not 250 miles from St. John might not feel
as much interest in the Bay Verte Canal
as St, John does.

Now in regard to the assimilation of the
laws he would have liked to have had bis
constituents at his elbow, but, of course,
if in the five years he had committed errors
they were of the head and not of the heart.
Inregard to the tariff, how much worse
are we, the smaller Provinces, off than we
werefive yearsago? In Shipping, the high-
est duties have been swept off ; the light-
house dues have been swept off; the sick
and disabled seamen’s dues have been taken
off; and from iron and raw materials in
building ; and the daties on leaf tobacco
have been taken off ; but the other duties
have not been more onerous. = A surplus of
§7,500,000, to be expended in railways
and canals, has been rolled up.

Now as regards the Inter Colonial rail-
way (“‘you'll saythat’sa poser for Til-
ley.””) he would alswer that and leave the
question with his constituents. It was
seid that the railway would increase the
wealth, and business of the country would
increase, and it has done so. And when
the question was put to him as to the
route, he had said: **I’m first for the Cen-
tral Route,then for the Southern, and then
for any route by which it can be construct
ed.” They had got £3,500,000 from the
Imperial Parliament, and there was great
pressure in Parliament when the question
came up. Another difficulty came out.
When the Western Extension road was
completed, he preferred that the Inter-
Colonial road should go through the cen-
tre of the country ; but it was found that
though the shortest it was the most ex-
pensive ronte, and there was not a man
from Ontario at his back in favor of the
Centrsl line, while the Imperial Govern-
ment objected to taking a route convenient
to the United States ; and there was only
one course left for him to take. It was
said that he had rcceived letters from his
constituents not to resign, because Mr.
Anglin would take his place ; for the idea
was spread that if he went out of the Gov-
érnment on this question, no member from
the Southern part of the Province could be
taken, and therefore Mr. Anglin would fill
his place. Ile would say that in reference
to this and all other public questions, he
took his own course, and, after the stand
taken by the British Government in re-
ference to the road, he upheld his course.
It had been said he neglected his constitu-
ents. Well, he had a difficult office to fill,
which demanded all his attention. His
office duties were onerous, and he thought
he did his constituents more justice by
attending to his duties than by standing
around Chubb’s Corner. It was said New
Brunswick has not reeeived justice on her
railroads. Well, there will be over 700
miles of road open in our Province by the
close of the year,and we have just finished
a freight house second to none on the Con-
tinent. We are completing extensive
works at the breakwater. We will have
the road open to Halifax in October. We
will have 100 freight cars additional on the
road- at the close of the season.
It had been said that Halifax received
more favor than St. John. He would
like a single instance pointed out. In re-
gard to the salaries of the Judges, if they
were not as large as in Ontario it was
the fault of the Local legislature.

It was in Mr. DeVeber’s platform that
he did not give the Custom House offi-
cials enough salary. He had, however.
increased the salaries of the tide waiters
and lockers here, while in Montreal the
Customs expenses had been reduced.
The salaries of the Collectors in Halifax,
St. John and Qnebec are alike.

As for the Militia, it was far ahead
of what it was before Confederation.
And as regards Immigration, the
Piovince got more han it was et titled
to under Confederation.

It had been said the Assimi'ation of the
Currency did not take place for three or
four years. The reason was that a Con-
ference of all nattons of Europe was
held to settle the currency question, and
the work was not done, and the delay
was occasioned by these circumstances,
over which we had no control. The Fi-
nance Minisler has done an act which
will save the Dominion over $300,000 &
year, by makicg the Banks hold Do-
minion notes as security, and the resuit
is a sum of $8,000,000 now lying in Do-
minion notes to our credit. In regard
to the Mining interests, they have heen

ably .looked after; and as to tae a ldi- |

as the chief centre of the Province, for ] Gray and Mr. Tilley stood alone among

this member, and secured him. He had
touched upon the prineipal points, and
held himself in reserve to answer any
charges made against him.

Whether he was elected or rejected he
felt that the laboring classes, the manu-
facturing interests, and the prosperity of
New Brunswick have progressed, and that
in the future New Brunswick will be the
Massachusetts of Canada. He had not
ruined the Country, and was now here
before them again to claim their supportat
the Election next Thursday for Dominion
representative for the next five years.

Mr. Tilley concluded amid considerable
cheering, and was about to step back when
Mr. Jas. Macfarlane stepped forward and
asked him if when the Canada Pacific
Railway was completed, the Dominion
debt would not amount to $200,000,000
and equal to the debt on the other side of
the line, and if he Mr. Tilley had not
voted for the bill giving contractors on the
Pacific Road seats in Parliament.

Mr. Tilley in answering said, in the
first place, that the debt, if we
took into account Dominion property,
was not $75,000,000, and that we had a
s:1rplus now sufficient to py the intzrest if
we owed the debt,and the immenss in-
crease in population would not make the
debt felt at all. And as for forbidding
any one holding stock in the Line or being
in any way connected with ¢)ntracts hav-
ing a seat in Parliament, it wasa design
of men who wanted to defeat that very
Railway. He and some of the others
saw through it at first and those who had
voted in favor of the Bill now saw the de-
sign of its movers. The Government did
not take money for the Fisheries; it was
in payment of expenses incurred during
the Fenian raid.

MR, DEVEBER
then spoke, and said that Tilley had
come in a blowing style, very like an
Emigration Agent, seducing men away
to the North West where they might lie
on their back all day and be happy. It
had been said that he (Deveber) came
out in opposition to Mr. Tilley. He did
not. His cud appeared first. Mr. Til-
lev was not brought out as he was, and
when Mr. Tilley came out 20 or 25 years
ago, he was nominated by his (Deveb-
e1’s) father, many persons at the time
opposing him on the plea of inexperi-
ence, bu® they all knew that Tilley has
donc—mnight he not do as well? We
eannot expect to have the same man al-
ways, a beginning must be made, and
thus he had been brought forward. In
ragard to the Inter-Colonial Railway,
di | not Mr. Tilley send in a resignation
to Daniel & Boyd at the time? (Mr.
Tilley, * No!"”) ~ Mr. Deveber here read
a letter from G orge Schofield, saying
that Mr. Boyd had told him that Mr.
Tillev did resign, and that a meeting
was held in Daniel & Boyd’s office at
which Mr. Fairweather and others being
present, it was decided that Mr. Tilley
must not resign, and a letter was wiittn
him saying that if he resigned the city
would not re-eleect him. He (Mr. De-
veber) had also been told by a former
friend of Tilley’s, that Tilley had said
that he felt it was his place to have r.-
siened. IHe was not at liberty to
m mtion the name of this informant
e would not do a thing like that. If
he thought it was his duty to resign, he
would resign. Mr. Tilley had referred
to Manitoba, - Now, there are about
3.000 whites, 7,000 Chinese and 42,000
Indians, yet they had six representa-
tives and four Senators. We in this
(ounty had only two members and four
Senators., Mr. Tilley had not said any-
thing about Better Terms. He was a
party to the compact by act if not by
Ceel. Two delegates had been sent
from the Local Legislature, but they
came back, had done nothing, and not a
word was sid, We have a stamp tax
which is put o1i in other countries only
after a long, expensive war: we have
had a duty on Flour; and the officials
in the Cu:t»m House have hard work
and small pay, while the Goyernor Gen-
eral gets about $50,000 a year, a great
d:al more than the salary of t!e Presi-
dent of rhe United States. The fact of a
man not having resigned when he
should have done so is sufficient to put
that man out. If they send him, (Mr.
Devebor) he would go unpledged, and
would vote for those measures that would
most benefit the Province and St. John in
g?rticnlar. He wasat a great disadvantage.

e had no press at his back, and was a
poor speaker. The combat is like that
between David and Goliah, but he had a
stronger power at his back than press or
el quence,—that of the vote of the electors
of tne city.

MR. TRAVIS.

Mr. Travis now appeared, and for some
minutes vainly endeavored to have a
hearing. Cries ot *¢ Tilley,” * Palmer”
and ¢ Deveber’’ prevented him from being
heard. Mr. Palmer coming forward and
explaining to the people that Mr. Travis
was really a candidate, and should be giver
a fair hearing, the noise subsided. and Mr.
Travis said that Mr. McKenzie had
afirmed that Mr. Tilley was as bad
in logic as he was in grammar ; he would
show that Mr. Tilley’s polisical morality
was worse than either. He wanted to say
a few words for Deveber,and that was why
he had been nominated. Tilley must be
apswered. (Cries ¢ Why doesn’t Deveber
answer Tilley?’’) Tilley was not able to
look an honest man honestly in the face,
for he had not resigned when he shonld
have done so. Tilley had spoken guarded-
ly, but once he had made a pledge which
Mr. Travis had made a note of. It was at
the last election, when he promised to op-
pose the Inter-Colonial gnilway by the
present route. He bad not donesc. Hay-
ing been elected on those pledges it was
most glaringly dishonest not to have kept
his word. Mr. Tilley says nothing of all
his work previous to the Western Exten-
gsion Railway; he is too guarded to be
honest. He would read a few reports of
the time of the last election beginbing
with extracts from the Freeman. a paper
which he knew Tilley’s friends (or some ol
them) sneered at most openly.

Mr. Tilley did not keep his promises
in regard to the Mayor Robinson line
to his wonstituents. It was clearly Mr.
Tilley’s duty to have voted against the
resolutions for building the Intercolo-
nial Railway by the North Shore route
when - introduced into Parliament.—
Every one “mows that when a Govern-
ment bill is brought down each mem-
ber is responsible for the whole bill.
Mr. Tilley said the British Government
would not consent to the road being
built by any other route. Now, Mr.
McDougall said that he, a colleague of
Mr. Tilley, was rendy to resign, on the
question of the building of the road by
that route, but that Mr. Tilley would
not resign. Mr. McDouga'l said the
British Government had been trepanned
into giving the guarantee for building
the road by the North Shore. There is
no doubt but that the surveys of Flem-
ing and the other engineers who sur-
veyed the other routes, were for the pur-
pose of deceiving the people. Mr.
'l‘ille%l had forfeited his trust to the
people on this railroad question. Mr.
Gray has been almost universally con-
demned in this constituency. In what
respect is Mr. Gray’s conduct worse

than Mr. Tilley's?

the representatives of New Brunswick
in voting for it. When Mr. Tilley was
offered the governorship of British Co-
lumbia he did not take it because he
found the salary would not pay him.

Amid great noise Mr. Travis con-
cluded.

Mr. Tilley here stepped forward when
the crowd made such a noise that he could
pot be heard at first. Mr. Travis said the
making of the noise was grossly unfair.
Mr. Palmer also stepped forward and asked
a hearing for Mr. Tilley. The crowd
quieted and Mr. Tilley said that no matter
how favorable the route was, the British
Government would not give the guarantee
by any route connecting with the Upited
States, and the Quebec representatives
went solid for the North Shore route, and
though the Shippigan port was ridiculed
by bim as the terminus of the line still it
hns not yet been adopted. As to what Mr.
McDougall said when here, great surprise
was expressed at his act.

MR, PALMIR

Mr. Palmer was the next speaker. He
said it was the duty of the people to know
what kind of a representative they should
have at Ottawa to rely upon. He did not
believe in dead issues, but he wished to
know what the people wanted in their re-
presentative. ~ He believed - the people
wanted a member identified with their in-
terests, who was bound up with them and
their interests. He was one who com-
plained bitterly of the absence of members
trom their places in Parliament when im-
portant measures came up. 1f members
had attended to the interests of their con-
stituents, the duties on breadstuffs would
not have been imposed, Now the man
who has an interest in the country should
be elected. He said he bad $40,000 in-
vested.in a.woollen factory in the Parish
of Simonds, in which he had 80 employeer,
and on the outskirts of the town he bad a
large interest in a glass_factory, and he
owned a valuable property in the centre of
the city, A great many pe«p'e asked him
why he had invested so much money in
manufacturing. He said the answer he
gave them was like the big man who used
to let his little wife beat him. It amused
him and didn’t hurt anybody. He believed
New Brunswick was pre-eminently a
manufaciuring country, and to -make it &
a cheap country to live in would be to er-
courage manufacturing. He had heard of
the feeling in the United States
against this country, but he liked
to keep on friendly terms with his neigh-
bors. and he believed that the Dominion
should endeavor to get justice for New
Brunswick. It had not got justice as yet.
He did not kaow whose fault it was, but
it was so. He was glad to see that
no bitterness existed between the County
members, as was shewn amcng the
supporters of the city representatives.
It was said that he was’ atraid to. eclare
himself, He would like to know on what
subject he was ever undecided ? 1f there
was any indecision in his conduct he would
like to know it. He was glad all classes
and shades were going to vote for him.
He would declare himself, though he
might truly say things were “a little mix-
ed.” He did not think he could go there
to support a Clear Grit government, as
he did mnot see that they pursued
an honest course in their opposition.
He would go therato support all good
measures, but if he thought they were not
doing right he would vote against them ;
but before doing so be would state his in-
tention and try and get them to change
their policy. It might be that he wonld
vote agaiust the Government the first time
an opportunity offered, but he did not be-
lieve in swapping horses in the dark, to use
an old saying. He said he did not believe
he had made an inzorrect statement in his
canvas. A great many stori 8 were told
against him, and one was that he favored
Mr. Mitchell and the North Shure route
against Mr. Tilley. He said, in the first
place, it would be difficalt for New Bruns-
wick to get two portfolios, as British Col-
umbia and Manitoba had come in and they
would clamor for offices. le did nok
know that Mr. Tilley and Mr.
Mitchell were jealous of each other.
The contrary, he believed, was the fact.
He had no property on the North Shore.
He did not think that he could prefer
the North Shore to St. John, where all
his property was. He could assure
lthem that any one who heard that state-
I ment might contradict it. If any one
I wanted to find out his faults let him set
up for Parliament. One story was that
Bishop Sweeney had sent his brother up
to St. Martins fo tell all the Catholics to
plump Palmer. The gentleman who
told him said it was a terrible story.
When Bishop Sweeney was asked about
it, it turned out his brother was dead
three years. That fixed that story.
Another story circulated among the
Catholics was that it had been said he
was an Orangemen and killed two
Catholics ! ! Now he heard it said that
some persons had endeavored to raise
certain societies against him. Some
persons thought it would make them
very big individuals, but he thought it
would make them very small.—
He asked for their votes irrespective of
creed or party. He thought that the sober
judgment of the majority of the voters
was the same on that question. He did
not desire to steal the thunder of Mr. Kerr
about the harbor improvements, but he be-
lieved there ought to be a dry dock in St.
John, and a proper Engineer to inspect
the harbor for that purpose. He relied on
his own bottom ; he avoided all complica-
tions, and if he was elected he wished it to
be on his own merits. He harbored no
hard feelings against any man, and even if
he was not elected he would feel thankful
for the many kindnesses shown him ; but
he felt quite contident that he would be
elected on Wednesday next.

Other
speeches were delivered, and a resolution
was carried amidst much cheering that any
woman who gave more than sevenpence a
pound for meat at the market on Friday
and Saturday should forfeit her husband’s
wages for the week. At Aspull,a meeting
of women was held,all men being excluded
excepting one, who occupied the chair. It
was resolved to abstain from meat for a
month,and it was further determined that,
in the event of any woman transgressing, a
public meeting should be called, and the
offender burned in effigy.

Mr. Geo. R. Bent's Organ Factory.

This factory is situated on Main street
(West end). It measures 30 feet long and
40 feet wide and is three stories high. The
first flat is used for storing lumber and all
other heavy materials for manulacturing
purposes. The second flat is now used as
a storeroom. but Mr. Bent intends to turn
it into a workshop in the fall, as one flat is
rot sufficiently large for manufactaring
purposes. Of this storeroom there is a
room which is used for finishing and var-
nishing the organs and making them ready
for inspection and sale. The third flat is
used for the manufacture of the organs.
There are 4 men and 2 boys, in all six
hands, employed in the factory, butas soon
as the other workshop is finished, there
will probably be double the number put
on. When Mr. Bent commenced opera-
tions about two years ago, he made six
organs as an experiment, and for these he
found ready sale. Last season he made
onc hundred organs, which he basalso dis-
posed of at remunerative prices. He is
now working on a lot of one hundred ani
thirty, fifty of which are sold and the other
eighty are nearly finished. The building
is cool, well lighted and plastered, with &
gravel roof. Mr. Bent has on hand a lot
of lumber, seasoning, for one hundred
larger sized organs, which he intends to
commence upon as scon as the lumber is
in condition. Mr. Bent sells the most of
his organs in New Brunswick and Nova
Scotia. W herever his organs go he receives
letters from his customers stating that they
give every satisfaction. The factory is the
only one of the kind in the Lower Prov-
inces. Mr. Bent is fully determined to
double bis business, and it is certain his
enterprise and never failing energy will
ansure him success.
