The case of Scott, Lawton & Ellis vs.
A. Peters oceupicd the 1 &'ance of yester-
‘day.” Haningten & Milledge appeared for
the defence, and in addressing the jury
asked that the account for which Mr.
Peters was sued be reduced, as the wages
charged were too high, and as Mr. Ellis,
one of the plaintifis, had been incapaci-
tated on account of his drinking habits
from properly performing his work. M.
MeDonald, Esq., for the plaintiffs, claim-
ed a verdict for the full amount. His
clients had all sworn that the stcount, as
now sued, was at one time consented to
by the defendant, and he had made no ob-
jection to it until after the suit was
brought. Judge Watters, in charging
the jury, said it was for them to decide
whether to believe the evidence of the
three plaintiffs or of the defendant, as
they had sworn directly opposite to cach
other. = The jury returned a verdict of
$151.76, the full amount claimed by the
plaintifis. During the progress of the
case there were several amusing tilts be-
tween the opposing counscl, and the
learned Judge had frequently to pour oil
npon the troubled waters.
