TY-S8ECOND day of the month of JANUARY next, NEVERTHELESS, for certain causes
and considerations, We have thought fit further to prorogue the same to THURSDAY, the
First day of the month of FEBRUARY next, so that neither you, nor any of you on the
said Twenty-second day of January next, at Our City of Ottawa to appear are to be
held and constrained : for WE po wiLL THAT you and each of you, be as to Us, in this
matter, entirely exonerated ; commanding, and by the tenor of these presents, enjoining
you, and each of you, and all others in this behalf interested, that on THURsDAY, the
First day of the month of FEBRUARY next, at Our City of OrTAWA aforesaid, personally
you be and appear, for the DespaTcH oF BusiNEss, to treat, do, act and conclude upon
those things which in Our said Parliament of Canada, by the Common Council of Our
said Dominion, may, by the favour of God, be ordained.

IN TEsTIMONY WHEREOF, We have caused these Qur Letters to be made Patent,
and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WiTNESs, Our Right
Trusty and Right Well-Beloved Cousin the Right Honourable Sir GiLeert
JorN Eurvior, Earl of Minto and Viscount Melgund of Melgund, County of
Forfar, in the Peerage of the United Kingdom ; Baron Minto of Minto,
County of Roxburgh, in the Peerage of Great Britain; Baronet of Nova
Scotia, Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Distinguished Order of St. Michael
and 8t. George, etc., etc., Governor General of Canada.
