Last Monday evening another event
was entered in the pages of the history
of the Kingston General Hospital—the
unveiling of the handsome statue pre-
sented to the Board of Governors by
Archbishop Cleary in commemoration
of the Irish immigrants who perished
from the deadly ship-fever in 1847-8.
Long before the hour appointed for the
ceremony, crowds of citizens of every
denomination were seen making their
way towards the General Hospital
grounds. By 7 o'clock Stewart street
was black with people. Every point
of vantage was crowded to its utmost
capacity. It is estimated that nearly
2,600 people were in attendance.

On Saturday night the Board of Gov-
ernors had held a special meeting, at
which Principal Grant was appointed
to receive the statue.

Precisely at 7o'clock the Archbishop
of Kingston drove up to the General
Hospital in his splendid equipage.
He was accompanied by Monsignor
Farrelly, V. G., and Archdeacon Kelly.
On alighting from his carriage. he
was received by Dr. Kilburn, medical
superintendent, and conducted to the
top of the historic mound, where he
was welcomed by Mr. Edwin Chown,
President of the Board of Governors of
the General Hospital, and Primcipal
