Ventilation.

The only ventilution practicable in the
houses of the working classes is that which
is termed natural ventilation, which s caused
by the ascent of heated air : the air which
becomes impure by the action of the lungs,
or by the burning of candles, lamps, gas,
&c., or by the fire, is beated, and rendered
lighter than pure air; it therefore rises to
the top, and cold, pure air takes its place.
Thus, to ventilate a room well, it is essential
that there should be two openings, one

In dwelling
rooms, as ordinarily constructed, the impure
air is imperfectly carried away by the
draught of the chimney ; it follows that the
whole of the room above the level of the
fireplace remainsfilled with airin a partially
impure state ; and the openings by which
air is admitted are usually left to chance,
the cracks around and under the doors and
windows being the means by which it gains
an entrance.
