Frauds in the Ottawa Post Office.—A 
special telegram to the Reporter slates tbit seri­
ous frauds have been (Uncovered in tbe Post 
Office at Ottawa, and that the Deputy Post­
master bad resigned to_prerent dismissal. It 
it said pumbers of registered letters have been 
miisirg for some time. The effair is being in­
vestigated by government detectives.

Red River Insurrection. —St. Paul 
Minn , Nov. 24.— Ihe latest intelligence from 
Red River represents matters in much the same 
position es et lest accounts. The rebels it Fort 
Garty have inegureted martial law, and strict 
discipline is enforced. They have seized the 
stores belonging to the Hudson’s Bay Company, 
from which they draw their supplies of provisi­
ons. Provisions! Governor Broun issued a p o- 
clamaticn announcing tbe establishment of mar­
tial law, inviting the adherence of all residents 
of the territory to the Provisional Government, 
and stating that the object of tbe rebellion 
to protect all inhabitants to tbe enjoyment of 
their rights, end tbe poeesaioi of their lands, 
and to resist tbe assumption of authority by 
Canada, which the Hudson's Bay Company had 
no power to convey Tbe proclamation waa ta­
ken to the offline of the Nor Weeler to be print­
ed, but Dr. Brown the proprieter refused to do 
so, wheieupon a iquad of the insurgents arrest 
ed him, end seized the office. The printers were 
compelled to issue tbe proclemetion, one man 
who refured being threatened with instant death 
if he failed to comply. The document bee been 
widely ÿirculeted throughout the territory.

Although the leaders ol the movement deny 
that annexation is the ulterior object of tbe re­
bellion, there is no doubt that they are secretly 
woiking for that end. The British and half- 
breeds, of partly British origin generally, temain 
faithful and refuse to aid the insurrection in any 
way. j he rebels threatened to resort to con­
scription to forte them to join the movement. 
Governor McDougall is at Pembina, where he 
has taken a house end will remain during the 
winter, uoli se the things take a more favourable 
turn. Tre Crow Indians who have come to tbe 
support of tt e libels are encamped about six 
miles North of Fort Gerry. The situation of 
those whites and half-breeds who oppose tbe re­
bellion is detly getting more precarious, end 
many talk of leaving for the Stems.

The object of the rebels is said to be, not to 
throw off their allegiance to the Queen, bat to 
oppose annexation to Canada.
