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]anded contrary to Law, geize and carry the same
away ; and it shall be the Duty of the said Trea-
surer or any Depity Treasurer to cause the
samé Arficles forthwith to be appraised and va-
lued by Three respectable Persons ; and in all
Cases where the Value of-the Articles shall not
exceed the .
