This nation of warriors is always lia­
ble to be arosed by a cry of “Africa 
for the Africans,” whictb it is reported, 
has always been preached to them by 
emissaries from 
among the negroes of -North America. 
Recently one of the loyal chiefs, Sitshi- 
tsbili, was found murdered in his 
kraal. He had been loyal to the gov­
ernment since 1884, when Difiizulu suc­
ceeded his father, Cetewaÿc. This and 
othr events have shown that the paci­
fication of the country which was at­
tempted last year has still to be 
brought to a successful, conclusion, and 
on November 30 the Governor of Natal 
issued a proclamation at Pietermaritz­
burg calling attention to the disturban­
ces in Zululand and the necessity of 
their cessation. The arrest of Dinizulu 
was effected without the firing of a 
shot. The chief, accompanied by fifty 
followers, surrendered unconditionally 
at 11 o’clock, and is now under guard 
at Nongoma.

It is be­
lieved that the Zulus, as a nation, do 
not desire war with the colonial forces, 
and that when the king is out of the 
way order will be restored.

A search of the clothing brought to 
light a royal naval reserve certificate, 
a couple of books, one of them small, 
two pipes, two letters, a certificate of 
discharge and a colored handkerchief. 
A sweat cloth also found in the cloth­
ing bore out the supposition that the 
body was that of a fireman.

The letters were written in lead pencil 
and were useless as means of identifi­
cation, as the greater portion of each 
was undecipherable. In the naval re­
serve certificate, however, and also in 
the seaman’s discharge the name John 
Dwyer was written distinctly.

A curious feature in connection with 
one of the books was that its leaves 
were, not watersoaked all the 
through. This would seem to point to 
the fact that the body had not been in 
the harbor for a great while. Besides 
the articles mentioned above an empty 
cigarette package was also found on 
the body.

It is known that a fireman on the 
Furness liner Shenandoah was named 
John Dwyer. It is also known that 
Dwyer was seen on New Year’s eve in 
a very intoxicated condition. On that 
occasion he was in company with two 
other men, about whom nothing is 
known except that they were taller 
than their companion. Dwyer has not 
been seen since New Year’s eve.

Coroner Berryman stated last even­
ing that he did not think an inquest 
on Dwyer would be held. Negotiations 
for the burial of the body are being 
carried on with the department of 
"•ine and fisheries.
