Ottawa, Oct. 28.—Hon. A. K. Mac- 
Lean has been appointed vice-chair­
man of the Treasury board, and will 
be Acting Minister of Finance, when­
ever Sir Thomas White is absent from 
the capital. In the late Parliament 
Mr. MacLean was the financial critic 
of the Opposition, and Ms criticism 
was always fair and- moderate. He 
had advocated since the outbreak 
of the war increased taxation and 
decreased civil expenditure so that 
a greater proportion of thè war ex­
penditure could be paid out of cur­
rent revenue.

Reports from the West indicate 
that an understanding has been 
reached regarding representation, 
and it will be possible to secure many 
acclamations in those provinces. 
There are 56 representatives from 
the four Western provinces, and 
there is to be an equal division of 
Union Government nominations be­
tween Conservatives and War Lib­
erals. The Yukon is a deferred elec­
tion, but it is not expected Dr.

It is understood 
that the division is on the basis of 
eight Conservatives and seven Lib­
erals from Manitoba, six Conservativ­
es and ten Liberals from Saskatch­
ewan, five Conservatives and seven 
Liberals from Alberta, and nine Con­
servatives and four Liberals from 
British Columbia.
