Be it enacted by the Legislature of
the State of Minnesota :

Section 1. It shall bé the duty of
any railroad company to furnishi

ship, any freight, it shall be the duty
of such railroa® company to supply
the number of cars so required at
the point indicated in the application
within a reasonable time therealter;
not to exceed forty-eight hours at
terminal points and seventy-two
hours at intermediate -points, from
the receipt of application. Sundays
and legal tolidays excepted, and shall
supply] such cars to the person or per:
sons so applying therefore in the or-
der in which such applications are
maide, without giving preference - t0
anyone; provided that if the applica-
tion be for mote than three cars, the
railway company may have one ad-
ditional day to supply.each addition-
al car so ordered.

Such application for cars shall be
in writing, stating the number of
cars wanted; the time and pla.ce de-
sired; and such-applicatien shall state
the kind of fréight and final destina-
tion. To facilitate the making of
the application in writing every rail-
way ~company doing business in the
state shall provide suitable blanks for
that purpose to be kept at all freight
offices; and ‘it 'shall be the duty of
every such railroad company, upon
the request of the -applicant to fur-
nish him a duplicate of such applica-
tion.

When cars are appliedyfor under the
provisions of this chapter,$if they arg
not ‘furnished within the time stated
the railway company failing to fur-
nish them shall forfeit to tha party

sum of one dollar per day for eachr
car failed to be furnished, to be re-
covered in any’. court of competent
jurisdiction, together with all dam-
ages such applicant may have- sus-
tained. ;

forfeit to such shipper the sum of
one dollar for each and every car not
so removed within the period herein
provided, together with all damages
he may have sustained by failure "so
to remove.
