New York, Nov. 1.—The great polit-
ical classic of 1924 in the United

States is approaching its day of a
decision in a shower of sharp words
and a fog of rival predictions.

In its final stages it has brought
into play all the old familiar strate-
gems, modernized to fit an age of
radio, movies and senatorial Mmvesti-
gations, and laid out on a mew scale
to appeal to every remote sub-divi-
gion of the ever-growing electorate.

Dawes In Indiana.

Charles G. Dawes, who has borne
the brunt of the forensic -battle for
the Republican ticket, will close his
eampaign tonight at South-Bend, Ind.,
after having followed his famous Dip-
per pipe arross many states. Govern-
or Charles W. Bryan will wind up in
his home state of Nebraska, after a
speaking trip that has taken him over
much of the western country where
the name of Bryan for many years
bas been a -political institution. Sen-
ator Wheeler, the only nominee on
any of the three tickets to ‘earry his
campaign all ‘the way to the Paeific
coast, will conclude it with a night
meeting on the Atlantic seaboard—in
New York City.
