He
had received a number of telegrams con-
gratulating him upon getting a subsidy for
the Indiantown Branch.

Mr. Weldon said the Northern and West-
«ern Railway Company had comtracted for a
large amount of rails, and if the present re-
solution was passed there would be a breach
«of faith with that company.

Hon. Mr. Blake pointed out that there
-was ne such corporation as the Miramichi
Vulley Railway Company, and Sir Charles

authority to borrow $5,000,000 sterling to
redeem certain small loans and defray pay-
ments to the Canada Pacific Railway Com-
pany.

On motion to concur in the' railway
subsidy resolutions, Hon. Mr. Blake spoke
for nearly four hours, reviewing the whole
history of railway construction by Govern-
ment aid in Canada. He said that as the
Government were entering upon a new
policy with respect to this matter, Quebec
should not receive exceptional treatment.
In conclusion he moved to add to the reso-
iutions a clause declaring that the House
felt bound to express its opinion that when
Canada, as proposed by these resol'giong,
undertook to recoup one. of the profinces
for part of its past local expenditure on rail-
ways, it should have regard to past local
expenditure in other provinces on railways,
almost all of which have been declared by
the Dominion Government to be for the
general advantage of Canada, and this
House regrets that the Government, while
proposing a measure of relief to one Pro-
vince, has not taken steps with a view to a
fair proportionate measure of relief in re-
spect to local expenditure in other provin-
ces. Mr. Blake's speech wasan eloquent
and exhaustive effort and was received with
tremendous applause, in which some Con-
servatives joined.

Hon. Mr. Chapleau followed, claiming
that Quebec was entitled to exceptional
treatment as regards railwey subsidies.

Orrawa, April 14.

In the Heouse of Commons to-day, Mr.
Girouard resumed the debate on the railway
subsidy resolutions, arguing that apart from
the question as to whether the finances of

He denied that
the Government had been forced by the
Bleus to bring down the resolutions as &
measure of relief for that Province. The
policy of the oppositicn was sectional and
unpatriotic,

Hon. Mr. Blake denied that he was op-
posed to relieving Quebec in her financial
alistress, but believed that other provinces
svere also entitled to consideration. SirJohn
fhad charged him with opposing the short
line railway while the fact was he had
argued strongly in favor of adopting the
shortest line possible in forming connexion
between the provinces, and he considered

Hon. Mr. Mitchell said there was no ne-
cesgity for Mr. Weldon’s interference in
matters concerning Northumberland. He
had fought not for the interests of towns but
for the people of parishes who depended on
him for assistance.

Mr. Weldon said that as a representative
of New Brunswick he had a right to speak
on all matters affecting that Province.

Sr. Jonn's, N. F., April 14—Another
Roman Catholic-Orange collision has occurr-
ed in Conception Bay. A despatch from
Carbonier says that while a Protestant con-
gregation were deploying from the Episco-
pal Church, last night, they were furiously
attacked with volleys of stones and other |
missiles.

Newark, N. J., April 14 — A spark from a
bobbin wheel came in contact with a gas jet
in the celluloid brush company’s works
to-night and in an instant the entire build-
ing was in a blaze. In a short time the
main building was entirely consumed and
two others adjoining badly damaged. The
loss is $200,000; covered by insurance.
Several employees were badly injured.

New York, April 14, 12.30 p. m.—It is
reported that the United States and Brazil
Mail Bteamship Company’ssteamer Reliance,
running between New York and Rio de
Janeiro, has been lost off Bolivia with her
cargo, which contains, among other things,
7,000 bags of coffee. The Reliance is a new
boat, having been builtin 1883. She should
not be far from Rie Janeiro at this time.
The report received at the Coffee Exchange
says none of the passengers or crew were
lost. .

Loxpox, April 14.—In discussing the re-
cent arrest of suspected dynamiters the
Times this morning says: The expectation
is strong that these arrests will lead to im-
portant disclosures which will throw light
upon the recent explosions. We believe
that one or two informers will be produced
who will reveal the head quarters of
the conspiracy whether in France or
America. We
French authorities are on our side and
that the KEsench police will prevent out-
rages. We have, however, no such assur-
ance from America. We do not believe
that the American police would connive at
the sending of infernal machines across the
Atlantic, but an open crusade is preached in
America against England, and funds are
collected there, and the things which have
been threatened have been done. The facts
are well known to the American police;
they can act now if they choose; butin the
present temper of the American people we
should not hope much from them..
Euizasers, Pa., April 14.—S8hortly after 5
o'clock this morning, an explosion of fire
damp occurred in the coal mine of John A.
Wood & Sons, near here, killing two men
instantly and injuring several others. The
dead bodies were brought out of the mine
horribly burned and blackened. A work-
man named Simonds, who was half a mile
away, was struck on the head by a flying
pick and sustained serious injuries. A

proposal meant a large increase of useless dumber of others were bruised and = cut by

flying debris. The explosion occurred when
few of the miners were at work, thus pre-
venting greater loss of life.

Pocanontas, Va, April 14.—Twenty-six
more bodies were removed from the mine
to-day, making 61 so far recovered. All
were mangled, and but few identified.

MoxTrELIER, Vt., April 15.—A young man
named Long, at work in a saw mill near
Plainfield, was struck this afternoon by a
chain used in hauling logs, thrown upon a
circular saw apd beheadedq.

ATLANTA, Ga., April 15.—A train on the
Western & Atlanta road, run- into a wash-
out to-day. The mail car was burned and
the mail agent Merrill, perished in the
flames. Several of the passengers were hurt,
one fatally.

Brack Hawxk, Miss., April 15.—A cyclone
swept over this place to-day, demolishing
houses and other buildings and injuring
many persons. & :
CaireLey, Ga., April 156.—A disastrous
cyclone swept over Harris county last night,
destroying a large number of dwellings and
killing many persons. The amount of da-
mage cannot be estimated.

Davras, Tax., April 15.—A negro named
Gibbs brutally murdered the wife of L. P.
Moore, a prominent farmer of Burleson
County, on Baturday evening, during her
husband’s absence. The community turned
out en masse, captured Gibbs and burned
him at the stake. .

Loxpox, April 15.—Latest advices from
Shanghai indicate that the Chinese Govern-
ment is greatly exercised at the recent suc-
cesses of the French in Tonquin, and per-
sons in any way responsible for the reverses
are being degraded and punished, and
active measures are being taken to prevent
further loss of prestize. The Viceroy of
Canton has been publicly degraded for re-
fusing to obey orders. Officers answerable
for refusing to obey orders at the loss of
Ba¢ninh have been condemned to be be-
headed. The Governor of Yurman has been
summoned to Pekin to receive puaishment.

A general levy of men for the Chinese
army has been ordered. Affairs at Pekin
are represented to be in an extremely criti-
cal condition and administrative changes of
great importance are imminent.
