After routine business Bishop Carman
submitted a draft of the Act desired to nnite
snd incorporate -the University of Victora
College with ~Albert University, The pre-
amble set forth the reasons for conducting
the educational work of the Church at one
university. s

Dr. BURDETTE, on behalf of Albert Universi-
ty, objected to the scheme, inasmuch asit did
pot provide for the maintenanve of its name
in the incorporated institvtion. Hs con-
tended that the powers oi Albert Universﬁy
should be maintained in their integrity. e
thought that the word *consolidated”
snould be substituted for ** incorporated” in
the proposed enactiug clanse of the bill.

Rev. Dr. Burwass, Dean of Vietoria Uni-
versity, said that it was intended to continne
Albert College as an integral part of the
iniversity and te give it adequate repre-

tion in the semate,

r BURDETTEthen moved as an amendment
“That the said Albert College is hereby
consohidated and united witn Vietoria Col-
lece, and that the existing charters and Acts
of Incorporation affecting the said univer-.
sities be amended or enlarged wholly orin
part as may be required.”

Dr. Burdette’samendment was then carried,
and the draft, as amended, was adopted.

Bishop CARMEN moved that the united
inst:tusion be called Victoria University.

Dr. BURDETTE moved 1 amendment that it
be called the Vietoria and Aibert University.

After some discussion the motion was
carried.

Mr. Joex E. Rose submitted drafts of
additional clanses in the bill reiating to the
appointment of the governing body, which,
after some discussivn were referred to a sub-
committee,

After the opening exercises, Rev. Dr. Bur-
wash presented the report of the Committee
on Legislation, and sabmitted the following
resolutions :—

1. That the management and administra-
tion of the University be in the vands of a
board of trustees, of which a part shall be
appointed by the General Conference of the
Methodist Church, a part shall be clected by
the alumni, and of which the gencral super-
intendents and the president of the University
shall be ez officio members.

2. The trustees shall hold office for four
years, and shail ‘be eligible for re-appoint-
ment or re-election.

3. The senate of the university shall con-
sist of the board of trustees, the professors
in all faculties, appointed by the board, the
representative or representatives bf affiliated
colleges and institutions, and eight represen-
tatives of the graduates in the several tacul-
ties to be elected as hereinafter provided.

4. That the president of the university
shall be the chanceilor, and that a vice-
chancellor shall be elected, by’ the electoral
body of the gradaates, to hoid office for two

ears.

5. That the first board of trustees under
the provisions of this Act shall consist of the
members of the present board of Victoria
College at ‘Cobourg, the members ex officio
bereinbefore menti ned, and pine represen-
tatives of the other umiting Caurches to be
seiected by the commission.

6. That hereafter each regmlar General
Conference shall have power to fix the nam-
ber of trustées to be appointed by the General
Conference and the number to be elected -by
the graduates, and to determine all other
matters affecting said appointment or elec-
tion, which regulations shall also apply to
the election of members of the denate,

7. That the senate shall have power to
make statutes prescribing the courses of
study, appointing examiners, con’ “-ing de-
grees, and regulating all matters r..ating to
the acedemic honours and work of the uni-

sity.

9. That power to affiliate chartered colleges
to the university be vested in the senate, the
action of the senate becoming law only when
ratified by the board of trustees.

10. That there be secured to the board full
power- to receive bequests and to hold real
estate for purposes of revenue,

11. That the university shall hold the same
relation to the Methodist Churgh now held
by Victoria College to the Methddist Church
of Canada, and that in all other respects the -
Acts now in existence respecting Victoria
College shall continue to have full force and
effect in regard to Victoria University.

12.. That the Act repealing ghe Royal char-
ter of Upper Canada Academy be repealed,
and that all the provisions of said charter
continue and ap(fly to Victoria University,
except as amended, enlarged, or superseded
by this Act.

13. Thatall Acts or parts of Acts incon-
sistent with the provisions of shis Act be re-
pealed. E ;

The morning session was spent in a conver-
sational discussion of the first four paragraphs,
which were adopted.

At balf-past two o'clock the commission re-
sum d, Rev, Dr. Rice in the chair. After
devotional exercises, consideration of the re-
port on the provisions of the bill was re-
sumed.

The fifth paragraph was adopted on motion
of Dr.«Burwash.

After a brief discussion the sixth para-
graph was struck out, and the following
substituted on motion of Dr. Sutherland :—
‘“The Board- of Trustees shall consist of
thirty-five” members, of whom twenty-four
(twelve ministers and twelve laymen) shall
%e appointed by the General Conference, and
seven shail be appointed by the alumni, the
zeneral superintendents, chancelior, and
vice-chancellor betng members ex-gfficio.,”

The 7th, 8th, 9th, 10th, and 11th resolu-
tions were adopted, and the 12th was re-
placed by the foilowing :—** That all Acts or
parts of Acts inconsistent with the provi-
sions of this Act be repealed, and inasmuch
as cap.—Victoria has inadvertently pro-
posed vhe repeal of the Royal Charter the
partof clause 1 proposing such repeal be
pealed and the charter be continued in full
force and effect, except so far as enlarged,
etc., by this Act.” ;

Bishop CarMax then moved: *‘That a
clause be added to the report to the effect
that the Act to be framed embrace provisions
to protect the degrees, rights, honours aad
privileges of all gradoates, undergraduates,
and other citizens of the uniting universities
as may be required, and as set forth in the
preamble.” Carried.

ALBERT COLLEGE,

Report of the Committee on Draft Bill of
Incorporation,

The Committee on Legisiation, appointed
by the United Conference of Methodist
Churches held at Belleville in September
last for the purpose of carrying out the legis-
lation uniting these - bodies, met in the mis-
sion room at the Richmond street Methodist
church last week. There were present :—
Rev. Dr. Rice, one of the general saperintend-
ents of the new Church, in the chair; Revs. Dr.
Dewart, J.  C. ‘Antliffi, Dr. Sutherland,
Bishop Carman, E. Roberts, Dr. Nelles, and
J. 8. Williamson ; J. E. Rose, Q.C.; J. J.
McLaren, Q.C., Judge Dean, snd Messra.
John Macdon ild and A, L. Morden.}

The drafs of the bill whicn the Dominion
Parliament will be asked to pass was read by
Mr. Rose. The object of the bill is the in-
corporation of the four contracting bodies in
one Church, the vesting in the corporation of
all the property held by the four denomina-
tions, the management of the funds or in-
terests of the Church by 'committees under
the direction of the General Conference, the
ratification of the basis of unmion, and the
bringing of all educational institutions into

‘in mind, ;
latioas, by-laws, and constitution of the
Church may be proved in a court of law by
the production of a copy of the journais of the
General Conference, or the book of Discipime
printed by the authority of the General Con-
sference.  These are to be prima facie evi-
dence, thus avoiding the difficulty of proving
any matter relating to the constitution of the
Church, and rendering unnecessary any refer-
ence to original re:ords. In the case of a
contest the onus is thrown on the objecting
party of proving that the printed books are
not correct. There will be one seal for the
whole Church, with duplicates held by edch
of the annual conferences.

On motion of Mr. McLAREN the treasurer
of the General Conference was directed to
furnish the tunds required as deposits in the
different Legislatures when the bill is bronght
in.

The provincial bill was also read and
adopted.

At the afternoon session the draft of trust
deeds was taken up and considered.

On the clause which defines the uses ot the
church building, Mr. Rosk said he wonid like
tohavea provision which would give the board
power to tell a minister that certain meetings
should not be hed in the church. He strong
ly condemned the practice of bolding lec-
tures of certain kinds in the churches. The
deed allowed the holding of meetings accord-
ing to the common usage of the church, and
this was a great difficulty in the way of stop-
ping the objegtionable practice.

Dr. SUTHERLAND poiuted out that there
were many places in she country where there
was 20 building in whigh to hold a social
meeting but the church, which meetin,
were often held for social purposes only and
n.t for money-making.

The ciause was adopted in a form prowid-
ing that only meetings of a religious and
spiritual character, and according to the rulcs
and discipline and general usages of the Me-
thodist Church shonld be held.

The General Superintendents were anthor-
ized to associate with them whatever persons
they desired in having the bill passed through
the House.

The minutes were read ‘and confirmed, and
the proceedings were closed with the bene-
diction by Dr. Carman.

COLD-BLOODED MURDER.

A Detroit Policeman Shot by a Thief—
Arrest of the Murderer in Canada.
Detrorr, Nov. 20, —Patrolman Alonzo E.
Bullard was shot and killed last night by a
man named George Wilson whilein the dis-
charge of his duty. Buiiard attempted to -
arrest Wilson on a warrant for stealing a
bar:el of oil. Wilson is a chicken fancier
and cock-fighter, and bears a bad reputation,
Baullard was born on a farm near Westmin-
-ster, Ont., and lived there until abont nige-
teen, when he attended a commercial college
at London and studied bookkeeping. He be-
came ‘expert, and was subsequently em-
ployed by one or two business houses in that
city. Some twelve years ago he came to
Detroit, and being unable to get employment
entered thp service of the street railway,
where he remained until April last, when he
was appointed to a position on the. polic»
force. . The widow was so overcome by griei
as to be almost incoherent when the tidgi:gs
of her husband’s death were first communi-
cated to her. Wilson crossed the river in a
small boat last night, and is said to have
headed east in Canada, pursued by officers,
Derrorr, Nov. 30.—The capture of the
murderer George Wilson was effected through
Frank Kremer, of this city, who formerly
operated a farm on the borders of Lake On-
vario, He is well acquainted with the sur-
rounding country, and wheu he heard of the
murder he concluded Wilson would certainly
attempt 1o secrete himself in that vicinity,
as he 18 well aoqut:;tod t.l::ir:il Yesterday
Kremer telephon e police head-
&uh&ﬁl‘i Swartwood -~ for the

‘his belief.  Patrol-
maa Fitzptrick volunteered to accompany
Swartwood, and with Kremerthey wentacross,
They hired buggies, the two offiers going
in one, Kremer driving aione. They pro-
ceeded down the river road as far as Chappel’s,
where the two officers remained, while
Kremer went abead. The latter proceeded
to the farmhouse of Thomas Caldwell, on the
road about four miles from Windsor, and as
he got m front of the premises he saw Wilson
in a lane leading into the yard. Wilson was
walking along, and as he noticed Kremer he
started torun. The latter

CHASED HIM INTO A BARN

and entered after him, where Wiison was en-
deayouring to secret himself, Kremer
remarked, *“Is this you?” to which Wilson
replied, * Yes, I am done for.” Kremer
handed Wilson a paper containing an account
of the murder, and conversed with him for a
short time, the murderer taking things very
coolly. The officers who followed Kremer
entered the barn together, determined to take
the murderer dead or alive. He was found
lying lengthwise in & manger, and was com-
pletely taken by surprise. -Patrolman Fitz-
patrick, who knew him said, * Wilson, 18
that yon ?” and the murdererreplied, **Fita.,
itis.” He was handcuffed and questioned as
to whether he wounld return across the
river voluntarily, At first he appeared
undecided. but subsequently consented, and
was taken in'a bu gy by officers and driven
t0 Windsor. n the way he freely conversed
about the case, admitting his guilt, but claim-
ing to have
DRUNK WHEN HE SHOT THF OFFICER,

He was askéd what he had done with the
gun, and replied that he had taken it across
the river with him, but afterwards threw it
inaswamp. He did not tell who the men
were who were with him on Wednesday, but
thought it would go hard with him. ‘The
prisoner was lpprfhenaite of being lynched,
and appealed to the officers to protect him
in case he was attacked. When Windsor
was reached it was found the news of Wil-
sou’s capture had prec ded the officers, and
a large crowd had gathered on the ferry
wharf#o get a glimpse of the murderer, who
was speedily n aboard the boat. He was
taken from the boat on this side, securely
handcuffed. - A large crowd had gathered, but
be was taken to the central station withont
any demonstrations, although murmurs of

HANGING HIM TO A LAMP-POST

were audible. He was pressed as to the par-
ties who were with him, but refused to tell.
When asked as to his defemce he said he
was under the influence of liguor when he
shot the officer, and did .not know
what he was doing.
