The Saint of Carthage.

Looking back through past ages,
observes the Dublin Nation, and con-
templating the indistinet pictures
we possess of greal nations, great
men and great events, we see a few
figures stand out boldly amid the
{ surrounding gloom, and thus impart
{some degree of life and spirit o
{ epochs of which little else is visible.
}Su('h, indeed, would seem to be the
|effect of a great man destined to
| mould the ideas of his age, and ap-
| pear to future generations as its
|L:-l representative.  Men of this
stamp are rare, and although the
cause of truth has seldom lacked
talented upholders aud apologists,
yet it is a matter for regret that
there are not more whose splendid
| gifts are devoted to the maintenance
{and propogation of correct princi-
ples, For those who would aspire
to this task of guiding the current
of human thought into proper chan-
nels, a nobler model could scarcely
be found than St Augustine of

typical of the half-pagan, |
Christian world of his time. Fift)
years after the close of the great
persecution inaugurated by Diocle-
tian and Galerius, 150 from the time
of Tertullian, the violent blows of
[ the Roman empire had recoiled upon
{itselt, and the Christian church rose
in uli the beauty of ber majestic
orgunization from the catacombs,
where her infancy had been pro-
tected. Her dominion had extended
widely, and the words of Tertullian
to the Pagans werce then more ap-
plicable than ever: ** We are but of
yesterday, and yet we flil all that
you have—your towns, islands, for-
tresses, camps, the paluce, the senate,
the law courts, the only thing we
leave entirely to you are the tem-
ples.” Yet the victory of the church
| over imperial Rome was not without
its alloy of evil. The errors of the
Ariaps, Manichweans and Donutists
now engaged public attention, and
in addition to the luxury and cor
ruption of the time seduced not a
tew of those who had been born in
the faith. This was especially the
case in Africa, where the widespread
Donatist schism had |odurc<i the
church to a condition of the greatest
distress, and hindered her as well
from discharging her ordinary duties
as from promoting civilization and
true progress. In such a time Aung-
ustine was born. Reared in the
Pagan schools of Madaura and Car-
thage, the Christinn sentiments in-
stilled by his mother, Monica, were
speedily -obliterated, and corrupt
companions soon lel him along the
dowuward path of vice. It is not to
be wundered at that, his morals once
undermined, the scant knowledge he
possessed of the Christian faith
should fade from his mind, and its
place be taken by a host of errors
and absurdities. For, indeed, the
Manich®an doctrines which he then
adopted, although coming from a
sect professing to be guided entirely
by the light of reason, were such as
only a darkened intellect or a dis-
eased fancy could invent or imagine.
We have neither sufficient space nqr
desire to enter into a detailed ac-
count of what these principles were.
But the author of the life under re-
view has given extracts from St,
Augustine’s work, ¢ D¢ [tilitate
Credend:,” which is not without its
bearing upon some theories of our
own day : “ Thou knowest, Honora-
tus, that for this reason alone did
we fall into the hands of these mco
—namely, that they professed to
free us all from error, and bring us
to God by pure reason alone, with-
out the terrible principle of author-
ity. For what else induced me to
abandon the faith of my childhood

y

nine years, except their assertion
that we were territied by superstition
into a faith blindly imposed upon
our reason, while they urged no one
to believe until the truth was fully
discussed and proved? Who would
not be seduced by such promises,
especially if he were a proud, con-
tentious young man, thirsting for
truth, such as they then found me ?”
What these pretenders to right
reasoning taught him he tells in the
Confessions. *“1 was brought by
insensible degrees to believe nuch
fooleries as that when a fig is gath-
ered, it and its mother tree weep
milky tears ; and if eaten by some
Munichwan saint, though plucked by
another's crime, it sends forth angels
—nay, even particles of God him-
selt.” How he fought his way out
of these errors the seventh book of
the Confossiona details, and if avy
one is desirous of realizing the great-
ness of Augustine’s mental powers,
he cannot do better than study and
admire there at once the closeness
and the clearness of his logic. Rat
with the expulsion of false ideas and
the appreheénkion of the truth came
the recognition of his own moral de-
formity, and in a couple of years his
conversion was complete, the Haster
of the year 387 being the date of his
baptism The fervent prayers of
his mother Monica had been heard
in & manner far surpassing her ex-
pectations.  Soon after his conver-
sion she died, and Augustine lived
at Tagaste, his birthplace, for three
yoars, en , a8 Posidius tells us,
with bis disciples “in fasting, prayer
and good works; meditating day
and night the law of the Lord and
living entively for God.” It was
not, ever, the will of God that
he should in in this retirement.

A Patriarchal Missionary.
While the Catholic world is pre- |
paring to celebrate with fitting pomp
the jubilee of the common Father ot
the Faithful, the vast mission of
South Burmah is honoring an event
which possesses an interest not only |
for French Catholics, but those who,
belonging to every mnation of the|

the tidings of the Gospel to the di«
tant heathen. The Burmese mission
is celebrating the golden jabilee of
the sacerdotal life of Mgr. Bigandet,
Bishop of Ramatha, and Administra-
tor of Burmah, Mgr. Paul Ambrose
Bigandet belongs to the Paris So-
ciety of Foreign Missions. He left
the French capital on the 12th of
June, 1837, a few months after his
ordination, for the peninsula of Ma-
lacea, which then formed only =
Vicariate Apostolic, together with
the mission of Siam. On his ar-
rival he was entrusted with the im-
»ortant Christian settlement ot Pulo
“mung. In 1840 Malacca was con-
stituted a special Vicariate, and waus
confided to the care of Mgr. Boucho,
who was ably assisted in his work by
Pere Bigundet until 1856. Under
his fostering care Pulo Pinang soon
possessed two flourishing establish
ments, one directed by the Brothers
of the Christian Doctrine and the
other by the Sisters of the Infant
Jesus. In 1856 the Propugands
asked the French Society of Foreign
Mixsions o add o its already vast
field of labor the mission of Burmah ;
and from his experience, his talent~
and bis zeal, Pere Bigandet was
naturally designated to take charge
of the difficult enterprise. He was
consecrated Bishop of Ramatha, aund
became Administrator of Barmab,
remaining still the Coadjutor of
Bisnop Bouch. Thanks to the energy
and devotion of the new Bishop,
many fresh conquests were added 10
those that form the glorious annals
of French missionary endeavor, and
Rangoon and Mulmain soon counted
amongst their inhabitants a large
number of Catholics, with churches,
schools and orphanuges established
upon a'firm basis, and prospering
satisfactorily. The restless activity
of the new pastor was not contenteo
with these achievements. He re-
solved to spread the light of faith
among the Carian population, who
had retired into the interior of the
country. Maoy and difficult as were
his ordinary occupations, he yet
found time to study assiduously the
language, manners and customs of
the numerous races who are scat-
tered in that wide district. He has
now acquired a merited reputation
for considerable linguistic and ethno-
graphical knowledye, rud this, to-
gether with his well-known zeal as a
misgionary priest and his ahility as
an administrator, bas secured for
him u position of great authority in
the country. The Holy Father has
seut Mgr. Bigundet his hearty con-
gratulations and his Apostolic Bene-
diction on the occasion of his golden
jubilee. Mgr. Bigandet will prove
valuable auxiliary of the British
Government in its efforts to vivihge
Burmah, and it may be hoped that
its agents will show him that defer-
ence and respect which the Burmese
Government did not hesitate to mani-
fest in his regard before recent events
changed the political asject of the
country.— aiverpool Catholic Times

of poor people ?  Ask the men who
declaim in your clubs—Mr. B., the
lawyer, Mr R, the physician, Mr.
X., the journalist and free-thinker—
how they pass their days, how they
breakfast and dine and sleep ; and
you will convince yourself that they
breakfast, that they dine and sleep
much better than you or I ; and that
if any one eats the bread of the peo-
ple aud drinks their sweat is not the
