THE steamers of the Navigation company
commenced their summers work on Mon-
day, the Princess between Charlottetown
and Pictou and the Northumberland be-
tween Summerside and PointduChene, as
on former season. The Minto and Stanley
compleated their winter work on Saturday.
Up till today the Northumberland was
not able to get into Point du Chene for
ice.

Jupce Wartele, of the Court of Apreals,
died in Montreal on Monday in his 76th
year, He formerly represented Yamaska,
in the Quebec Legislature in the Conserva-
tive interests. He was a promiunent politi-
cal figure during the administrations of
Chapleau, Mousseau and Ross, and held
successively the office of Speaker and Pro-
vincial Treasurer before being appointed
to a seat on the bench.

On Saturday afternoon last, Archibald
Dunn, a fisherman for the lobster factory
of Clow and Dunn, Murray Harbor North,
was drowned while out setting traps. It
appears he went ont alone in his boat about
three o’clock, and three hours afterwards
the boat, without its occupant, was found
drifting about by James Copdon. Bearch
was made for the body where Dann had
been at werk, and four traps were found,
but no trace of the body,

THREE murderers were hanged in
Caicago on Friday last. The crime for
aich they were executed was one of
e ght Tmurders_known to have been com-
mtted by them. They were known as
tre ocar-barn bandits from the locality
where they committed the crimes. The
1:ader of the gang, Peter Neidermeire was
an avowed athiest ; but he was completely
unnerved and had to be borne to the gal-
lows on a chair. The two others kissed
the crucifix and died without & tremor.

THE business portion of Toronto was
swept by fire on Tuesday night of last weei.
The fire started at eight o’clock in the
premises of Currie & Co., neckwear man-
ufacturers, Wellington Street West, on
the north side. Spreading to the east it
quickly communicated with a large build-
ing occupied by Pugsley and Dingman Co.,
soap manufacturers and several other flrme.
The soap and oils in the building proved
to be great fuel for the flames, and in a few
moments the building was vomiting flames
which swept by the wind, ran across the
roofs of the buildings to the north, to the
east and to the west, and soon swept across
street to buildings on the south side. The
buildings from the Currie building to the
east, clear to Bay Street were all destroyed.
The fire swept all the north on west side of
Bay Street almost as far as King, being
checked only four doors below King from
the west side of the Bay. The flamnes
fastened on a number of buildings on the
east side, and these occupying a small block
from Wellington to Melinda Street were
either burued or badly damaged. While
efforte were being made to prevent the
flames from reaching King St., they swept
across the south side of Wellington Street
east and away through Front 8t., and
worked havoc there. Every engine and
every man in the fire brigade by this time
was at work, but the compact character of
buildings and the inflammable nature of
their contents, combined with a higk wind,
defied all efforts. Building after bailding
caught and burned. There were many
narrow escapes. From the Hendrie Car-
riage Co. stables on Lorne Street near the
Esplanade, 200 fine horses were taken out

without iujury, half an hour before the
stables were burned down. Among build-
ings burned are Brook’s big dry goods store,
Warwich Bros., Copp Clarke, Ltd., Gages
Co., Eddy’s warehouses, Kilgour’s, Fair-
banks’ Scales. The estimated total loes is
fifteen millions. The area swept by Lhe
fire was fourteen acres, The buildings de-
stroyed numbered one hundred and five,
It is estimated that the number of persons
thrown out of employment is six thousand.
