Troops have travelled over Gov­
ernment Railways.

Thousands arrive each week at 
Halifax and are sent forward to 
Dispersal Areas.

Since the war began in 1914 
up to March 1st, when S.S. Bclgie 
disembarked her returned sol­
dier passengers at Halifax 757,- 
400 troops have been carried on 
special trains Over the Canadian 
GojaAnment Railways.

The first train which carried 
troops over the Government 
Railways the year the war was 
declared was numbered one and 
all special troop trains to and 
from Halifax since that time 
have been numbered consecu­
tively. The last train from the 
Belgic was on Saturday No 
1279. Each train averages about 
twelve cars with an average of 50 
men to a car, which figures up a 
total of 767,400 men carried. Of 
course in addition to this thou 
sands of soldiers have journeyed 
between Montreal and Halifax 
by regular trains during the past 
four years.

The movement of troops back 
to Canada is now approaching it 
greatest activity. Last Sunday 
5000 arrived at Halifax by the 
transports Lapland and Belgic 
and fifteen special trains were 
despatched westward inside of 
fourteen hours. >

It was in answer to the taunts 

of those who declared that the 
tree of Christianity was dead and 
no longer bore fruit that Frederic 
Ozanam and seven companions 
founded the Society of St.Vincent 
de Paul, anticipating under the 
guidance of the Church a sort of 
type of social service that has 
spread throughout the civilized 
world.'.

Frederic Ozanam was born in 
tifieri drfXpril 23, 1813, hut he 
spent the greater part of his life 
in France, studying law in Paris, 
and manifesting, even in his 
youth, a great devotion to the 
Church and to God’s poor. Yet, 
despite his piety, he was for a 
long time disturbed with tempta­
tions against the faith, finally- 
overcoming these through the in­
structions of a priest and philo- 
pher, Abbe Noirot.

Ozanam left Paris in 18S6 and 
was appointed to the bench of 
Lyons, later accepting the chair 
of commercial law in the same 
city. On the death of Fauriet, 
for whom he substituted as one of 
the judges of the Surbonne, he 
was elected permanently to the, 
former’s post. Believing with 
Lacordaire, that a Christian de­
mocracy was the end towards 
which Providence was leading 
the world, he expounded this no­
tion in many of his writings, es­
pecially after the Revolution of 
1848; To him _ the Gospel had 
renewed or revived all the germs 
of good to be found in the an­
cient and barbarian world, and 
he developed this idea in many 
studies. He took great interest 
in the education of the young, 
and was one of those who signed 
a petition addressed to the Arch­
bishop vf Paris urging him to ob­
tain large body o£ religious 
teachers for Catholic school chil­
dren, whose faith was being en­
dangered by unbelievers.

In organising the St. Vincent 
de PauljSociety, Ozanam followed 
the' rules of charitable aid set 
down by its patron. The service 
of the members was to include 
the poor, the sick, the infirm and 
the unemployed, without distinc­
tion of creed or race. No discus­
sion of pérsonal or religious mat­
ters was permitted at the meet-, 
ngs, and it was emphasized" that 

moral as well as material assist- 
ance'-should be an end of the or­
ganization. The foundation of 
the society was laid* in 1833, 
when Gzanam was but twenty 
years old. The first St. Vincent 
de Paul conference to be estab­
lished in the United States was 
that in St. Louis in 1845.. The 
Society has now spread through 
out every European country and 
has branches in China, India, 
Asiatic Turkey, Ceylon, Egypt, 
Natal, Transvaal, Canada, Mex­
ico, Central America, Brazil, 
Chilie, Colombia, Argentina,Peru, 
Ecuador, Paraguay, Uruguay and 
British Guinea.

Frederic Osanam lived to see 
the Society of St. Vincent de 
Paul spread through many coun­
tries. He died at Marseilles 
1853. Replying- to the priest 
who; exhorted him on his death 
bed to have- confidence in God, he 
replied : “ Oh, why should I fear 
God, Whom I love so much ?"
