MENNONITES TREK.

Going Into Country Nerth of Swift
Current From the Regina District.

Regina, May 17.—Owing to the
rapid settlement of the country norin
of Saskatoon, the Mennonite sett':
ments  in that distriet are beeoming
crowsded, hence mnew  colonigs. - are
being opened up north of Swift Cur-
rent, and many families. are leaving
almost daily for their new homes.

These peoplé reside in villages situ-
ated for the mast part alomg the line
of the Canadian :Northern Railway,
between Warman .and Hague, and
still practice meny of the - ancient
customs of their sect.. The Mennon-
ites in good stamding in the com-
munity are  very teluctant about giw-
ing. information ef their mode 0f gov-
ernment or practices; however, your
correspondent. has been able to elicit
considerable information from mem-
bers of the seect who had been ex-
communicated.

Although living in villages, the
Mennonites, - unlike the Deukhobors, |
are mot -comiifunists, but, while ex-
changing labor and assisting each
other in many ways, -each family
owns its land, houses, cattle, ete.
These villages were. first established
in this provinece about eight years
ago, by the surplus of Mennonites
which were crowded. out of the Mani-
toba settlements.at Gretna, and many
of them bear similar names te those
used in Manitoba, sueh as Osterwick,
Blumendahl, and a number of others.
Each village is composed of from
eight to twelve homes, built in a
row, and invariably faecing south.
The houses and barns, which are uni-
form in construetion, are built to-
gether, thé house being a little small’
er than the barm, and the back door
of the living room opens into the
barn. All the barms are .painted
red and the houses white. The rea-
gon advanced fey building the two
in one is that during the cold win-
ter the heat from the cattle helps to
keep the heuse warm. However
economical this system of heating
may be, it does not in any way pre-
mote health.

Each village has an overseer, &
council of .three, a priest and a
school teaeher, while some villages
also have a bishop. All these officers
are elected by the people of the vil-
lage, the overseer and his advisory
couneil being elected yearly from
among the 1esidents as is also the
school teacher. The priests, after
being elected, hold office tilt removed
for some cause, and it is from among
the priests in good: standing that the
bishops are -eleeted. No qualifiea-
tion is required to hold any office,
not even that -of echool teacher, but
if - anyone cares to have the job he
can have it.

The priest is the’ chief anthority
ins the -village, and his ruling can
only be, vetoed by “the bishop, if
there happens to be one in the vil-
age; if not, then the priest reigns
supreme, the ‘people, as 2 gqngzal'
rule, bowing humbly to his deeision;
under pain of excommunication.

The Mennonites . -are, I
speaking, wvery jhonest and law-ghid-
ing among themselves;—but should a,
lispute arise, the plaintiff lays his
case before the village couneil, which
cets a date for the hearing, the de-
fendant receiving due. notice. After
hearing the-'case, the - council pub-
lishes its deeision, which can only be
appealed from to the priest. _S_houl‘
the couneil erder one of the litigants

Aldrich. Would go *‘Fa. the Limit,*

Washington, D.C., May 17.—Senatog
Hale in  a  somewhat sensational
speech  this aftermoon. in defense - f
the Aldeieh bill, declared that Ger-
many- was watehing the pending tars
iff bl with more interest than any
other nation. <‘We gre increasing the
tariff on goods usually beught ip that
country,” he said, ‘‘Beecause we are
threatemed with ap invasion of her
produets that ouyr laws penmds o
come in at low duty, It is high time”
he- said “That we recognize the fact
that our most dapgerous eommereial
campetitor ‘is Germany. Her labor
is cheaper. We musi soom come face
to. faee with  her manufasturers in a
bitter .competitive war.' Few of the
people of Germamy are leawing her
shores. = They are staying - hame,
building new {actories, extending
trade, grasping at the very heart of
the commerce of the United States.
Let this tariff go through as the Dem-
ocrats weuld have it and the happiest
manufacturers in all the world will be
those people of that empire.”

Senator ' Bailey - asked senator Als
drich ‘how far he would ge in mak-
ing a tariff bill in the interest of the
American manufacterer.

Ottawa, Ont., May 19.—Sir Wil-
frid Laurier this morning laid on “the
table of the House the correspond-
ence whieh has passed between Earl
Grey and the Impcrial authozities
subsequent to the adoption by tha
Commons of the Naval defence reso-
lution of March 29.° The gorrespond:
ence shows that the particulars of the
debate were forwarded %o Lerd Crewe
by Lerd Gray on March 80th. On
April 28th Lord Crewe in & despatch
said the Imperial authorities noted
with satisfaetion the action of the
Canadian House and on April 30th
telegraphed a message from Premier
Asquith ‘to Premier Laurier. ' In this
message Mr. Asquith said that she
objeet of the July ‘conference would
be to discuss the gemeral questions f
naval and military defense of the
Empire with speeial reference to the
Canadian resolutien and to the pro-
posals from Australia and New Zea-
land, He addeéd that the eonference
would bz of a purely consultative
character and would be assisted by
the presence of mambhers of the Com-
mittee of- Imperial defense.

Mr. Asquith’s message continued.

Sixteen Canadian
journals, published in Montreal, To-
ronto, Quebec, Ottawa, Winnipeg,
Halifax, St. John, Vancouver and
Victoria will be represented: Dele-
gates will also be present from
eight Indian, one West Indian, six-
teen Aumstralian, six New Zealand
and eleven South African papers.

Following is the official program-
me: Saturday, June 5th, banquet and
welcome by the , British press; Lord
Burnham, proprietor of the London
Telegraph, presides; Lord Rosebery
will propose the toast of the everning,
a Canadian delegate responding for
the whole Empire.

The cenferenee opens on Monday,
June 7, at the Foreign Office; when
Lord Crewe gives a presidential wel-
come on behalf of the British cabinet
and people.

The speakers’ first subject is “Cable
news services and. intercommunica-
tion.,” Sydney Buxton, postmaster-
gerieral for the government, and
Austin Chamberlain, on behalf of
the Opposition, will speak.

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CALGARY COAL SHORTAGE.

Scarcity Inconveniencing Industrial

Concerns in the City.

‘Calgary, May 19—For the first time

since the commencement of the pres-
ent coal strike the shortage of coal
and the effects of a continuance «f
the' trouble were brought prominent'y
to the notice of the city council at
their special meeting last night.

The first intimation of the effect of
the trouble was brought to their notice
by a ‘communiecation from Mr. C.
Marker, government dairy commis-
sioner, asking the city to construct a
lean-to to the present coal shed at
the creamery for the purpose of stor-
ing coal, at a cost of $50. Mr. Marker
pointed out that the present outlooh
made this step a necessity, as if the
creamery was unable to keep sufficient
coal on hand they would have to dis-
cenfinue operations. As the property
is owned by the city, he asked them
0 construct the lean-to. The letter
was referred to the commissioners with
power to act.

Following close on this letter were
two more from the Western Canads
Cen¢nt and Coal Co., and the Alberta
Portland Cement 'Co., saying that the
present coal shortage was making the
cost of producing cement exorbitant.
and that a continuance of the same
would prevent manufacturing and fil-
ling orders

Canada-Australia Service.

Vancouver, May 19—The Canadian
and Australian steamship service be-
tween Vancouver and Sydney via Hon-
olulu, Su¥a and Brisbane, will be con-
tined for another year from July 1.
according to a cable from the United
Steamship company of New Zealand.
operating the line. The service will
be continued on the same'terms as to
subsidy and service as is at present
in effeet. There i a prodability, how-
ever, that despite the faet that the in-
¢reased subsidiés asked for by the
company have not been gramted, the
service will be improved by the retire-
ment of the steamer Aorangi and the
replacing of her with a more modern
and larger vessel.

Port Arthur, May 21.—The refusal
of many foreign residents in the two
cities to make legal marriages- is.

cial authorities. The jury, in their
address to the judge, say: ‘““A great
number of the foreigners living in
this part refuse to be married by
clergy or to be legally married: by a
magistrate or justice of the peace.

This leaves the children, according
to our present-laws, illegitimate. We
recommend the proper authorities to
take the matter up.”
