Government aid was lent to the
projectf and' it has been pushed to
a rapid completion.

The road runs straight north from
Medicine Lodge to the crossing of
the Athabasca river and then in a
rerthawesterly direction to the Little
Smoky river. Crossing this river the
trend of the road is in a nerth-north-
westerly direction to connect with' the
Slave Lake-Grand Prairie - trail at
Sturgeon lake.

This: road is the one in favor of
which the construction of the road
carried from Entwistle as far as the
crossing of the Athabasca river was
temporarily abandoned.

PUBY.IC UTILITIES PAY.

Three of Edmonton’s revenue-earn-
ing public utilities will this year show
a balance on the right side. On the
fourth there will be a deficit, which
will probably offset the surpluses cf
the other three. In the electric light
department, the telephone department
and the waterworks dpartment there
will be surpluses, and in the street
railway the expected deficit wilt be
realized. Y

The financial year came to a clos
on October 31st. and the accounting
staff is now busily at work in Dpre-
paring the financial report for the
vear. It will be ready in the course
of two or three weeks. Till then
it will be impossible to give exact
figures, but it is now known in a
general way what the results will be.

The Telephone Department.

In the telephone department there
will be a surplus of from four to five
thousand dollars, according to Super-
intendent Griffith. This branch of
the public service has been on a pay-
ing basis since it was taken over by
the city six years ago, and this year
is no exception to the rule.

During the year nearly 2,000 new
phones have been installed, and there
are now in use 4,126 lines, with 4,406
phones. The plant is equipped for
4,500 phones, and as it is now nearing
its. capacity an order has just been
placed for a new 500 exchange line
equipment. This will be installed
before the end of December and will
be ready for use when .the big rush
for- new phone services begins.

Small Surplus in Waterworks.

In the waterworks department
there will be a small surplus. Sup-
erintendent Maclean, when asked
about the financial standing of his
department, was non-committal to
some extent, preferring to wait until
the complete figures were in and the
power-houge and interest charges haj
