Wheat, Pease, Beans, Pota-
toes and Clover Seed, sixty
pounds.

Rye, Indian Corn’ and Flax-
seed, fifty-six pounds.

Turnips, Carrots, Beet and
Onions, fifty pounds.

Barley, Buckwheat and Tim-
othy Seed, forty-eight pounds.

Hemp Seed,forty-fourpounds.

Parsnips and Castor Beans,
forty pounds.

Oats, thirty-four pounds.
