In the year 1870 onr great sealing 
fleet made its last stand in prosecut­
ing the sealflshery against the en war! 

To those of us who 
remember the days when hundreds of 
our sealing vessels sailed from the 
different ports cf our country in 
search of the Golden Fleece—the 
whitecoats—and view the sight as it 
stands to-day, the contrast is a melan­
choly one. What a sight it was to see 
one hundred or more vessels, with 
canvas set, flags flying, crews cheer­
ing and singing their well-km'wn 
chanties, the wharves and fore-shore 
lined with people waving their " id- 
kerchiefs and wishing the fleet 
speed and safe return.” Even 
schoolmaster’s rod had no terrors toi 
the small boy on the 1st of March in 
those days. The “swoilers” were 
going to sail and he was bound to see 
them off.
