A New Board Elected.

Tur Erie Ranway Eumnrocrio.—New
York had another sensation on Monday
in the overthrow of Jay Gould the friend
of the late Jim Fisk, and President of the
Erie Railway. A party of gentlemen en-
tered the head offices in New York by
force,and,in spite of an injunction served
on them at the instance of Gould, pro-
ceeded to elect a new board of directors.
Gould’s attorney,with forty policemen,at-
tempted to break up the meeting, but
without avail. A new Board was elected,
Jay Gould: being allowed to remmin a
member of it, but he is left in a minority
and will be without influence. Gen. Dix
ras elected President; O. H. P. Archer,
President, and Gen. MeClellam, Su-
perintendent. Orders were issued to all
the officials and employees of the road
not to obey Gonld any longer. Gould
declares. the election to be illegal, and
still claims the Presidency.

Monasteries in England,

After a suppression of three hundred
years monastic life has revived again in
England, and its spread is one of the
most remarkable signs of the times.—
Under the spirit of religious toleration,
the various ancient orders of monks—
the Benedictines, Dominicans, Capuchins,
Augustines, Cistercians and others—have
established themselves in various parts
of England, and have evinced the ancient
aptitude of the Roman chureh for scenr-
ing choice localities. One of the most
noted of these modern English monag-
teries is that of Mt. St. Bernard, in
Chamwood Forest, Leicestershire. It
was begun in 1835, and for some time
there were only five monks who lived on
a little farm and tilled the adjacentland.
In 1842 the present extensive abbey
buildings were commenced. They are in
the plain early English style, but with
the church, cloister, chapter-house, re-
fectory, dormitory, guest-house, lavatory,
kitchen, offices, ete., with massive walls
and buttresses,long and narrow windows,
high gables and roofs, with deeply-arched
door-ways, the pile presents an imposing
appearance. A clock-tower with a chime
of bells remains to be added. The mon-
astery owns now three hundred acres,
nearly all which is highly cultivated.
The labour is all performed by the monks,
who have made the domain profitable,
selling the farm produce at a good price. _
The lives of the recluses are toilsome
and abstemious.  They are not allowed
to speak to each other except in the pre-
sence of the superior; they eat no meat
or animal food except milk and cheese;
their daily round is toil, prayer and sleep.
They work on the farm, feed pigs; make
the butter and do their own washing.
No woman is permitted to enter the
sacred ground. They have made a gar-
den of the three hundred acres. Attach-
od to the abbey is a reformatory for boys.
The order is the Cistercian, a branch of
the Benedictines; and three hnndred
years ago this order had one hundred
and ten monasteries in England, the re-
mains of which are now among the most
picturesque ruins in that land—Tintern,
Netley and Fountain abbeys being
among them.
