The principle of the rotary engine
has been conceeded by steam men
since the days of ‘Watt to be the right
principle for working steam, combin-
ing, as it does, the perfect expansion
of steam with foll leverage, applying
the power in a rotary movement to
the shaft, thereby doing away with
vibration caused by the intermittent
power of. a reciprocating” engine, and
eliminating the ' necessity of great
weight in thé flywheel and other parts
to withstand the strain of an inmter-
mittent pressure. Haufmahn, an engine
builder, has spent forty wyears in fruit-
less effort to combifte the' principles
practically, but has néVer got beyond
an unsuccegsful model.

Experts who
have examined the properties on be-
hailf of the new company declare that
the profits per ton of coal mined can
readily be. increased 50 per cent. by
the opening of additional mines, the
installation of modern machinery in
the present workings and the adoption
of modern meéthods of management.
It is recommended by these experts
that four additional mines, each of a
‘capacity of 1000 tons daily, be opened.

Following the acquisition by
Messrs. William Mackenzi¢ and - D. D.
Mann of the option of sale of the
properties given by Mr. James Duns-
muir on Jan. 3, 1910, to Mr. R. T.
Elliott of Victoria, an examimation of
the mines and coal arcas was made
by Mr. W. L. Coulson, a mining en-
gineer and coal expert of Pittsburg,
Penn., and also by Messrs. Forster,
Brown & Rees, mining and colliery
engineers of London, England, and
Cardiff, Wales. Upon the receipt of
the report of Mr. Coulson the follow-
ing announcement was made by Mr.
Mackenzie:

“It is ithe intention of the board to
commence - imunediately +to open up
new mines and to improvg handling
facilities in accordance with the rec-
ommendations contained in Mr. Coul-
son’s letter, and $3,000,000 will be
provided for that purpose.”

Some Coal Still on. Hand.

In his report Mr. Coulsen remarks
that 600,000,000 tons is an ultra-con-
servative estimate . of -the amount of
coal contained in the Wellington Col-
liery Company's property. He refers
to the superior quality of the coal
produced in the Dunsmuir mines as
compared with that obtained at other
collieries on the Pacific Coast. He also
notes the tremendous increase in the
consumption of coal in British Col-
umbia and on the Pacific Coast gener-
ally during recent years, owing to the
great development along all lines
which has™ occurred throughout the
area known as -the Pacific Slope. He
states that in 1902 75 per cent. of the
output of the Coast collieries was ex-
ponted, while in 1909 Jess than 25 per
cent. of .the much greater tonnage
mined  during the latter year found
its way to foreign ports. Mr. Coulson
further remarks in “referring to the
Dunsmuir mines:

Qutput of 2,000,000 Tons.

“Within two and & half yeéars  the
annual output can ' readily be.in-
creased to 2,000,000 tons. This  will
necessitate the opening up of four ad-
ditional mines with a daily capacity
of 1000 tons each, the installation of
modern machinery  at - the present
mines, and railroad and dock im-
provements as the increased tonnage
demands- For all this work ;$3,000,000
is an ample allowanceé. With skilled
management and modern eguipment
coal can be mined apd marketed at
50 cents ‘per ton greater profit than
now accrues to the company; hence
on ‘an annual output of 2,000,000 tons
the profits would be approximately
$3,060,000, less coal removed, interest
charges and depreciation, or on’' the
same basis practically $1.53 per ton
on all coal sold.”

This report was made by Mr. Coul-
son on April 23, 1910,

Whers Ivory is Mined Like Coal ;

Islands of ivory hidden among the
Arctic ice lying north ot Siberia are
described in an interesting paper by
the Rev. P. D. Gath, Whitley, of Lon-
don. s

These islands were discovered by
Russian explorers at the end of the
eighteéentlh century, and have been ex-
ploited by traders in fossil ivory eveér

pounds of fossil ivory were offered for
sale &t the fair of Yakutsk. . To the
earlier explorers it seemed that one
islet, known as Liakoff's Island, was
“actually composed of the bones and
tusks of elephants, cemented together
by ey sand. The horns of buffaloes
(or rather of musk oxen) and rhino-
ceroses were also wonderfully abun-
dant. The sandy shores :and - slopes
were full of mammoths’ tusks.”

In 1886 a ‘German, Dr. Bunge, visited
Liakoff’s Island. *“The sand and gravel
was found to rest in blocks of ice, and
the alluvial beds were full of the bones
of mammoths, rhinoceros and musk
oxen”—this after a Nundred years of
visits from ivory hunters. Trawling
showed that the bottom of the sea
near the islands was strewn with
tusks and bones. :

The - extraordinary discoveries are
explained by the following theory:

In prehistoric times, as is shown by
the remains of fossil forest and vegeta-
tion, Siberia enjoyed a comparatively
mild climate, ‘and a great tract of
country, now under ice, stood at a con-
siderable level above the . sea. Vast
herds of mammoths, rhinoceroses and
buffaloes roamed over these plains.: A
great catastrophe at Jast . overtook
them: The land subsided, the sea rose,
and the animals congrégated in enor-
mous numbers on the mountain tops.
Even those were at last submerged,
and the destruction was complete.
After a timeé the watérs subsided slowly
and the islands, which had formed
mountains in the land, rose.above the
sea. ‘Why the climate changed after
these upheavals is still ‘a problem to
be solved.
